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- Good morning. This is the deposition of Kimberly Guilfoyle,
conducted by the House Select Committee to Investigate the January 6th Attack on the
United States Capitol pursuant to House Resolution 503.

This will be a staff-led deposition, though members may choose to ask questions.
| will note that we are joined by Representatives Schiff and Lofgren.

My name is _and | am senior investigative counsel with the select
committee. With me from the select committee staff are_
investigative counse!; | G investigative counsel; | G financial
investigator; |, senior investigative counsel; and _ financial

investigator.

Under House deposition rules, neither committee members nor staff may discuss
substance of testimony today unless the committee approves release. You and your
attorneys will have an opportunity to review your transcript.

Please note under the House rules that you may have your attorney present, but
counsel for other individuals may not be. We don't have that situation here.

At this time, I'd like to ask your counsel to identify themselves for the record.

Mr. Tacopina. Thank you, NN For Ms. Guilfoyle, Joseph Tacopina.

Mr. Seigel. Good morning. And Chad Seigel for Ms. Guilfoyle as well.

- | just want to go over a couple of ground rules for the deposition.

These are our official reporters. They are going to be transcribing our
conversation. The reporters' transcription is the official record of the proceeding.

| will just say | know | can speak fast, so please don't hesitate to tell me to slow
down or any of us on this side.

Please wait until each question is completed before you begin to respond, and we
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will do our best to wait until your response is completed before we ask the next question.

The reporters can't note nonverbal responses, so if you shake your head or nod,
they won't know. So please try to respond with a yes or a no.

Please give complete answers to the best of your recollection. If a question is
unclear, we're not trying to trick you. So just please ask us for clarification. We can
rephrase it and make sure you understand.

If you don't know the answer, please just say you don't know. We do not want
you to guess.

You may refuse to answer a question only to preserve a privilege recognized by
the select committee.

If you refuse to answer a question based on a privilege, we may proceed with the
deposition or we can seek a ruling from the chairman on the objection. If the chairman
overrules the objection, you would then be required to answer the question.

We will have plenty of opportunities for you to consult with counsel if need be, so
please don't hesitate if you need to confer with your counsel to take a moment, pause,
and we're happy to give you that chance.

Finally, | just want to remind you that -- and we do this for every witness -- it is
unlawful to deliberately provide false information to Congress. Doing so could result in
criminal penalties, including under 18 U.S.C. Section 1001.

Because this deposition is under oath, would you please raise your right hand to
be sworn.

The Reporter. Do you solemnly declare and affirm under the penalty of perjury
that the testimony you are about to give will be the truth, the whole truth, and nothing
but the truth?

Q Anda moment ago, we were talking about your employment history.

A Yes.

Q  You had said you were an adviser to the President, and then you also

acquired the title related to the Finance Committee.

To the best you can remember, can you give us the estimated dates of when you

started as an adviser and then when you picked up the additional role?
A You know, | can't, because had | been told that | was going to need to
prepare for that, | would have gone back and researched the exact dates. It's like

people ask me what day did you get married or what day did you get divorced?

Sometimes you just don't know those things off the top of your head and then you google

yourself,
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Q That's fair. And you're right, we probably can google it. So if you can't
remember, it's not the end of the world.

A But can | tell you this to be helpful and just cut to the chase?

Q  Sure.

A Here's the thing. So | worked, you know, media/television forever, right?
MSNBC, CNN, Court TV, FOX News, all of the above.

Then | left FOX and went to work for the President at America First Super PAC.
From there, | was then asked to join the campaign for Donald J. Trump for President, and |
transitioned from the PAC to the campaign.

My first role was as senior adviser to the President working on the campaign,
attending events, giving speeches, et cetera, whatever was needed. And then | became
also, in addition to that role, the national finance chair. It's been called national finance

chair, national finance chairwoman, Trump Victory Finance Committee. It's the same

job.

Q  That was fantastic. And any time you want to cut to the chase and get to
where I'm --

A Yes.

Q  -- going like that in an answer, please feel free. That was a super helpful
summary.

A Sure.

Q  Inyour role working for the Trump Victory Committee, can you describe
what you were doing?

A Yes. So | was the principal and chief fundraiser for then President Trump,
who was seeking reelection for the 2020 election. So my job was to do calls, do events,

plan them, invite people to attend. And | would do calls every single day. And | was on
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the road, | mean, sometimes six States in a day doing events and campaigning.

Q AndI'msorry, | didn't mean to cut you off.

This was a focus on individual donors or would you say high-level donors?

A | focused on anybody | could that was going to give a contribution to the
President. That included what we call low-dollar, small-dollar contributions. It also
included what we would refer to as major donors.

| would also seek out people who had given in the past, because my staff would
give me lists of people to call. So if someone had lapsed as a donor, | might target some
of those people that had been engaged in 2016 and we hadn't received a donation from.

-_ Are we okay? She may be beating me in terms of speed.

[Reporter responds.]

The Witness. | was waiting for that. I'm surprised someone didn't complain.

- No, no, it's okay. We just try to make sure that the record is clear.

Q  Anddid you have a staff when you were working for the Trump Victory

Committee?

A Yes, | did.

Q  Who worked for you?

A So many people.

Q  To the best that you can recollect, just direct reports?

A Everybody reported to me.

Q  Directly?

A Well, anything that was going on with Trump Victory, they would come to

me or ask me a question. It wasn't like somebody wasn't allowed to speak to me, you

know.
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So there was just various roles. There's people that are helping with putting
together a call list. There's people that are helping with my ground operation, which
would be checking in people when they attend an event, people that were going to
receive a photo with the President, running a click line, which is the photos, that type of
thing. So it was like ground game, logistics, finance, fundraising, all the above.

Q  Did Caroline Wren work for you while you were working on the Trump
Victory Committee?

A She was one of the people on the team, yes.

Q Do youremember what her title was?

A | don't remember what her specific title was, quite frankly. She probably
used different ones every day.

Q Do you remember what your role -- what her role was?

A Her role was fundraising as well for the President. And she would do calls
with me on many occasions, providing lists, or we'd go over how an event would be, or, in
fact, choosing a location, talking about what donor might want to host the President.

Q Do youremember her having her own fundraising list that she brought in, or
did she rely on your lists?

A We relied -- well, as far as | know, | relied on the list that we had from the
prior campaign and whatever was in the database.

Q  Did you ever have awareness of her bringing in her own list or having a list of
donors that she provided?

A | don't recall that.

Q Okay. Anddid Mr. Budowich work for Trump Victory Committee?

A Taylor?

Q |don't know that it will even come up, frankly, but we just wanted to make
sure we weren't -- whether we had that identified correctly or not.

Q  Turning to the Ellipse rally, which is what we're going to call the event that
occurred on the Ellipse on January 6th, can you tell us how did you first become aware of
the event? To the best of your recollection, when is the first time that you remember
somebody even talking about, let's just say, a rally or an event being held on January 6th?

A When did | first become aware or hear about? | don't know the exact date,
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but | know it was sometime, you know, after Christmas, New Year's. And then |
remember seeing stuff in the press about it that there was going to be a rally. And then
| recall seeing tweets saying, okay, the President is going to go and there's going to be a
rally in Washington, D.C. _

Q Do youremember having conversations with Caroline Wren about an event
being held on January 6th?

A Yes, | recall one time at Mar-a-Lago that she told me that members of the
family were going to be attending, that it would be a rally. | think that was on January
1st.

Q  Is that the first time that you can remember, to the best of your recollection,
having a conversation with Ms. Wren about the events on January 6th?

A You mean about the events on January 6th --

Q Yes.

A -- or about that there was going to be a rally?

Mr. Tacopina. Leading up --

a

Q  The planning of an event --

A Because it hadn't happened yet.

Q Yes, ma'am. The planning of an event on January 6th, whatever form that
was going to take, can you remember the first time that you had discussions with
Ms. Wren about some event that was going to happen on January 6th?

A | cannot remember the first time | had a discussion with Ms. Wren about
that event.

Q  Okay. The conversation that you just mentioned at Mar-a-Lago --

A But | remember hearing about the event in the media and news prior to
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January 1st, sometime after Christmas, to the best of my recollection.

Q Okay. Soljust wantto make sure | understand this.

Q Youremember first becoming aware that something was happening on the
6th from public media reports, but the first conversation that you remember having with
Ms. Wren about it specifically was the January 1st conversation at Mar-a-Lago?

A Thatis -- yes. That stands in my mind. But that doesn't mean that | didn't
speak to her or hear about it or have some discussion with her prior to that time.

Q Right.

A That is a memory that | remember, was January 1st.

Q  And we were asking for your best recollection, so | appreciate that.

Can you tell us what you remember about the conversation at Mar-a-Lago. And |
know this sounds weird, but where you were sitting, who you were with, just the details,
if you could take us back there, what was that conversation?

A | can, in fact, because that's why | recall it.

So we were at the Beach Club at Mar-a-Lago. And as you face this way, it was on
the left-hand side of the pool where the yellow and white umbrellas are.

And | was having lunch New Year's Day with my fiance. And Caroline Wren had
come up on the right-hand side by the pool, closest to the pool, and said hello and said
that -- | don't know what the first part of the conversation was, but at one point in there
she said, oh, there's going to -- you know, the rally, and also | see that, you know, Eric
Trump had tweeted about it or something to that effect, that he would be attending.

Q  Andjust to clarify for the record, when you refer to your fiance, is that
Donald Trump, Jr.?

A Yes.
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Q | know that seems silly, but we just have to clarify it for the record. Just to
be respectful, do you have a preference? DonlJr.? Can we truncate that? Is it okay
to call him Don Jr.?

A Yes.

Q  Itjust gets confusing with Donald Trump --

A Yes.

Q  --and Donald Trump, Jr.

Regarding the conversation, did Ms. Wren at that point in time tell you any details
about what she had been planning up to that point?

A No.

Q Did she mention any donors for the rally at that point?

A No.

Q  Sitting here today, can you remember the first time that you remember
hearing the name Julie Fancelli?

A Well, no, because not -- what do you mean?

Q | think you know that the donor -- one of -- the donor for the funds for the
rally was a woman named Julie Fancelli. And what I'm trying to ask you is, do you
remember the first --

A Just to be clear, if | may correct you for a second. | don't know everybody
who gave money to the rally. | did not raise money for the rally.

| do know that | was told by Ms. Wren that Julie Fancelli gave money for the rally.
And | do know who Julie Fancelliis. She's a donor to President Trump.

Q  Sothe piece in there where you said that Ms. Wren told you that
Ms. Fancelli had donated to the rally, do you remember the first time you remember

hearing that?
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A No.

Q  Okay.

A But it was | believe subsequent to that time, but | don't recall the exact date.

Q  Okay. Soyou think you heard the name Ms. Fancelli as associated with the
rally, understanding that you knew her before that. You think the first that you
remember hearing that was at the Mar-a-Lago conversation on January 1st.

A Yes. But your prior question was -- the lead-in to this was when did | first
hear -- you know, Julie Fancelli, | know who she is because she was a donor to the
President. So I've known who Julie Fancelli is for several years.

Q  And |l understand you may have had prior conversations.

Do you remember when the last time you had a conversation with Ms. Fancelli
was prior to when you contacted her related to January 6th?

A Can you say that again?

Q Yeah. A moment ago you said, | knew Ms. Fancelli because she donated to

A Yes.

Q  What was the last contact that you had with Ms. Fancelli prior to any contact
related to the events on January 6th?

A Prior to any contact or contacts regarding January 6th?

Q  So at some point in time, you had reason to contact Ms. Fancelli related to
the rally. But if I'm understanding --

A | never -- | never spoke to her prior to the rally about the rally or anything to
do with the rally. I've never had a conversation with her prior to the rally about the
rally.

Q Okay. Solwanttocome backto that.
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A Yeah.

Q  And let me try to ask my question.

A | know it's important to be specific on this.

Q | appreciate that. What I'm trying to get at is a moment ago you said, |
knew her from her donations to Trump previously.

Q  Having nothing to do with the rally.

A Yes.

Q  When was the last time that you had conversations with her about that?
Meaning when was the last time that you spoke with her prior to anything relating to the
rally?

A | do not recall.

Q  Okay. Butwouldyou have said --

A You're asking me for, like, dates. | don't know.

Q That's fair. | was curious if you remembered at what point in time you last
spoke with her, but it's fine if you don't remember.

A | know that | spoke to her in regards to the Trump campaign and a donation,
you know, whenever.

Q  Priortothe election?

A Correct.

Q Okay. And would you have said -- so you may be able to help us clarify this.
Some people use the term, this person is my donor, this person is their donor.

A Yes.

Q  Would you have said that Ms. Fancelli was your donor or was Ms. Wren's

donor?
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| wouldn't know to classify it that way. What | know is, as the national

finance chair working for the President, they're all President Trump's donors. And if

they're President Trump's donors, they're my donors, because | am the key POC and

liaison and person responsible for donor relations.

So that's what | would do, is talk to the donors. | would call them for donations.

| would call them to check on them, see how they were doing, family-related issues,

happy birthday, you know, treat them very well like they deserve.

But do you remember receiving a call from Ms. Fancelli on December 31st?

The Witness. Are you -- does this show she called me?

- It does.

Mr. Tacopina. Can you just indicate which line? Oh, thereitis. Okay. And
the person initiating the call is the number on the far left?

HE | believe that's how it works.  1'm going to ask the CDR expert,
actually.

__ So if | could -- if you go back, if you in the binder in front of you flip
to the very first page of the exhibit, you can see the column headings. There is a called
number. That's the number that's the receiving number.

CPN is an acronym that | don't know if this is exactly what it means, but |
remember it as call placing number. So the first column is receipt and the second
column is sender.

The Witness. So based on what your understanding is of how these logs work,
what are you saying, that she called me or | called her?

_ I'm clarifying what the columns are. | think- has the
guestion on the --

Mr. Seigel. It looks like, according to your list here, the first number is the

number that's called?
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- That's correct.

Mr. Seigel. And then the number that's placing the call is the second.

_ That's correct.

Mr. Seigel. So, based on your chart, it would appear that this number that's
identified | guess as Ms. Fancelli called Kimberly.

Mr. Tacopina. Well, what is the column on the left, MSISDN?

B Yes. So, actually, based on the column numbers that were provided
to us by the phone company, called number is the number that was called, and CPN is the
call placing number.

So, based on these records, it indicates that the numberllll that we identified as
Ms. Guilfoyle's number is the call placing number, and the called number is Ms. Fancelli's
number. And that was on December 31st. It looks like it was 10 seconds, which likely
indicates a voicemail. So --

The Witness. So can we just simplify this. What does that mean, she called me,
are you saying, or | called her?

Mr. Tacopina. No, you called her. That's what they're saying. But my
guestion is, maybe you could guess, but does someone understand what MSISDN is?

This is a phone number under that column as well.

I (o'l notice, that number is the same number -

The Witness. Right. That's my number.

_ -- indicating that those are the records that's related to

that individual.

The Witness. It's like ISDN, like an identifying tracking number too.

Q  Let mejust ask one question about the call log.

A Yes.

Q  For what reasons would you place a call to a donor, a December 31st call to
a donor like Ms. Fancelli?

A | really can't speculate, because | don't recall making that call and | know
that | did not speak to her.

Q  Were you making calls to any other prior President Trump donors around
December 20207

Mr. Tacopina. If you recall.

The Witness. No, | don't recall. | mean, | have a lot of friends that are donors
so -- but no, not in any donor capacity.

o I

Q  Did you previously, prior to January 6th, did you routinely speak with
Ms. Fancelli during the 2020 cycle?

A Prior to January 6th, did | speak to her during the 20 -- as in the --

Q  The prior -- the previous 2 years.

The election?

Q Yes, ma'am.

A Yeah. |spoke to her| know for sure on at least one occasion when she
made a donation to the President. Yeah.

Q Do yourecall what time period that was?

A | really don't remember when it was, because | would do anywhere
between, you know, sometimes 80 calls a day. You've seen my phone logs. A lot of
calls.

But | do remember talking to her. She's a really nice lady. An older lady. And
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she loves the President. And | know she made, you know, a lot of donations, meaning to
the campaign.

And | recall speaking to her on one occasion, reaching her, and she gave money
for the election. And that was the last time that I've got any memory whatsoever or |
ever solicited a donation from her.

Q  And typically, when you reach out to a donor in your capacity, is that
typically because your staff has given you a list or otherwise given you a reason why you,
as the chair, should be reaching out?

A It depends. | have personal relationships with so many of these people
that I've known for so long from being in television and work that I've done. So | have,
you know, what would probably be considered in general a big Rolodex, because | know a
lot of people, because I've been in politics a long time, | am |, o!d and, you know, |
know many people.

Q  Anddid you have a personal relationship with Ms. Fancelli?

A | would say we had a cordial, sweet, like nice relationship, you know.

She's -- like | said, she's i o/d. She's a nice lady. |liked her. [|thought she was,
you know, very pleasant. She was always very nice.

Q  Soisit fair to say or fair to infer that a reach-out that you would have done
would have been because she was a donor, not because you were otherwise personal
friends?

A | don't know that | would draw that distinction per se. | mean, why don't
you ask it a different way so | understand?

Mr. Tacopina. Yeah, | don't think --

_ I'm trying to understand if, you know, the call records

indicate a call from you to Ms. Fancelli on December 31st, it seems like our appropriate
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inference would be that you are reaching out to her as a donor in order --

The Witness. | think that assumes --

Mr. Tacopina. Holdon. Here's the problem. |appreciate your question.
But if she doesn't recall the content of the call --

The Witness. | can't speculate.

Mr. Tacopina. -- or even making the call, she can't speculate as to what the
purpose of the call would be, right? | mean, an inference is an assumption, really.

I  \Vell, she can provide what her typical operating kind of
posture is when it comes to donors and why she makes calls.

The Witness. | think that would be overbroad, because | can't say that. No two
situations are the same. And | never solicited any funds for any rally, January 5th or 6th,

from Ms. Fancelli or any other individual whatsoever.

Q | think what _Was getting at was there are a lot of
people that you have personal calls with, your fiance, your friends.

A Yes.

Q  And you may also have business dealings with them.

A Sure.

Q | think the question was, it did not seem like you had a personal relationship
with Ms. Fancelli outside of her relationship with you as a donor. So is it fair to say
that --

A | would say that's incorrect.

Q  Oh, okay. Socanyouexpoundonthat? It was ourimpression that you
had a donor-solicitee relationship. Can you explain what your personal relationship was

with her?
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A That | liked her and | thought she was a sweet and nice lady. |didn't look at
her just as a donor.

Q  Okay. Soit's possible that the call on December 31st could have been a
personal call?

A | can't speculate on that, as I've already asked and you asked it and |
answered. | have no recollection actually of that call. Solcan't tell you. |don't
recall.

Mr. Tacopina. But have you had calls with her that were outside the scope of
raising money, like how are you doing, of that nature?

The Witness. Yeah, talked to her. Hi. How areyou? How's it going? How
are you feeling? You know, she was in ltaly sometimes.

I Okay, thank you.

Really quickly -- you wanted to ask a question?

Q  Ms. Guilfoyle --

A Yeah.

Q  --you were living at Mar-a-Lago during this time period. |s that right?
A During which time period?

Q Sorry. December 2020.

A Yes.

Q  Did you spend the Christmas holiday there?

A Yes, | did.

Q  And you were there through New Year's Eve. s that right?

A Was | there like New Year's Eve? | was there New Year's Eve, yes.

Q  It's my understanding that there's an annual New Year's Eve party at --
A Yes. It's my fiance's birthday.

Q  Youlearn something new. |didn't realize that.

But it's my understanding that there is -- maybe it's a joint birthday party, New
Year's Eve celebration, but there's an annual party of sorts at Mar-a-Lago on New Year's
Eve, right?

A A New Year's Eve party, yes.

Q  Now, during this time period it's been publicly reported that there were a
few figures who are of relevance to what happens later in January 6th, in terms of some
of the events, speakers, organizers, that kind of thing. You've already mentioned
Ms. Wren having been at Mar-a-Lago and you ran into her around New Year's Day.

Do you recall seeing Roger Stone at Mar-a-Lago in the days leading up to New

Year's Eve?
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A No.

Q  Now, President Trump did not attend that New Year's Eve party in 2020.
Do you remember that?

A | don't have a recollection if he was there or not.

Q  Well, it was publicly reported that although the White House had announced
plans for President Trump and the First Lady to stay at Mar-a-Lago through New Year's
Eve, they left Florida ahead of time before that party and came back to Washington, D.C.

Do you know why the President and the First Lady came back to Washington,
D.C.?

A | do not, because | have no recollection as to whether they were present or
not. I've been to a lot of these.

Q Isit--

A We go to New Year's Eve at Mar-a-Lago. We do it, you know, basically
every year.

Q  And how many years do you think you've gone to that party?

A Four maybe, approximately. That's my best guesstimate.

Q How many times has President Trump missed that party?

A | have no direct personal knowledge or recollection of -- | don't know.

Q  Butdo you recall -- I'm asking whether you can remember specifically there
were parties that you went to on New Year's Eve at Mar-a-Lago that the President did not
attend.

A | don't know.

_ All right. Thank you.

Q  Ms. Guilfoyle, would you just return back -- earlier | believe you testified that
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you first heard about an event that would occur on January 6th between Christmas and
New Year's.

A Again, to the best of my recollection. | don't have it time-stamped, but |
have a sense that it was around that time.

Q  Andthen can you tell us again who you heard that from?

A | remember hearing about it or reading about it in the press, like seeing a
tweet or something that there was going to be a rally.

Q When you say a tweet, are you referring to President Trump's tweet?

A | don't have a recollection that it was President Trump.

Q  Areyou aware that President Trump tweeted about the rally on December

19th?

A He probably did.

Q  And are you familiar with the tweet about, you know, be there, it's going to
be wild?

A I'm not, but if you'd like to show it to me, | can take a look at it.

Q  Butsitting here today, you have no recollection about a President Trump
tweet that was his first public statement about an event?

A | do not, no.

Q And| apologize, but we'll have to speak one at a time. Otherwise, the
record will look all jumbled.

So you don't have a recollection about a President Trump tweet about a rally on
the 6th as his first public statement about an event on the 6th?

A No, | do not.

Q  And your testimony is that you heard about an event on the 6th sometime

after Christmas through media reporting. Is that correct?
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A | just recall that around that timeframe -- | can't be more specific than
that -- | recall hearing that there was going to be a rally. But | read a lot of news and go
through Twitter feeds, and so it's quite voluminous. And | do not recall where | first saw
it or how many times | saw about the rally. | just know that | learned of it around that
time.

Q  Did you have any discussions with your fiance prior to the media reports
about an event on the 6th?

Mr. Tacopina. When you say prior to the media reports, you mean prior to her.

I e -

Mr. Tacopina. -- learning about it through the media reports?

_ Yes. Thank you for the clarification.

Mr. Tacopina. Because the media reports could have been earlier.

Q  So post-Christmas, did you have any conversations from December 19th
through Christmas Day, the 25th, with anyone about an event on January 6th?

A Wait. First | thought it was about with Don Jr. Now you're saying with
anybody?

Q Yes.

A What was the timeframe? Because this seems a little overbroad, because
I'm not -- | don't want to answer something that | don't know.

Q Yeah. Solet meclarify. President Trump tweeted out, | will proffer to
you, December 19th about an event on the 6th.

A Well, I'm assuming that fact because you're telling me that he did, but | have

no personal knowledge that he did. So --
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Q Yeah.

A I'm going based on what you're saying.

Q  Correct.

A Goahead.

Q  And Christmas Day is on the 25th. We can all agree on that?
A We can agree to that.

Q  So--and | understand that you learned from media reports about an event
on the 6th after Christmas is what you recall, correct?

A Again, to the best of my recollection, | don't know when | learned about the
rally. |eventually saw or heard something that there was going to be arally. |don't
know what the first moment that | received, encountered, read, et cetera, that
information.

Q Do you recall when you first spoke to your fiance about an event on the 6th?

A | do not.

Q Do you recall whether you spoke with him about an event on the 6th in
December of 20207

A Again, that's overbroad. |don't want to speculate to say, because | don't
know what date or what time or whenever. | mean, we live together. We have for 4
years. We talk all the time. But | don't have any recollection of when | first spoke to
Don Jr. or we had a conversation about it.

| do know that it came up | believe on New Year's Day when we were at
Mar-a-Lago. That is a recollection that | have.

— Okay. Thank you.

Q If we could turn to exhibit 1.
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Yes, | see it.

Thisis a--

Exhibit 1, page 1, to be specific?

Yes, ma'am.

Uh-huh.

| believe it may only be one page but -- yes.
Yes.

So this was a document that you produced, and it looks like if you start at

the bottom that's the earlier email and then the top is subsequent replies.

But it looks like you produced an email that shows Caroline Wren --

Uh-huh.

-- instructing somebody to put together two invoices to Turning Point Action,

one to Kimberly Guilfoyle for $30,000 and the other for Donald Trump, Jr. for $30,000.

And we'll talk about the rest there. But a moment ago you said you spoke --

A

Yes.

Q

Ma'am, if | may, | want to just read this really quick, the little paragraph.
Oh, read from the bottom up and just let me know when you're done.

Okay. Give me one more second.

So a moment ago when we were talking, you had mentioned that you had

the conversation with Ms. Wren at Mar-a-Lago on January 1st.

A

Q

Yes.

It sounded, from what you said, to be very brief. And the next day

Ms. Wren is instructing somebody to put together these two invoices.

A

Q

Yes.

Can you tell us about the conversations that you had that went from a
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conversation at Mar-a-Lago to please put together these two invoices?

A Yes. Okay. So here'swhat you guys didn't ask me, but this is what
happened when she walked by and told us about, okay, hey, look, Eric tweeted it. Okay.
Well, | guess we should go, because the President was going, Eric was going. And when
the family goes, we go.

So then we said, okay, we're going to go to this then. And we were going to be
in Georgia at the Senate runoff, rally, whatever you want to call it, and then flying back to
D.C. So we were already going to be here. So then that shaped our decision to go
ahead and show up and support the President, who was also his father.

Q  That's very helpful. Can you -- the emails that you have here suggest that
the $60,000 were speaker fees. And there are subsequent communications with
Turning Point, et cetera. Can we agree that those were speaker fees for you and Don to
speak at the rally?

A Well, we can agree that | read this email here, which is that it was an invoice
to myself and to Donald Trump, Jr. It says payable to Tru Media from Turning Point USA,
which is customary. Every time we speak or do events with Turning Point USA, Turning
Point Action, we are compensated to speak. That's ordinary course of business.

Q Okay. So, yes, they are speaker fees for speaking at January 6th?

A | cannot say that they're speaker fees for January 6th. We also spoke in
December at a Turning Point Action, Turning Point USA event student action summit.

Q  Just give me a moment. We have a copy of the invoice that was created.

A Yes. And to be clear, | did not create the invoice.

Q  Actually, we can talk about that first.

Do you remember who did create the invoice?

A Yes. To my recollection, it was Rebecca Karabus.
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Q Andwhois that?

A She's a friend of mine that would sometimes help out. She's very good
with like typing and, you know, administrative things, making invoices. She's smart and
organized. And | was on the road all the time. She said, hey, thank you for all you do
for the country. If you ever need me to help, | can do some invoices or do some, you
know, bookkeeping or paperwork type of thing.

Q  Shedidn't work for you, though. She worked for a company called Capital
HQ, correct?

A She was just my friend. | don't know what entities that she worked for.

Q Okay. You weren't aware at the time that she was working for your friend

Alexandra Preate?

A | know she had helped do stuff, yes, as well with Alexandra Preate.
Q IsitPreate?

A Preate.

Q Preate. Okay, | was mispronouncing.

A P-r-e-a-t-e.

Yes, ma'am. | just want to make --

> PO

She's a friend of mine.

Q Yeah. |figured you'd know how to pronounce it and | knew | was
butchering it. So | was relying on you for that. Preate.

Did you at the time know that Ms. Karabus was working for Ms. Preate?

A | know that she had worked for her on and off, but | don't know the full
tenure or dates of her employment with her, because that would be beyond the scope of
anything | would be involved with.

Q Okay. And we'll talk about this, but while we have this exhibit up, if you
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could look at the middle email where you respond. You say, "So actually, we're going to
go ahead and invoice for 60K to Tru Media. | talked to Don for Kimberly Guilfoyle
Donald Trump, Jr. for Wednesday, January 6th, and | will just 1099 him and I'll wire the
money so it's my Tru Media LLC and Chase Bank account number and routing and,
Rebecca, you have it. Thank you so much!"

A Yeah.

Q  Soljust want to ask pieces about that.

With regards to where you wrote, "l talked to Don," I'm assuming that's Don Jr. --

A DonJr.

Q  -- "for Kimberly Guilfoyle Donald Trump Ir." that's not an entity. Did you
mean just for both of us?

A Yes, that is correct.

Q  And "for Wednesday, January 6th." So you were specifically identifying
that was for Wednesday, January 6th?

A That's what it says here, yes.

Q Anddid you, in fact, 1099 him for the funds that you received?

A | have no direct knowledge if that was to be done, because my accountant
would handle that. But, yes, that would be the intention.

Q  Who s your accountant?

A I've had several accountants. We have a number of different accountants.

Q Do you know who your accountant would have been on or about January
6th, 2021, when this would have occurred?

A I'm not sure. There's several people.

o

Q  How many possible accountants could there be at that time frame?
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A There's also accountants that -- for Don, for me. So there's a lot of
different accountants, because we live together and --

Q More than --

A -- do a lot together.
Q  --five, less than five accountants?
A | can't speculate on how many.

s I

Q  Youdon't have any idea how many accountants you have?
Well, because sometimes his accountants are involved with mine, and so

there's a whole bunch of accountants.

Q  Well, I'm not particularly asking his. I'm just asking, can you remember
who your accountant was or how many accountants you had at this time?

A | don't know who my accountant was at that exact time. | know who my
accountant is now.

Q  If you had instructed your accountant to wire those funds --

A Yes, anyone who would be -- no, no, no, no. | never instructed an
accountant to wire funds.

Q  So let me go back for a second. For your accountant to wire funds to Don
Jr. from your account --

A Oh, to him from, yes.

Q Right. Soamoment ago | asked you did you, in fact, do the 1099 to Don Jr.
And you said, | don't know, my accountant would have handled that. And I'm
paraphrasing.

A But it should be done. And, yeah, | don't know if it's been done. But yes,

it would be 1099'ed. We've done that before where we both go, we give a speech, he
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gives a speech, and then it's sent to me. Then, as is customary and appropriate, | have
him 1099'ed.

Q  Would your accountant have been able to do that without your direction?

A | really can't answer that. |don't --

Q  Well, no, actually, most people are pretty aware of the control that their
accountant has over their money, because if your accountant could do anything with your
money, they could just take it.

A Right. Okay.

Q  So usually accountants say, email me, tell me in writing to move this money,
for their own protection.

So if you had said to your accountant, whichever one, however many it was --

A Yes.

Q  --canyou 1099 30K to Don, that accountant would usually have asked for
some record of that or would have wanted direction from you.

A Right. If | ask an accountant to do something, yes, | expect them to do it.

Q Okay. Sositting here, somewhere there's an accountant that you had that
may have wired that money -- or, excuse me, that issued a 1099 to Don.

A Right. But listen, | don't know who my exact accountant was on that date,
because when | was moving from New York to Florida then | switch and have a Florida
accountant.

So | know who my accountant is now. And I'm referring to that in general, an
accountant, my accountant, will 1099 Don and give him -- the money will be wired and, in
fact, then it's done proper.

Q  There were communications with your banker at JPMorgan Chase that you

provided regarding checking on those funds. If you communicated with an accountant
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to issue that 1099, that would be responsive to the subpoena, and we would ask that you
go back and search for any communications with an accountant to that effect.
A What are you asking for so | can --
Mr. Tacopina. It's a request we have.
I Your attorneys have it.
The Witness. | understand.
Mr. Tacopina. It's noted. We'll doit.
_, just for asecond. We don't have to break. | need to use the
restroom.
B o, no, it's fine.
Mr. Tacopina. | can run out if you just hold the questions for a minute.
- It's better for the record to just recess briefly for 5 minutes and take a
comfort break.

Mr. Tacopina. I, before we continue, | think there are just a few matters
that needs a little clarification. Do you want to just jump in? Regarding the names of
the account, because | think that was something you were asking, and | don't think she
understood you were asking that before, regarding the accountants during that time
period. So there's just --

__ Sure. If there's something you wanted to clarify or --

Mr. Tacopina. Yeah, do you want to --

The Witness. So you were asking me do | know, like, or basically if | can -- who it
was on January -- | don't know if | had retained my Florida accountant on that exact
date -- and I'm referring to accountant in general as to whoever would be my accountant
to do that. My accountant is Don Dorra, D-o-r-r-a. That is my current Florida
accountant.

My accountant when | lived in New York was a man by the name of Jay Shulman.
There was a period of transition from State to State, where | was trying to get doctors,
accountants, manicurists, hair -- you know what | mean? You go through, you get
recommendations --

Mr. Tacopina. Top priority.

The Witness. -- pediatricians --

-_ No, because colorist would've been at the top, I'll tell you right now.

The Witness. -- you know, dentists, orthodontists, you know, so. | think we got
four in-braces right now. So that's what happens, you make a transition. |can't tell

you what day | actually, quote, hired or retained, Don Dorra. He is my attorney. Heis
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preparing --

Mr. Tacopina. Accountant.

The Witness. | mean, yeah, my accountant. He is preparing, you know, my
returns, et cetera. That's who my accountant is now, and there was a period of time
where | kind of didn't have, for sure, somebody, because | was making that transition.

v [

Q  Andjust to be clear, we were -- | was less concerned about who your
accountant was and more --

A Okay.

Q  --tothe -- whether Don Jr. had actually ever been 1099'd and received the
30,000, whether you, in fact, splitit. We can talk later on about a number of emails
where there was a serious question of whether both you and Don Jr. had been paid for
speaking at the rally. And all | was really trying to ask was whether you, in fact,
remembered splitting the 60,0007

A Oh, | will tell you this: Irecall, and | don't know how, but somebody said to
me, and | wasn't sure, because | looked it up or whatever, that money was sent from
Turning Point USA or Turning Point Action.

Q No, no--yes, ma'am. We actually have records that show that Turning
Point sent money to Tru Media, LLC, and that you received the entire $60,000.

A Yes.

Q  The question --

A That's correct, that that is my recollection.

Q Yes, ma'am. The question that | was trying to get at is, in this email when
you say, | will just 1099 him --

A Uh-huh.
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Q  --and | will wire the money, we were trying to figure out, did you ever, in

fact, 1099 and wire the $30,000 to Don?

A | don't know.
Q  Okay.
A | don't have personal direct knowledge that that has occurred. That is the

customary practice. That is what would happen, and that's what should happen if it has
not already. Does that make sense?

Q Iltdoes. Atthe end, when you added "That is the customary practice," it
sounds like you were saying, it would've been normal for the 1099 to happen and for him
to get his half. Is there any reason to think in this situation that it didn't follow the

normal course?

A | don't know if it's been done yet or not.
Q  Okay.
A I'm still working on my taxes, and my accountant is preparing return --

Mr. Tacopina. No, wait. You don't have any personal knowledge, as you sit
here, whether it did happen or didn't happen, right?

The Witness. No, | don't.

Mr. Tacopina. Period. Boom.

o I

Q  Andssitting here today, can you remember why, at the time, you preferred
the entire 60K to go to Tru Media versus the way that Ms. Wren outlined it in her original
email?

A | don't know where Ms. Wren's original email is.

Q  So at the bottom of the exhibit, Ms. Wren writes, please put together two

invoices -- presumably to Ms. Karabus based on our conversation --
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A Right. Butthat's how it should be, isn'tit? It's, like, the two names are
written down on CW invoice.

Q Well, we're going to come to that, but what I'm asking you is, in your
response email of 20, 30 minutes later, you actually correct Ms. Wren and say, so actually
we're going to go ahead and invoice for 60,000 to Tru Media.

A Yeah. That's what we've done on a number of occasions. That's a
customary thing that happens.

Q Okay. Soisitfairto saythat you were correcting what Ms. Wren said to
what your normal practice was, which was sending the entire thing through Tru Media
and then 1099'ing Don afterwards?

A | mean it appears, yes, in that it would go to Tru Media and then 1099 him.

Q Okay. Sowe'retrying to figure out, based on what you said, there's a little
confusion. Earlier you said we're sitting at Mar-a-Lago, we're having a conversation, she
says hi. That's January 1st. And on January 2nd, you're now getting $60,000 to speak.

And | asked you earlier, but | don't think | understood, how does it go in a 24-hour
period to, | wasn't really that familiar with the rally, | saw Caroline Wren at the pool, and
now we're getting paid from Turning Point $60,000?

A | did not solicit any speaking fees, nor did Don Jr. for January 6th. Caroline
Wren told me that Charlie Kirk and Turning Point Action was going to be paying us
because we were speaking. He was one of the people involved in the event, and | know
we had spoken at his event, Student Action Summit, in December.

And many times, he would make payment to us based on a number of different
appearances, which is -- I've been doing speaking events for him for 5 years --

Q Yeah. You--

A -- and I've always been paid for them.
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o

You and Don Jr. have spoken quite a bit for Turning Point, correct?

>

Absolutely.

Q  And the speaker fees are pretty common?

A So this was totally customary, ordinary course of business, and oftentimes it
might encompass a number of different occasions. And, again, | did not prepare the
actual invoice, and so, this was just a quick email to reference and memorialize it
essentially.

Q  Butit's clear -- exactly. And it's clearly memorializing some agreement for
the $60,000 speaker fees, and what we're trying to figure out is, how do you get --

A Because she, Caroline Wren, told me that Charlie Kirk was going to be paying
us 30,000 apiece from Turning Point Action.

Q Did she tell --

A And | did not solicit it, nor did Don. And this would be also something
customary that Ms. Wren would do and try to help out or say, Oh, yes, and by the way,
Charlie is going to pay you guys for this.

Q Andwhen --

A And that was how | found out about it.

Q  Andjust to be clear, is Ms. Wren telling you this at the pool during the
conversation --

A No.

Q  -- or sometime between the pool and this email the following day, you had a
subsequent conversation?

A That's what appears to be what I'm seeing here, yes. But | don't have any
recollection of her ever bringing anything like that up at Mar-a-Lago.

Q Okay. Sosometime between the chat at the pool at Mar-a-Lago and when
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she sends the email the next day at 1:52 p.m., you have another conversation where she
said, Charlie wants to pay you $60,000?

A Yes. |can't tell you when or what time, but common sense would dictate
that it would be sometime between seeing her at Mar-a-Lago and then this email.

Q  Okay. And how does that conversation -- walk us through that
conversation, to the best that you remember, where Ms. Wren says, Charlie's going to
pay you $60,000 to speak. Isit --isit--

A | don't remember the specifics of it, but it was something to that effect, that
Charlie is going to pay you guys to speak. But I've probably heard that, you know, 50
times, you know. We speak, we travel, we go on the road, and we participate. | do the
Young Women's Leadership Summit. | do the Latino Summit. |do the Student Action
Summit. | speak, you know, multiple times a year at these student events.

Q  So did you understand Ms. Wren to be involved with an event that Turning
Point was putting on?

Surabian says, so bizarre.

A | don't even know what they're referring to. | don't even really think this is
referring to me, quite frankly.

Q Do you remember anything happening around January 13th regarding Don's
book or a banner that you were using?

A No, absolutely not. | just know that Taylor had, you know -- what do you
call it -- helped manage and access my Twitter to put out campaign stuff or do things and

change the header and things a couple times. Maybe that's what he's referring to
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banner. But | have noidea, | don't even think they're talking about me, because | didn't
do anything with respect to the book except they asked me to put the banner up or
whatever the -- the photo.

Q We'll keep reading and it is clear that they're talking about you, but | just
want to clarify really quickly, did Mr. Budowich have control of your Twitter on
January -- on January 6th, leading up to January 6th?

A | don't know the exact dates or time. Half the time, we get locked out of
the account, have to reset the password. So | can't give you the exact day, times, you
know, time frame that he had access to Twitter or Instagram.

Q  And actually, to your point a minute later he says -- Budowich says, | should
just put up a pic of her at the Stop the Steal Rally. So that sounds like he's joking about
putting a pic up on your Twitter account?

A | can't speculate about this, because | have no idea what this is referring to
quite frankly.

Q Okay. Andthen Surabian --

A This is the first I'm seeing this. | --

Q No, no, | know, | know. And I'm not asking you to speculate in the sense of
things that you don't know, but there are things that we just thought you might be able
to provide clarification on.

A | mean, | just can't speculate on that. |don't recall ever screaming at
Katrina. | know that during the time when | was at the Georgia rally on the 4th, that |
believe -- and | don't know because | don't -- you have the phone record -- that we had
some conversations back and forth and some texts that got jumbled out of order. But
that was it.

And she was talking about that she was in charge of this event and who was
speaking, et cetera.

Q  Thisis on the 4th?

A If that's the -- | think that's the day of the Georgia Senate race, if that's the
day -- the 4th is the day of the Georgia Senate race, then yes. Because | was waiting to
go back and speak, and we all get jumbled when the President's there because Secret

Service has everything scrambled. So you can't just connect or disconnect, text
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messages don't go through, it's back and forth.

Q  But remember, we have to -- | have to finish speaking.

So when Ms. Wren is speaking to you in this in this passing conversation,
understanding you have a relationship with her, who do you think in what capacity she's
speaking to you about this event that leads to you changing -- creating travel plans and
then becoming a speaker on the rally with the President of the United States?

A Just to correct the record, it didn't cause us to create travel plans. We
were already going to be in D.C. So then it was just a supplemental plan.

Q  Okay. Andyou were going to be in D.C. for what reason?

A Because we were flying back with the President from Georgia on Air Force
One.

Q  Okay.

A Then we would have to make our way to wherever we needed to go. And |
went immediately back after | spoke and we were done to Florida and Don had to go to
New York.

Q  So at that time you understood yourself that you were going be in D.C. on
the 6th.

A Anyway.

Q  Butyou did not know that this event on the 6th was one of such a -- was
going to include -- Eric Trump was going, the President was speaking.

Is it fair to say you didn't understand the scope of the event on the 6th before Ms.
Wren spoke to you?

A | didn't really know a whole lot about the event because | had nothing to do
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with the event, except for showing up and speaking, which is customary for me to do at
events for the President or in my kind of dual capacity as family as well.

Q  Prior to the conversation on January 1st, did you have conversations with
Ms. Wren just on the phone --

A Oh, I'm sure. Yeah.

Q  --inthe few days before?

A We would regularly speak on the phone on a regular basis.

Q  And none of those calls had anything to do with the donor for the January
6th event?

A | don't have a recollection as to the full content of any of the conversations.
But it's ordinary for me to speak to her on the phone. So it could have come up.

Q  Soif we could turn back to the phone record, maybe this will help. And |
know it's hard to remember calls over a year ago.

But if we could go back to the phone records. And let's start at -- it's exhibit 23.

A You have to understand, my main focus during this time was trying to find a
house for us to live, and it was, like, my full-time thing. We had to find a place to live, to
move, schools, six kids.

Q  Soif we could start at page 25, actually. This is the top of page 25.

So on the top of page 25, you have a -- what looks like a -- I'm going to say almost
a 10-minute call. Thisisin seconds. So when you take the seconds of use and divide it
by 60, that gives you the number of minutes that you spoke.

A Sure.

Q  Soon December 21st, you place a call to Ms. Wren and you talk for maybe

about 10 minutes. You don't have any conversations with Ms. Wren -- if you scroll
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down -- you don't have any conversations with her for days. And you actually talk to
each other quite a bit. But you don't have any conversations with her during this time
period on the 22nd, on the 23rd, on the 24th, not even on Christmas, actually, on the
25th. Nothing on the 26th.

Nothing on the 27th until on the 27th, after she has just spoken with Ms. Fancelli
and has reached out to Budowich and said, hey, I've got a donor. Now there's a flurry of
calls on December 27th where she calls you on the 27th at around, | think, 5:10 p.m. for
about 5 minutes. You call her.

Mr. Tacopina. Wait. I'm sorry.

B \Vc're at the bottom. There we go. Here we go.

So this is the 27th? So she calls you --

Mr. Tacopina. Where do you see 5:10 p.m.?

_ Sorry. It's all the way at the left. And I'm going to ask my CDR
expert.

Mr. Tacopina. That would be 10:10 p.m., right?

— It's Universal. It's UTC. So you have to remove 5 hours.

You have to convert.
Mr. Tacopina. Okay.

_ And just for ease of reference, just to be on the safe side, let's just say
it was some time on December 27th, because the time is, frankly, kind of like less relevant
at this point.

Q  Butit's after Ms. Wren has had conversations with Ms. Fancelli and has

already reached out to Mr. Budowich to say, we have a donor for January 6th --
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1 A But | don't know any of that.
2 Q  Exactly. But my point to you is you haven't talked with her for days and
3 then there's a flurry of calls right after she has the donor, and now all of sudden you're

4 talking back to back calls on the 27th. Two calls on the -- messages on the 28th. A call
5 on the 29th. So now you're actually speaking daily.

6 And so just with regards to those conversations, during all those times, there's

7 never a mention where she tells you that one of your huge donors is donating $3 million

8 for the January 6th rally?

9 A Yeah. |don't know when she told me that Julie Fancelli was donating. |
10 do recall her telling me that Julie was giving $3 million.
11 Q  Okay. Soitcould have been before the January 1st Mar-a-Lago meeting?
12 A Yeah. It wasn't a meeting.
13 Q I'msorry. When you met on January 1st?
14 A When we ran into her.
15 Mr. Tacopina. So, yes, it could have been, correct? It could have been before
16 that incidental run-in?
17 The Witness. Oh, yes. Yeah.
18 B /d if we could scroll down to the bottom of page 31?

20 Q  Thisis December 31st. And on December 31st, you've had two calls with
21 Ms. Wren at this point, one where she called you, one where you called her.
22 And then later in the day, so this would be about -- | want to say probably maybe
23 around 1 p.m., but at some time on New Year's Eve, this is when you have a couple calls
24 with Fancelli. Those may have actually been calls that went straight to voicemail or text.

25 Because you can see, they're very short. They're 3 seconds.
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A Yeah. |don't recall ever speaking to Ms. Fancelli.

Q  These were her actually reaching out to you. So this may have been texts
that she sent to you.

But then there's the call with Ms. Fancelli that you placed to Ms. Fancelli. And
then there's calls with Wren and Budowich on New Year's Eve.

And the one with Budowich where you called him is --

A | called him?

Q Now I'm going to -- yeah, no, you're right. I'm going to go back and check.
| was 90 percent sure, but -- yes. Called number, call placed number.

A Yes.

Q  Socalled number is -- Budowich, place number, and you.

Mr. Tacopina. Yes.

The Witness. That's a Sacramento number. Yup.

- And so you have a call with him, and then immediately after you have

a call with Wren. And actually, this is -- she calls you.

So during this time, this is New Year's Eve, you're talking to both of them back to
back.

The Witness. What time is this?

. | anttosay it looks like --

Mr. Tacopina. So almost 8 o'clock, and then 10 o'clock -- oh, no.  I'm sorry.
No. No. No. Almost 8 o'clock, and then 8:04.

B Vc:h. | believe that's right.

The Witness. Uh-huh.

Mr. Tacopina. So 7:57 it reads, and then 8:04.

- So my question is, you have these back-to-back conversations, and I'm
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just curious if at this point in time both of these individuals are aware of the skirmishes
amongst event organizers that are taking place. And | was curious, do you remember
conversations both of them had with you regarding the rally on New Year's Eve?

The Witness. | have no recollection about that whatsoever because | was just,
you know, literally, Christmas, being with the family. | had gotten engaged-
_. This is when | got engaged. So that's probably the only thing that |
was really thinking about.

Q  Ms. Guilfoyle, these conversations you're having with Ms. Wren, did those
involve conversations about the event on the 6th?

A | have no recollection of that whatsoever. Like | don't -- you're showing
that | spoke to them. |don't remember specifically speaking to them on -- I'm surprised
even Taylor's on there.

Q I'm not asking about -- let's put aside the particular times. I'm saying
generally, when you think back to late December, did you have conversations with Ms.
Wren or Mr. Budowich regarding January 6th?

A Not that | recall. Again, | had just gotten engaged that day. So that's
what | remember from that day. |don't recall, and | don't --

Q  But I'm putting aside the specific day. But is the meeting or the incidental
contact at Mar-a-Lago then the first notable event in your mind as to having a
conversation with Ms. Wren about the 6th?

A | might have spoken to her prior to that time about it. She might have
brought it up. But the first is when | recall seeing her visually, physically, in person, and

her bringing up that Eric was coming. And by then | believe that the President was
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confirmed to come, because that's why Eric was tweeting it. And that was it.
But it doesn't mean that | didn't speak to her prior to that occasion. |just can't
tell you when or the nature of it, what day.

The Witness. No. These aren't from me.

__ This is from your production.

Mr. Tacopina. No. No. Thisisthe company that we use, yes.
The Witness. That's what I'm saying. Yeah.

- So I'm going to do my best to read it. We'll zoom in. But these are
texts that you produced between you and Ms. Pierson. | believe they start -- good lord,
my eyes are terrible. Actually, they start on January 4th.

Mr. Tacopina. This is exhibit 7, right?

Q  And the first text on January 4th, 2021 -- and I'm sorry, | can't read the time
on this. It looks like 6:45.

It looks to be a text from you to Ms. Pierson. And you state, "Did you tell POTUS
we weren't speaking?"

And then you text her, | believe, a minute later, "We are flying to D.C. tonight."

So was it your understanding that Ms. Pierson was meeting with the President
that day to discuss the list of speakers?

A | recall she said something like that, that she was going to meet or she had

met with. And then that -- | don't know -- what was the other one? Can you scroll
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back?

Q  The very first one says, "Did you tell POTUS we weren't speaking?" And we
had assumed that --

A | think that suggests that she met with him.

Q | mean, if that was your understanding --

A [Inaudible.]

Q Yes. It'syourunderstanding that she met with him, and that you asked her
after the meeting, "Did you tell" -- I'm assuming POTUS stands for President of the United
States?

A Yes, it does.

Q  "Did you tell POTUS we weren't speaking?" And | was just trying to ask you
what you meant when you texted that to Ms. Pierson.

A To the best of my recollection, | think | got a call or some kind of
communication from Caroline that said, oh, Katrina is doing the list, and she's telling the
President, going there to say who's going to speak.

Q  Okay. Soitwasyour understanding that Ms. Pierson was meeting with the

President to discuss speakers for the 6th?

A | don't have direct personal knowledge of it.
Q Right.
A I'm repeating what | was told.

Q  Gotcha. And at that point you tell her a minute later, "We are flying to D.C.
tonight." And this was on January 4th.

So | think you mentioned earlier you were flying back from Georgia?

A Literally, when | was writing her that, | was backstage, okay, and that's

where -- when you travel with the President and Secret Service, your messages,
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sometimes they don't go through. They scramble. It's disconnected. It's says not
delivered. And sometimes it takes hours till you clear that and like reset your phone for
things to go through.

But this is at the time that I'm at the Save the Georgia -- not Save
Georgia -- Georgia Senate rally, whatever the official title is, it was the runoff for the
Senate election.

Q Gotit.

A And | was speaking. Don spoke. POTUS spoke.

Q Gotit. Anda moment -- well, actually, maybe a few minutes later. I'm
not going to lie, it's very hard for my eyes to see the time, so correct me if you have a
different understanding. But it looks like shortly after Ms. Pierson responds to you and
says, "No, ma'am. He literally just gave me his list today."

Was it your understanding from that text that she was referring to the President in
regards to what list he wanted for speakers at the rally based on that text?

A Is that right after that?

Q Yes, ma'am.

A 6:46? | received that text message. So | can't speculate as to what she's
meaning, but, no, ma'am, he literally gave he his list today.

Q | was asking what you understood her to mean by that.

Sitting here today as you read it, do you remember what you thought after you
read that?

A | thought that she's trying to say -- not whether | believed it or not, you
know?

Q Right.

A That he gave her -- | believe what she was writing is that he gave me his list
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today.

Q Right. Andsoon the next page, on page 2, then Ms. Pierson texts you
again, | believe moments later, and says, "He only listed Don and Eric."

Is it fair to assume the "he" there being the President?

A Again, | would have to speculate that that is who she's referring to, but |
don't hold much weight or credibility with anything that she says.

Q That'sfair. And let me just be clear because | want to address this for all of
them. I'm asking what you understood it to mean, like, when you were reading it, to the
best of your recollection --

A Right.

Q  --versus whether it was true not.

A Exactly. Yes.

Q  So here, did you understand when you saw this, the "he" to be the
President?

A Yes. |think that she's trying to say he only listed Don and Eric,
saying -- suggesting him.

Q Right. Andthen you respond back, it looks like seconds if not minutes
later, and you say, "l don't understand." And then the next one says, "You aren't
speaking?"

Those seem fairly evident on their face, so I'm going to keep reading. And she --

A I'm saying to her, "You aren't speaking?" Like, question mark, is she
speaking?

Q  Exactly. That seems self-evident.

A Yes.

Q  Then if we scroll --
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A And she did speak.

Q Shedid. So we'll scroll down to page 3, and she responds, "No, ma'am."

And then the next response is, "He said | could introduce the March for Trump bus
tour organizer."

At that point in time, did you actually know who the March for Trump bus tour
organizer was?

A No. Istilldon't know. Whoisit?

Q  Oh,it's one of the rally organizers. | just was curious if you knew at the
time that you received it, or even sitting here today, if you knew who it was?

A | still don't know.

Q Then you respond back to her, "l will see him in about an hour."

>

Yes.

Q  Andthen she responds --

A Because he was arriving at the rally, and we always speak in the
pre-program. And then there's a little bit of music, and et cetera. And then the
President arrives. And he is the last to speak.

Q  Okay.

A So it goes me, Don, musical interlude, POTUS.

Q  And at that point in time was it your intention to speak with him about the
speakers list?

A | don't know if it was my intention. |don'trecall. But | know that | was
saying that I'm going to see him in about an hour, which is true.

Q Okay. Andthen at the top of page 4, there's a response from Ms. Pierson,
and | don't see any words, which may have been a thumbs up or some kind of reaction.

But then you respond and say, it looks about 20 minutes later, "Are you saying he
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said no to me?"

Who did you mean by the "he" there?

A I'm thinking she's referring to the President, and I'm saying, "Are you saying
that he said no to me?" Because this didn't make any sense to me because | was always
speaking, | did speak, and | was on the list. So it makes no sense.

Q Okay. Andtheninthe next--

When you say the list, what list are you referring to?

The Witness. Meaning, | saw a written thing later, like in the press, it has my
name written on it, that | am speaking or that | spoke at the thing.

_ And you saw it in the press or you saw it at the time?

The Witness. In a news report.
o I

Q  Areyou talking about the January 3rd -- excuse me, the -- | think it was
January 3rd -- the Breitbart article that talked about the speakers that were --

A | don't know about whether it was that article or not. | remember seeing
like there was a picture, an image, and it had everything written in about who was
speaking.

Q | believe --

A And | had never seen that before. | guess | saw it, what, like a year later.

Q | believe prior to January 6th, | don't know, the only article that I'm aware of
that identified the speakers list prior to January 6th, and it listed you first as a speaker,
was the Breitbart article that came out --

I  Just to clarify, Ms. Guilfoyle, are you saying the list you're

referencing is a list you saw after January 6th or prior to?

you a list of speakers that you were not on?
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A No.
Q Okay. Andthen--
_ Did you have additional questions?

I No.

The Witness. And this is the time frame, just for your kind of, like, edification, is
that this is backstage. [I'm waiting to go on to speak. And | believe -- but | don't have
my phone logs in front of me -- that she and | were back and forth on the phone and then

disconnected and then reverted to text.

Q  I'msorry, say that one more time.

A So I'm backstage about to go on and speak for the Georgia rally, right?

Q  Uh-huh.

A And then we're -- | believe, my recollection, | could be wrong, is that she and

| were on the phone, | don't know if she called me or | called her or something, and then
disconnected because the calls do not go through. They do it for security purposes,
right? They scramble.

So it's a nightmare because you can't -- messages, you send them, they go in much
later, they don't go through, the whole deal. And then you'll see everything say "not
delivered" later, et cetera, et cetera.

So | believe, my recollection is that she and | were on the phone, and it was very
loud there, so you couldn't also hear, and then getting disconnected, and then going on
text.

But | don't know if you see phone calls that are contemporaneous. And also at
the same time, who knows at what point if these went in in the exact time stamp that

they're showing because of this exact same issue.
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Q  Okay. Well, we can check onthat. For now we can keep going.

A That's my recollection, is the point.

Q No, and we appreciate that.

With regards to the texts --

A But some of my messages to her did not go through is what it looked like,
and then went through later, like, "not delivered" and then "resend." You know what
I'm saying?

Q Right. Forthese ones that you produced, it says, "Are you saying he said no
to me?" And the next one that you send, it looks like maybe 3 seconds later, it says, "I'm
only introducing Don, setting it up, and raised so much money for this, literally one of my
donors, Julie, at $3 million."

A Yes. Thisis the 3 million that I'm referring to that Caroline Wren told me
that Julie Fancelli gave for the event.

Q  So asyou canimagine, there's been press, | think, that reported this text --

A Yes.

Q  -- and actually, like, reported seeing it. And earlier --

A Because it was leaked to the press.

Q To beclear, do you actually know that, or do you have any -- | mean, when
you say that --

A Because ProPublica had called me, or called my lawyers, and saying, oh, we
have these text messages between you and Katrina Pierson. |didn't give it to
ProPublica, did I?

Q Okay. And]|just wantto be clear --

A Sorry.

Q No. No. |appreciatethat. |justwantto be clear because | don't think
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we said this at the beginning, but we don't want to ask about conversations between you
and your attorneys. So just -- | know you're just alluding to that and you said you called
your attorneys, but it made me realize that at the beginning --

A Yes.

Q  --ifit sounds like we're asking you any of that, we are not asking for
conversations --

A | didn't think you were. | was just saying we received a press inquiry
regarding these text messages.

Q No. |appreciate that. It just reminded me that we hadn't given that
instruction in the beginning.

So here you say, "I'm only introducing Don, setting it up, and raised so much
money for this."

Earlier when we spoke, you had said that you didn't have anything to do with
raising money for the rally on January 6th?

A That's correct. | did not have anything to do with raising money for the
rally on January 6th.

Q  Socan you help us understand the inconsistency between that and telling
Ms. Pierson that you raised so much money for this?

A Yes. Because | was, obviously, irritated with what | was hearing that made
no sense because | knew that | was speaking and | felt she was having an attitude. And
so I'm saying, wait a second, what are you talking about?

Because tangentially speaking, she is my donor. She's one of the donors for the
President. As the national finance chair for the campaign, | developed and cultivated
that relationship. So | still would refer to her as a donor or one of my donors. That's

how we speak in the fundraising business.
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But | never had a conversation with Julie Fancelli about donating, giving any
money whatsoever, or any other donor for January 5th or January 6th, ever.

Q  So based on what you just said, then is it fair to say that when you say, "and
raised so much money for this," you were taking somewhat the credit of the discussions
that Ms. Wren had had with Ms. Fancelli?

A Taking the credit of? | guess it's one way to putit. Perhaps you can call it
an embellishment, because I'm referring to the fact that Julie Fancelli is one of my donors.

Q  Okay.

A And, yes, Ms. Wren is the one that raised the money and did the fundraising
for this.

Q Okay. Andthen let me just check one thing.

On page 5, if we could keep scrolling down, in response to your text Ms. Pierson
writes back, "All | know is that someone leaked a list of, quote, 'speakers’ that the White
House had not seen or approved, so | had to get on a plane today in pain to go and sort
this craziness out. | submitted a list of everyone on it, including you and Don speaking
before POTUS per usual, and it came back very minimal. It's so frustrating because I've
never had so much interference."

Now, | want to be clear, I'm going to ask you questions about this. I'm not asking
what she was thinking. I'm asking what you understood her to mean when you got this.

Did you know what she was referring to when she said someone leaked a list of
speakers that the White House had not seen or approved?

A Yeah. Thisis what | thought that she meant. |think she's referring to
Caroline Wren, because they were fighting back and forth and they were both working on
this event together.

Q  And when you say Caroline Wren and the leak, I'm going back to the
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Breitbart article that talked about the list of speakers. Did you understand that
reference to be that leak?

A | hadn't seen that article or read it at that point. | don't know that that's
what it refers to.

Q Okay. No one had mentioned to you that in that article the first speaker
listed was you?

A No. Ildidn'tseeit.

Q Okay. Andshe said, "l submitted a list with everyone on it, including you
and Don speaking before POTUS per usual."

| think, consistent with what you said earlier, is that you and he used to speak
before the President quite often?

A Oh, that's how it works all the time.

Q Okay. "And it came back very minimal."

What did you understand her to mean by that?

A The list came back very minimal.

Q  Inthe sense of very few speakers?

A [ don't know.

Q Okay. Anddid you understand what she meant when she said, "It's so
frustrating because I've never had so much interference."

A Yes. | know that she and Caroline were arguing back and forth about who
was speaking, everything about the event.

Q  And how did you know that?

A Because they were both complaining about each other.

Q Towhom?

A To everyone. To everyone. Like, everyone knows they were fighting back
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and forth.

Q  When you say everyone, help us understand, like, is this like the Trump
orbit? Like everybody talks?

A | don't want to characterize it in like a weird way. | don't know. But like
anybody like we've been on messages and things today you've been showing me, sort of,
like, yeah, people who were, you know, involved, the same people that are always
around, right?

B C-1 ou just be more precise, Ms. Guilfoyle?

The Witness. | don't really have the specific. It's just sort of like people -- |
don't remember exactly who said, oh, yeah, they're fighting, yeah, they're fighting. It
was just sort of one of those known things. It was like generally known that they were
arguing back and forth.

Think of it like, you know, turf wars and two girls arguing over who's running this.
I'm running this. So here's the list. | bet you, you leaked the list. You did this and
that. And it was just not pleasant for anybody to deal with.

- And it seems like from what you're saying, and tell me if this is a
mischaracterization, but it sounds like a lot of people were very gossipy --

The Witness. Yeah.

B  2ond talked frequently.

The Witness. Like "Mean Girls."

_ | was going to say it, but wasn't sure if anyone would appreciate the
reference.

But it seemed like people were very backstabby, talking about each other
constantly, and gossiping about everything that was happening.

The Witness. Yes. | mean, we could see that from these things you showed
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today.
Mr. Tacopina. So strange in politics that that would happen.
o -

Q  Well, especially with this group there seemed to be quite a bit of bitter
fighting in the organization of this. And it sounds like at least on some level you were
hearing this or hearing --

A Yeah, just hear people talking, et cetera. But, you know, | wasn't involved
in the event except for appearing and speaking. And so | don't also appreciate getting
dragged into it with their drama and their nonsense.

Q  But people were clearly telling you about what was happening on some level
in the sense of the gossip that you were hearing.

A Well, and a lot of it | also heard after the fact, because after January 6th
there were articles and things written and people tweeting and writing, and it just
seemed like a mess.

Q  Soto be clear, and | want to make this really clear, we really only want to ask
you about things that you independently have knowledge of.

A Certainly.

Q Notthatyou've read in the press. So to the extent that you can sift out
things that you knew from reading it from reporting, that would make it useful.

A Right. It's hard after this, like a year and a half, to be honest, it's hard to
like sift through exactly what | saw or read on Twitter, locate that, and/or what | was told
or, you know, just passing conversation.

Q Justonesecond. Okay.

And if we could just keep going. So Ms. Pierson -- just a moment ago you said it's

so frustrating because | never had so much interference --
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A | didn't say that.

Q  Excuse me. You said that you understood Ms. Pierson to mean
interference from Ms. Wren?

A Yes, because Katrina had complained about Caroline. Caroline complained
about Katrina to me. Meaning, Caroline | remember called and was complaining and
Katrina's trying to do this and this. And I'm like, what? What is happening? Andit's
loud. And I'm trying to do my job and get up and speak, and | have this nonsense going
on.

Q  Andthen in the next text Ms. Pierson says, "Caroline made the list."

And then at a the bottom, she then says, "I'm not sure what happened, but it's not
my place to argue with White House," frown face.

A It just doesn't make sense what she's even saying here. That's why | don't
even know what she was saying. Because she's saying that the White House did the list,
but now she just contradicted herself and said that Caroline made the list.

| have no idea because | don't have direct knowledge of who made the list.

That's the frustration here.
o I

Q  You know, this back and forth about the list, originally we talked about that
the reason you were asked to speak was because of Turning Point. Turning Point
suggested a request for you to speak or --

A No. | was asked --

Q  Canyouexpand on --

A No. | was asked to speak and | spoke because | always speak at the rallies,
the events. | precede Don. Then the President goes on, as she even said, as usual.

It's the regular course of business, right? So that's why | was going to speak.
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Then it was brought up to me by Ms. Wren, hey, Charlie wants to pay y'all to
speak from Turning Point Action for the event. And | didn't think that was unusual
because we always get paid for Turning Point USA events when the President speaks or if
he doesn't speak at the same event, as | was alluding to in your question, Kevin.

Q  Soyou had agreed to speak prior to any discussion of payment?

A That is correct. And | would have spoken regardless of any payment, as |
did, Don did, Eric did, Lara did, supportive to the family.

Q  So when did you understand yourself to be speaking prior to this discussion
about money?

A January 1st, when we said, okay, we'll go. It's not even a question because
we always speak. Like that's what happens.

Q  Butyou've learned about the fact that it was worth you going from Ms.
Wren, from that conversation at Mar-a-Lago.

A | didn't know that it was worth me going. What | know is, is that Eric
Trump was going to go, so the family was going to be there, and the President was going
to speak.

So before that, people were talking about a rally, right, a couple days before, |
don't know, and who was confirmed to go. It doesn't matter unless the President's
confirmed to go, then that's a big deal. And then the Eric tweet was shown tous. And
that's the exact sequence of events, and that's how it went down.

And then | was told by her, hey, by the way, Charlie wants to pay you all. Oh,
okay. That didn't make any alarm in my head because Turning Point USA we get paid
from. I've probably been paid, you know, who knows, a large number of times.

| still don't know all the entities that were involved in this rally. | don't know. |

only know a couple of the names because | wasn't involved in it.
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-_. But you have no reason to think that Eric and Lara Trump were paid
for their speech, do you?

The Witness. |don't believe that they were. But | have no direct or personal
knowledge as to whether or not they were paid.

! Okay.

Q  What was your understanding of Turning Point's involvement in this speech,
in this event?

A It was one of the groups, | guess, supporting or promoting it, that was
helping to throw the event. But that's, again, my assumption based on what | believed
and thought at the time.

Q  And where did you get your assumption from?

A Well, Turning Point was involved in it. They were helping to sponsor it and
work it.

Q I'masking, you spoke to Ms. Wren about the event?

A Yes.

Q  Isthere anyone else you would have learned about Turning Point's
involvement from besides Ms. Wren?

A | don't know, but | know that she told me.

Q  Okay. Anddid you understand that they were paying anyone else besides
you?

A [ don't know.

Q  Okay.

A But they usually pay me and Don. Like we don't -- that's just, again, it's the

regular, ordinary course of business.
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- When that happened, did you usually have conversations with

Mr. Kirk about it?

The Witness. No.

B i ust somebody got -- somebody paid you?

The Witness. Rarely. | mean, rarely, out of all the events that |'ve done for
him, maybe if we happened to be in the same place at the same time. He's very busy.
He's doing his stuff. |I'm doing my stuff.

So the administerial things are not left, in a nice way I'm saying, to me and him to
go over. So | never actually spoke to Charlie about it. | just took her word for it, and in
fact, that was true.

v [

Q  And what led you to understand that Ms. Wren could speak for Turning
Point in telling you that you would get paid by Turning Point?

A She had a good relationship with him and had helped him with a lot of
events. You know, she's a fundraiser.

Q  And not to belabor the point, but if you would have spoken for free, why is it
that -- someone's already doing something, it seems odd after the fact --

A Because --

Q I'msorry, if | could finish?

If you were going to already speak for free, and | understand you had agreed to
speak and were going to speak regardless of any payment, and are then after the fact,
when you're already going, paid, it seems like an odd order of things.

So why would you be paid for something you already had agreed to do?

A But it's not odd because I'm always paid by Turning Point. | think I've

answered this many times. So to me, it didn't seem striking at all when then she said,
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1 hey, by the way, Charlie wants to pay y'all. So, well, okay. Meaning, is what | was

2 thinking, okay.
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o

Q  Just real quickly while we're speaking on Turning Point?

A Meaning, we did not solicit getting paid to attend or show up, and whether
we were paid or not, we would have done it, just like we do a million times at the rallies
and events in campaigning across the country for the President.

Q Did Ms. Wren ever mention to you how much money Turning Point spent on
the rally?

A No. |don't know any of the finances of it. The first time | saw this was
today when you had the invoicing thing from her email.

Q  And were you surprised that after Turning Point -- well, let me back up for a
second.

Do you know -- did you know whether Mr. Kirk was even there on the 6th?

A | don't even recall seeing him. | don't know. But again, | was backstage,
and it was freezing, and went up, gave my introduction, went down. And we left like
within seconds after the President spoke.

Q  Would it surprise you --

A | didn't even hear his whole speech because we were all the way in the back
and | was warming my foot because | had just broken two bones in my foot.

Q  Would it surprise you to know that Mr. Kirk wasn't present at the event at

all?

A | mean, | don't know. | think that's kind of speculative. I've never thought
about it.

Q No. No. [I'maskingyou, he did not go, would it surprise you to know
that?
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A Not really. He's super busy.

Q  Okay. And with regard -- | just want to turn back to the text and I'll just
finish this up.

A I don't know his schedule at that time.

Q  Oh, no, that's fair.

A But | didn't really see that many people. We were in a Secret Service hold
like this with just the family in the back when POTUS was speaking.

Q  Okay. |justwantto finish up with this exhibit while we have it open.

So at the bottom, | believe there's a page duplicated twice when you gave it to us.
| think 5 and 6 are actually the same. But --

A Are they the exact time or is it a different time, because messages didn't go
through when they -- sometimes they go through twice. And | had some stuff like that.
Q  They actually look like they're -- oh, no, they're not exactly the same.

You're right.

A Right. So this is what -- and producing should give you all of those because
it actually is showing on the conversation.

Q  Soitlooks like on the next page, in between the text that she shows you
saying, "It's so frustrating because I've never had so much interference," on this page it
looks like there's a text in between her text -- her two texts -- where you say, "I'm in
Georgia speaking shortly after introducing," looks like, "Don after Vernon."

A Oh, | think it's probably a friend of Vernon Jones.

But this is exactly what I'm talking about. What happens is one message will go
through. One won't. Then it goes through resend. And then it disrupts the entire
order so it is not in sequence. And then some of the message you sent, you hit try

again, and it doesn't go through.
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And eventually it does, this whole big long thing. But this is what happened
because | was backstage with Secret Service and the communications are cut for the
safety of the President.

Q Okay. And|appreciate the explanation.

On page 6, after the inserted text -- or after the interjecting text -- when Ms.
Pierson now responds, "Caroline made the list. I'm not sure what happened, but it's not
my place to argue with the White House," if you look at the top of page 7, you then
respond, "Yeah, and this the list we approved." And a minute later, you add "is," so I'm
just going to read it.

A What's the time here now?

Q It looks like January 4th.

A See what | mean? Because some of the other messages -- the one you
showed me previously had an 8 o'clock time stamp, and now these are coming and
sending out of order. And this says 7:37. This is why this whole chain was completely
out of order and a mess. It's very hard to like reconstruct it.

But | had no authority, official or otherwise, to approve, to put together, or
authorize any list whatsoever for this event. This was not my event. |didn't work for
it. |just actually showed up to speak.

Q  Butyou were aware that Ms. Pierson was at least talking with the White
House or in some sense representing the White House in the planning of the rally.

A She told me that she was in charge of this.

Q Right. So she texts you -- and I'm not going to argue with the times
because | think the sequence is more what's important.

A Sure.

Q  And at least we don't have any reason to think sequence is incorrect. So
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when Ms. Pierson --

A But | do believe the sequence is incorrect because it's out of order. That's
why you have a 7:37 after an 8 o'clock after -- maybe somebody else put it together
differently.

But just to be clear, | can still answer the questions about them, but | cannot tell
you that this is the correct order that you're presenting them in.

Q Okay. Let'sassume fora moment --

A Yeah.

Q  --that she says, "Caroline made the list, I'm not sure what happened, but it's
not my place to argue with White House." And you respond, "Yeah, and this is the list
we approved."

A "And this the list."

Q A moment later, you send "is" because you --

A Yeah. |don't know because it looks like this wasn't typing right.

Q Yeah. You correctyourself and say --

A Is.

Q  --"Yeah, and it is the list we approved."

A | know. |can'tsee.

Q It's easierto see it on the screen. We'll just leave it right here.

Q Itsays"is." Sol've been reading this to assume -- you corrected yourself,
and it was meant to say, "Yeah, and this is the list we approved"?

A No. |think | mean to say, yeah, is this the list -- | don't know. Either"is

this" or "and this is." | don't know.
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o [

Q | guess the question is that, whichever way it is, it says, "We approved,"
right?

A Uh-huh.

Q  What did you mean when you said that?

A | don't recall what | meant at the time, but what | do know is that | didn't
have any authority to authorize or put together any lists. As you see, this was her list
and her event.

Q  Well, | think, respectfully, though, as we see, you say, "We approved." So --

A Yes. Andwe--

Q  Onesecond, Ms. Guilfoyle. It says here that, "We approved."

A Right.

Q  Solcan say that either you are misrepresenting what you did to Ms. Pierson
in these texts or you, in fact, saw yourself as in some kind of role of approving. It seems
on its face, though, you are saying that you were involved in the approval process.

A I'm not involved in the approval process. | was not. And that's totally
incorrect. | was never involved in any approval whatsoever about anyone speaking. |
still couldn't tell you who spoke at the event besides family. | wasin the back. And|
know | spoke, Don, Eric spoke, Lara Trump spoke, and then the President spoke. |
wasn't even there for the whole event.

Q  Sothen here, when you say this to Ms. Guilfoyle, are you misrepresenting
what your involvement appears?

Mr. Tacopina. Mes. Pierson.

I 'm sorry. M. Pierson.

Were you misrepresenting your involvement there to her?
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The Witness. | actually don't know what | meant when | wrote that. | don't
know if | was misrepresenting my involvement or if I'm saying, and, yes, this is the list we
approved, like, meaning basically theoretically speaking, yeah, we approved this, and we
approved that we would speak, which is how it goes.

Q  If you take a step back, Ms. Guilfoyle, for events like this, you said, and |
think it's fair to say that we all agree, you've been a public figure particularly with political
campaigns for a while now during the most recent administration.

A Yes.

Q  Anytime that you and Donald Trump, Jr., were going to be speaking at an
event, would you hope to have an awareness of who else was going to be speaking at
that same event before you agreed to appear there?

A Not necessarily. That really wasn't my thing. | mean, if we go and do an
event for a Senate candidate or a congressional candidate, usually at those it's me, it's
Don, and whoever the person is that's seeking reelection or seeking office, et cetera.
But | would not get into the micromanaging of a list for an event that I'm not doing.

Q  But would it be fair --

A Meaning, that I'm not running or hosting.

Q  Sure. |think! understand what you mean.

A Yeah.

Q  But would you at least expect to be informed about who else would be
speaking at the same place that you were asked to be speaking?

A This wouldn't -- that wouldn't be the case here. It would not be the case
where | would have to give approval because | had no official capacity. It was not my

event, and | had no authority to decide who was speaking and who was not. That's

Q  Did you have any conversations with Don Jr. about the speaker list?

A | don't recall any specific conversations. |t was just, like | said at the time,
reports of who's speaking, who's not speaking. There was just information like that.

But, again, there's not that much time between when we even said we're going to
attend this event and then actually the event occurring. It's a very short window during
a very busy time when we were campaigning in Georgia and running around.

Q  But this was -- this event on the 6th was also, itself, a big event, correct?

A You know, it was fine. It was just kind of a normal rally like we do. We're
doing rallies for Save America now where the President speaks around at the different
locations. That's what we're doing right now.

Q  Yeah. Butthe significance of this event was it was happening on the 6th
while Congress was going to be voting regarding the electoral votes. |t wasn't just
another rally. Is that fair?

A | would assume that's why they chose that date.

Q  You would assume, or you know?

A | don't know, because | wasn't an event organizer. |t was my
understanding they had events on the 5th and 6th.

_ And just to square that off, then, when you say in this text message,
it says, "the list we approved," whatever you meant one way or the other about what you
meant to convey to Ms. Pierson, you're saying that you never had any role in reviewing or
approving people who were proposed as speakers at the Ellipse event?

The Witness. That's correct. | had no official capacity, no role. That was not

my position, call, anything.
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_. And so just to be clear, | understand what you're saying about official
role, all of that. But even in sort of just informal brainstorming, people running names
by you, nothing like that ever happened?

The Witness. No one ever ran names by me as far as | know. |, again, still don't
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even know who spoke at the event besides the immediate family that | remember. And
| wasn't present for the whole thing.

| mean, there might have been -- | know there was some talk -- and | believe |
received one message or email or text or something with some kind of list. But | don't
recall who was on the list or who would suggest it. | don't know, ultimately, who made
the final stage and who didn't.

So there's a text here that doesn't have any language, and usually this indicates
that it's either an image or some kind of a reaction.

Earlier you had said that you remembered seeing a speakers list that had
handwriting on it, like an image that had handwriting at the top. Do you remember
talking --

A Yeah, but | don't think it was then. | think it was after the fact in a more
recent press story. And | remember seeing, like, my visual is of seeing my name,

Guilfoyle, written somewhere.
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Q  Okay.

A And | think it was -- they said, like, oh, a list from the White House, and it
had handwriting. Like nothing | had in my possession, but when you read and click and
you read stories. And | thought there was like an image, but it was after the event, |
think, pursuant to a story written about this congressional investigation.

Q  And going back a moment ago when we were talking about conversations
that you had regarding the speakers, do you remember having any conversations with
Ms. Wren regarding who would be speaking at the rally on January 6th?

A Yeah. She said that Katrina was deciding who was going to speak, but they
were both arguing back and forth about it.

Q Anddoyou remember Don Jr. ever reviewing a speaker list prior to January
6th?

A No.

Q  If we could turn to exhibit 6, please.

So this is a text message from Caroline Wren to Don Jr.

A Oh, | didn't know she texted him.
earlier.

A Oh, yeah.

Q  "Give Kimberly a kiss for me."

He says, "Will do. Thanks."

And then if you scroll down, on January 2nd at 7:35 p.m., this is an image of at
least that time what Ms. Wren either believed or was advocating for a speakers list.

And if you scroll, if you -- not scroll, but if you zoom out just a bit, you can

probably see the entire thing. But it starts with Kylie Kremer. | can't even read it, if |
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look at this list.  And then --

A It says January 2nd prior to the event. So it's what appears to be a speaker
list that was being circulated.

Q  Had you seen that speaker list before January 2nd, 7:35 p.m.?

A | don't recall.

Q Do you remember whether Don Jr. said anything to you after he received
that speaker list on January 2nd?

A | didn't even know she texted him or sent that.

Q He didn't mention it to you at all?

A No. This is the first time I'm seeing this.
Q | gathered that from what you said a moment ago.
A Yeah.

Q Okay. Didyou ever have conversations with -- so, do you see in the Stop
the Steal, it says Ali Alexander?

A Yes.

Q Andthen, | believe, if you scroll down -- oh, no, it says Roger Stone.

A Uh-huh.

Q  Andthen if you scroll down, there's segment 3, and there's segment 4, and
then there's segment 5, the Women For America First group?

A And this, to my knowledge, these are the people, the Women For America
First, that were running as well and throwing this event.

Q  Okay. That was your understanding who the organizers were?

A Yeah. |remember Amy Kremer and Katrina. Yeah. That's the order in
which we spoke. Eric Trump introduced me, and then | went on, and then Don.

Q Yeah. Soifwe couldscroll back up to the --
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A | don't know about the rest of the people.

Q  If we could scroll up to the Stop the Steal segment. So do you see where
she writes Ali Alexander, Bernie Kerik, Brandon Straka, Scott Presler, and Roger Stone?

A Yeah.

Q  Arethere any names there that you are unfamiliar with?

A Yes. |don't know who Scott Presleris. That does not ring a bell to me.
Brandon Straka, | know who he is. | don't remember. | just know that | know that
name. And then Roger Stone, | know who he is. | know who Bernie Kerik is.  And Ali
Alexander, | had no idea who that guy was, but now | know who he is.

Q  Did you ever have any conversations with Ms. Wren as to why she was
advocating for Mr. Alexander and Mr. Stone to speak on the 6th?

A No. |don't recall that whatsoever, and | don't even know if they spoke or
not.

Q  Earlier | had mentioned a couple of times there was a Breitbart article on
January 3rd by an author named Matt Boyle, | believe.

A Yes. |know who thatis.

Q  And earlier you referenced a leak that Ms. Wren made?

A | didn't reference it. It was referred to on one of the documents you
presented.

Q  Oh, inthe Pierson text. That's right.

A Or one of them.

Q  Let's assume for a moment that Ms. Wren was the source of the leak and
provided the names of the speakers. | just want to read to you a piece of the article.
And just, rather than pull it up, just trust me on the excerpt.

It says, "The President is expected to deliver remarks beginning at around 11 a.m.
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He will cap off an event at which several other high profile names, including Kimberly

Guilfoyle, Amy Kremer, Rudy Giuliani, Katrina Pierson, Boris Epshteyn, Texas Attorney

General Ken Paxton, My Pillow CEO Mike Lindell, Diamond and Silk, Georgia State

Representative Vernon Jones, Roger Stone, Benny Johnson, Scott Presler, Bernie Kerik,

and Ali Alexander, are all among those expected to speak, per a source involved in the

matter."

That list matches up with the list that Ms. Wren sent on January 2nd. But are

you aware of any conversations that Don, Jr. had with Mr. Boyle regarding taking down

that article, pulling it down, because he was upset?

Q  Ms. Guilfoyle, if we can kind of zoom out a bit --

A Sure.

Q  --and go back to -- so December 19th, President Trump tweets out, "Big
protest in D.C. January 6th. Be there, will be wild!"

Are you familiar with that tweet?

A | mean, it sounds vaguely familiar, will be wild.

Q Do you recall President Trump tweeting about an event on the 6th in
December of 20207

A | don't have a direct recollection of that, but it makes sense.

Q  Okay. Because what we want the benefit of hearing from you from is --

A Sure.

Q  -- as public reporting has indicated, Julie Fancelli, a donor that you
referenced as one of your donors, pays --

A Because she's one of the President's donors, and I'm the finance chair, so
therefore it's my job to handle and manage the donors and donor relations.

Q  Ms. Fancelli pays for the vast majority of the money that supports the events
on the 6th.

A | don't have personal or direct knowledge of that because | wasn't in charge,
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and | don't know who was paid what or how much of it she funded. But you're telling
me that, so just to be clear.

Q  What | want to understand from you is that going back to December

of 2020 --
A Yes.
Q  --were you aware that Ms. Fancelli was in communication with Ms. Wren in

the second half of December of 20207

A | don't know at what point, maybe like between -- like after Christmas and
New Year's. That's the only time that | recall like, okay, hearing there's going to be a
rally or who's going. And | think there was a lot of wait and see is the President going to
go, and even attend, you know what | mean, show up?

Q  And were there discussions about who was going to pay for the rally?

A No.

Q  Because a rally that had the President attend, that would have -- that would
be fitting of the trappings and whatnot for a President attending would cost a lot of
money. s that fair?

A Rallies can be expensive, yes.

Q  Andwould it be common for Ms. Wren to be in contact with a high donor
like Ms. Fancelli without your knowledge or input or otherwise?

A Of course.

A She didn't work for me. | had nothing to do with this event. | did not
raise any money for this event. |did not make any calls for this event to solicit any funds
whatsoever.

So | don't know how much it cost to put on. | don't know who gave money. |

| even don't know if Julie Fancelli gave $3 million. It was what she told me, so
that was hearsay.

Q  So when you say -- but here's what | don't understand.

A Yeah.

Q Youindicate that it's your donor because it's the President's donor, but it
seems like we're having it both ways, right?

Is it -- and if | could just finish -- it's either -- it sounds in one regard that Ms. Wren,
on her own, without your knowledge, goes and secures the funding for a rally where the
President attends and you speak, but Ms. Wren's the one in charge, and another role
you're saying that's the President's donor, that's then your donor, that fell under Trump
Victory?

A Thisisn't inconsistent.

Q If | could finish?

Okay. |thought you were done.

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Q  But would it be fair to say that it's Ms. Wren's donor at some point?
A | don't know. That would be up to Ms. Wren to decide. That would be
her state of mind of what she thinks. And | really try not to get into her head because

A | don't know what came first, the chicken or the egg. | don't know, but
that's a good question.

Q  Did Ms. Wren indicate to you either way?

A No, not that | recall. |just know that she said Julie Fancelli was giving 53
million. And, again, | don't know if she gave or, you know, hadn't given it, or it was
received, because | wasn't involved in any of the, you know, bookkeeping, receipt of
funds, solicitation of funds, planning of the event, nothing.

Q  Did Ms. Wren keep you up to date on her work regarding the planning of the
event in late December?

A No, she did not, because she had no reason to report to me because this
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wasn't my event. She was acting on her own, on her own accord, not under my
direction, my behest whatsoever. Nothing to do with me.

- Understanding that you may not have thought that you
were -- understanding that you didn't have a role in the planning, but was it your -- did
Ms. Wren contact you or text you, hey, this is what I'm doing, look at this, like, I'm
planning this event, or just kind of keeping you in the loop in any way?

The Witness. Again, you're talking about 4 days that | was even like remotely
even involved in terms of speaking at this event. So, no, | don't know what she was
doing all the time. | do know she told me that Julie Fancelli gave $3 million, so | guess
that's giving me information. But it also didn't surprise me, because Julie Fancelli was a
major donor or what's classified as one.

o I

Q  If this were prior to the election and Julie Fancelli had given $3 million for
something to the benefit of President Trump, would that be the kind of thing that you
expect Caroline Wren to update you on or is that something she could do on her own?

A During the campaign she worked for me.

Q  Okay.

>

And the campaign was over on November 3rd.

Q  So after November -- November 4th on --

A Ms. Wren no longer worked with me at all whatsoever. That's what I'm
trying to say. This and then you're over here. So this is a period in between. |didn't
work with her. I didn't work for her. She didn't work for me. We didn't work
together. | had nothing to do literally with that event, raising money, organizing it,
doing anything.

Q Let'sgoto -- we're going to show you an exhibit that is 36.

Q  Andthese are messages -- these are going to be messages from -- between
you and Ms. Wren, text messages. And this you'll have to look up here on the screen,
Ms. Guilfoyle.

- There are some that are in your binder, but the ones that we're about
to show you just aren't. This was a supplemental exhibit.

Q  So here, this is a message --

A Yeah, that's me.

Q  --that Ms. Wren sends you, a tweet from President Trump on December
27th about the rally: See you in Washington, D.C,, on January 6th. Don't miss it.
Information to follow!

A Yeah.

Q Do you remember this?

A | remember that the President had tweeted out, you know, about the event,
because then | remember saying -- we all said, oh, okay -- we call him DJT -- POTUS or DIT
is going. That's what we call him. That's what his sons call him. So, okay, DJT is
going. So this, you know, looks somewhat familiar.

And then the one you said was one that says wild or something, right?

Q  That was December 19th.

A [ don't know.

Q  Well, I'll proffer to you that's December 19th.

A Okay. |don't know. But--so he was tweeting.

Q  Sothisis now, at minimum, an additional tweet that he indicates. So it's
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fair to say that when Ms. Wren sends you this on December 27th, you understand the
President is going to Washington, D.C.?

A | don't recall seeing this, but if | received and saw it, again, which | don't
remember seeing this in particular, but | know he tweeted out about the event. So
veah. Would | expect to see him at that? Yes, schedule permitting.

Q Anddid you have an understanding that this was going to be an especially
large event?

A | had no idea how large it was going to be because | didn't have anything to
do with the planning.

Q Well, let's go to the next message. And here Ms. Wren says: January 6th
Million MAGA March.

And she seems to be writing perhaps some kind of statement or something, but:
Mr. President, I'm getting so many calls about the rally in D.C. January 6th. It's going to
be huge. [I'm helping to fund it, and buses of people are coming in from all over the
country to support you. It's going to be huge. We are also adding in programming the
night of the 5th.

A Yeah.

Q Do you recall this message that Ms. Wren sent you?

A | don't recall it, but, you know, she sends me a lot of messages. Andso |
don't know what this is.

Q So--

A Can you scroll up the rest of it, please?

Q  Scroll down, you mean?

A | mean whatever the phrase is to get --

Q Yeah. You want to scroll down a little bit to -- yeah.
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A | actually don't ever recall seeing this.

- Did Ms. Wren ever send you things to use as talking points that you
could use to send to other people?

The Witness. Ms. Wren would regularly send me things unsolicited,
unrequested, not wanted, but she does whatever she wants.

o

Q  Soisthis a kind of example of something where she's perhaps providing you
some kind of talking points or something to talk about the event?

A Yes. | never sent that, gave it. I'm actually only reading it now for the first
time to see this, because | never asked her to send me any talking points. None of that
is even true.

Q  Well, when you say you're reading it for the first time, is it fair to say you --

A I don't recall it.

Q  Well, you don't recall it?

A Yes, but | don't know that | even ever read that. There's plenty of
messages that | get that I've never even seen. And later on, if you go to text that
person, you see that there's three messages above or below.

I'm telling you, swear to God, that | don't remember seeing or reading this
message, but that's not uncustomary. As messages scroll up, | might miss one or two.

But reading this, I'm telling you, | didn't write or even know any of this. Congress
formally counts the electoral college. Mo Brooks leading the charge. None of this. |
didn't even know who the five Senators are where it says are leaning yes.

Q Now, if we can scroll down. It looks, then, this -- keep scrolling. We have
the second half.

A He's still writing.
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Q  Sothisis his redacted message that | think we can -- property | believe is
personal in nature. It doesn't have to do with the event. He sends you something
speaking about personal matters.

And then we go further down, still on December 27th, and we have: Do not give
up an inch Mr. President. You are the President. You won. Period.

And then, again, | think if you will agree -- you can scroll -- sorry.

A But this is all made up. This is Caroline Wren just writing a bunch of
nonsense. | mean, it's just so ridiculous.

Q Isitfairto say when we look at those and we also -- | think you recall
previously, Ms. Guilfoyle, that there were numerous calls back and forth between you
and Ms. Wren on the same day of these messages, December 27th. Do you recall --

A | never did anything with --

Q  Well, sorry, Ms. Guilfoyle --

A | don't even recall seeing this, and | have nothing to do with the content of it.
This is clearly an unsolicited text message sent by her.

Q  Well, Ms. Guilfoyle, if | may, do you recall earlier, when we looked at your
phone records --

A Yes.

Q  -- it showed that you and Ms. Wren on December 27th had humerous phone
calls on that day?

A Yeah, you showed me a phone record that said there was a number of calls.

Q Yeah. Andthen sothisis the same day that she's sending you these, in
effect, can we call them talking points about --

A | don't know. |guessthatitis. But thisis why|say | get frustrated with

her, because she sends stuff like this that is just ridiculous.
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Q  So did you have a conversation about her sending you what you --

A | don't recall even seeing this, let alone having a conversation about it.

Did you express that to her, about why she was sending you these --

A I don't recall --

Q  Sorry, but, ma'am, we have to --

Mr. Tacopina. For the poor lady over there.

The Witness. Sorry. Sorry.

Q  You had numerous phone calls with Ms. Wren at this time period. You had
numerous messages that she's sending you on the topic of January 6th.

A Right.

Q  She sends you President Trump's text -- excuse me, tweet advertising the
event.

A Uh-huh.

Q  Then you have numerous phone calls. Then we'll continue. We see you

all are sending texts, and you respond to -- you can scroll down a little further. You can
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scroll down a little bit. You see on the next day, December 28th, you were -- you all
were in back-and-forth conversations.

So it looks here that you're only -- you're talking back and forth on the telephone,
she's sending you messaging regarding the 6th.

A It looks like I'm ignoring and talking about something else.

Mr. Tacopina. Hold on, just for clarity. Please hold on. Can you scroll forward
or can you just scroll up a little bit?

Mr. Tacopina. That's the end right there. That blue box is the end of that
message we were discussing, correct?

Q  So when she had -- so, with that understanding that she treats you that way,
did you then have conversations with her --

A She's just like -- okay. You've met her, right? She's a very
forceful -- you've met her? Hasn't she not been here? Okay, fine. The point simply
is --

I | vill just say the same way we don't talk about whether you were
here, we don't talk about whether she was here.

The Witness. The point is, is that she does this. She will hammer you to death
with calls, texts, this and that, unsolicited, unrequested, unrequited, okay. And so
that -- this is yet again another example and then why | get frustrated. So I'm trying to
explain to you here's an example of the context.

Mr. Tacopina. | would suggest that the actual -- the redacted message may
not -- it maybe shouldn't be redacted, because | think what that says loud and clear, stop
ignoring me or whatever is there that's redacted, it is obvious that, going up a little bit
further, the 8:23 one, which said basically stop ignoring me, right, more or less.

So | think this makes it clear that Kimberly didn't respond to that message, those
messages about fight and, you know, every single one of them, whatever that says there,
either by text message or by telephone conversation.

B ' il say that was certainly what | would have said until earlier - well,
earlier Ms. Guilfoyle said, well, text messages could pop up and appear and you may not
have --

The Witness. No. | was referring to Pierson.

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Q  But was that just the nature of your text messages or was that very specific
to like that instance where you were -- like that day? What --
A With the President.

Q  Because it's the presence of the President that makes your --

A Yes.

Q  --text wonky --

A Yes.

Q  --forlack of a better word?

A The Secret Service, they scramble signals so no one can, like, fire in a bomb

or, you know, hurt the President.

Q  Okay. So assuming that these have no reason to otherwise be --

Mr. Tacopina. Wonky.

Q  --wonky and scrambled, to your attorney's point, we have no reason to
think there are texts outside of this.

A No.

Q It looks like there is a text on December 27th, 7:10 p.m. She texts again
December 28th, 8:23, and we proffered to you that it says: Hello, stop ighoring me.

Your attorneys have said, and it's a fair point to make, that that would suggest

that she was upset that you ighored her previous text messages --

A Correct.

Mr. Tacopina. And that also the phone calls probably would not have been
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responsive to that, because | know -- | know - had mentioned before there were

Q  Sothen we get to the -- we get to the next day. And here's, Ms. Guilfoyle,

what we're trying to understand is --

A Yeah.

Q  So what we want to get your benefit from is that, in looking at this from our
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vantage point, you have a donor that puts up millions of dollars. You have Ms. Wren,
who is not at the apex of the Trump fundraising world or Trump Victory, but is not that
high up, it seems.

Q  If I could finish, and then we would appreciate if you could characterize and
help us understand.

And we go from -- from Ms. Wren getting the funding and working and finding
herself working with everyone from ES| to Katrina Pierson, and taking what seems to start
from a tweet --

Q A professional events group that puts on events.

And it seems like Ms. Guilfoyle -- excuse me, Ms. Wren becomes this critical
linchpin that makes this massive event possible for President Trump.

And is it your view, just as someone who's an expert in this area, that she just
happens to be the one who on her own secured this critical donor that makes this rally
possible? Like, | want to help to get --

A | think you're not giving her enough credit.

Q  Okay.

A She actually is a very good fundraiser. She was a big fundraiser before |
was even fundraising. She actually does this for a living and then joined the campaign.
So she is somebody who works at fundraising. That's her life. She wants to do calls
and do that stuff all day long.

| am, you know, very tenacious, very hard worker, and | worked very hard during
the campaign, and | did everything | could to raise money for the President. And |

developed, you know, additional relationships during that time with new donors, old
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donors, et cetera. But she very much runs her own operation.

Q  Andwould it be -- if you had to speculate, would you think Ms. Wren would
be the one who decided that this event needed $3 million or that the donor would go to
her? In your expertise, how do you think this kind of thing comes about?

A Yes, she's a major fundraiser.

Q  Sosheis the kind who would go out and look for the donor to pay for the
event?

A Yes. She's a fundraiser. She goesout. She helps with plan events, do all
of these things.

Y I

Q  Oh, so your understanding is she does help plan the event, she doesn't just
raise money for it?

A | think she'll do whatever it takes to make an event successful, meaning
whether it's, you know, raising money or planning it out or brainstorming ideas. You
know, | mean, that's kind of how she is, her personality.

Q A brief tangent really quickly, because you raised an interesting point. Ms.
Wren's background as a fundraiser, earlier | think you said something along the lines of
like you made money off of speaking, but you didn't make money off of fundraising.

And | understood that to mean because you worked for the campaign when you did it,
you earned a salary. You couldn't --

A Yes, | was on salary as an employee.

Q  But Ms. Wren, that's not her relationship, right? That Bluebonnet
Fundraising, that's an entity that could solicit donations and could make money off of
donations. Is that your understanding?

A It's my understanding, and to the best of my knowledge -- again, | don't have
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personal direct, but to the best of my knowledge, is that's an entity that, you know,
preexisted even the campaign, because she did fundraising.

In fact, | met her when she was doing fundraising for some event in, you know,
California. | was speaking at one of the -- and | apologize. | don't recall which one, but
Republican Jewish Council or Association. Some event. And she was one of the
fundraisers for them.

Q  Butlguess what | was getting at is, was it your understanding that, as a
fundraiser, she could make money off the funds that she raised?

A Well, it would depend if she was actually a salaried employee or then she
can fundraise and make a percentage, as any fundraiser does that is actually working on
what we call commission.

Q  Soyou speak with her on the 1st. And then if we scroll down here -- well,
let me ask you before we get there. Did she tell you what else would be happening at
the 6th, other speakers, anything else, event planning, here's what to expect, here's our
goals?

A No, not that | recall at all. And, again, | was busy, you know, being just
recently by like, you know, minutes engaged, looking for a home, and working on some
other things at the time. | wanted no part of doing any other fundraising, because | was
actually looking to do some media opportunities and focus solely on that at the time.

Q  So what did you think was the whole point of the rally? She comes to you.

You decide to speak. You're going to go there. You want $60,000. What's the point
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of all this?

A It's not that | wanted $60,000. | went to go speak and then subsequently.
It's the order in which it occurred, | was told, oh, Charlie Kirk is going to pay you for it.
Oh, okay. That's, again, what he does. We speak at events he's throwing, hosting,
affiliated with, and he pays us to speak. Soit's just --

Q Sothenwegotothe 2nd. We can scrolldown. And Ms. Wren forwards
you this document called March to Save America that pertains to the rally on the 6th and,
you know, an itinerary of sorts to running that.

Do you recall receiving that?

A Idonot. Andlcan't even --isitin here?

Q  It's not in your binder, but do you recall receiving any kind of document,
whether an itinerary or anything of the sort?

A | don't have a recollection right now of receiving that, but it doesn't mean
that | didn't receive it. | just don't know that | saw it, read it, let alone retained it,
meaning in my mind.

Wren then sends you a speakers' list.

I  Gut if | may, the redactions here, the committee receives
evidence from a variety of sources. And at times, as you can see in things that you've
given us, sometimes you may redact something for Pll or something else. So if
someone -- if the committee were to receive evidence that is pre-redacted for a variety of
reasons that are not the committee's decision.

But | can tell you that message there has to do, as | understand it, to do with a
property, a Zillow property in Jupiter, Florida.

Q  Andthen you'll see if you scroll down further, this is now Ms. Wren then says
or -- a tweet that says: We're now at well over 100 House members and a dozen
Senators ready to stand up for election integrity and object to certification. It's time to
fight back.

Did you have conversations with Ms. Wren about the purpose of the rally being
related to objecting to certification?

A No.

Q  Did you have those conversations with anyone at that time?

No.

Q  Did you have any idea what the purpose of the rally was for?

A | thought it was a, hey, here's the President, let's save America, which is the
rallies literally that we still do to these days. Like the name is the Save America PAC,
separate from MAGA Again PAC.

Q  Soyoudidn't have any beliefs as to the relevance of it being on January 6th?

A No. Quite frankly, | did not. | was not involved in any of that certification
stuff. | couldn't explain it to you to this day.

Q  Did you know generally that that day had significance and why it was being
held on the 6th?

A | didn't know all of the ramifications or what the significance was, quite
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frankly.

Q  Did Don Jr. ever make any comments prior to the 6th about the importance
of the 6th to his father's efforts?

A No. He barely ever mentioned anything about this.

A Yes. | believe that's because I'm rushing, packing to leave for Georgia, for
the Georgia Senate runoff.

And, "Don't forget to call Julie," is Julie Fancelli, because Caroline kept calling and
bugging me and asking me to call Julie and say thank you. | mean, for the love of God,
the woman gave $3 million.  Will you call her and say thank you? And it's like, okay.
She kept bugging me about it.

Q Andlassume --

A And I never reached her.

Q  Okay. And that actually makes sense, because if you scroll down, in all
caps, she texts again, sometime after 6:14, saying, "Call Julie."

A Yeah.

Q  Andthen you respond, "We are confirmed. |told Don and we are landing
soon."

Do you know what you were confirmed on, or what you were referring to?

A No, | don't know.

Q  Okay.

A | know, "l told Don and we are landing soon," means we were probably
landing in -- what's the next time?

AndI'm
going to deal with all these people. What a fucking joke."

A Yes, it was.

Q  What did you mean, "And you will pay us, that's the deal, so don't even think
about it"?

A Meaning, because she came to me and said, Charlie Kirk is going to pay you
guys from Turning Point Action, and | said, okay. If someone said they're offering to pay
you, and they've paid you on, like, 25 prior other occasions for your speaking
engagement, would you say, "No, don't pay me?" even though they always pay you and
that's what -- you know.

Q  Soyour position was that --

A That Caroline is full of nonsense and that they're fighting back and forth.
And, you know, it's just -- it's super annoying.

Q  So your position was that even if you didn't speak, you should still get the
60,000 even if it was just Don?

A No. |don't know anything about that, because that never even came into
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fruition and never even crossed my mind. So I'm not going to speculate on about it in
retrospect.

What | do know is that whether | was paid or not, | would've spoken. That's
what | do. But if someone promises to pay you, | would like them to fulfill their
contractual obligation to pay you.

That's why | needed you to call Katrina
before that meeting happened because -- this is on the -- on the page before, where she
says, "This is why | called you earlier. The meeting with the President just finished, and
it was relayed to him," presumably by Ms. Pierson, "that Don was hesitant about
speaking, so now nobody is speaking.

"So please thank Taylor," presumably Budowich, Andy, presumably Surabian, and
Arthur Schwartz, "for costing you $60,000," where she's clearly suggesting, whether you
agreed or not, but she's clearly suggesting there that Budowich, Andy Surabian, and
Arthur Schwartz advised Don against speaking.

A Uh-huh.

Q  And Katrina mentioned those hesitations to the President. And that's why
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you two --
A | guess.
Q  --were taken off the list.
A [ don't know.

Q AndI'm not saying youdo. [|'m saying the suggestion there clearly seems to
be that it was relayed to the President that Don was hesitant to speak, so now you're off.

A And | don't believe any of that.

Q Oh. AndI'm--no, that's fair.

Like | legitimately don't.

Q  And your opinion is valuable to us. Whether that's factually correct isn't
what I'm asking you, if that's fair. Do you understand?

A Well, yes, | totally --

Q  Okay.

A -- get what you're saying. | just do not believe that Katrina went and said

You send her Pierson's text, and say, "Really Eric and Don speaking, and | will talk
to him tonight."

Now, to my colleague's point a moment ago, your response, "And you'll pay us,
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that's the deal, so don't even think about it," suggests that what you were saying was,
regardless of whether or Don spoke, you thought that the understanding was you would
be paid the $60,000, that was the agreement. Or at least at a minimum that if Don
spoke and you didn't, you would still get paid $60,000 to Tru Media.

A | think that's all not even anything that was, like, crossing through my mind.
| think that's looking at it a year and a half later and trying to make sense of what was
very fast and quick --

Q  Okay.

A -- jumbled texts. And | didn't think for a minute that we weren't speaking
because | knew that we were.

And so that was that. So | was just tired of her trying to drag everyone into
her personal arguments with Katrina, with Taylor, with Andy, with Arthur. Whatever
else was going on, | was working, | was about to get on stage and give a speech, and |
didn't want to hear another word about it, and | didn't believe it for a minute.

Q  When she says "an engagement you aren't speaking at and are refusing to
allow me to publicize" --

Ms. Guilfoyle, did you actually have an agreement with anyone for these speaking
fees we're talking about, or was it just more of these casual conversations --

A Oh, we never signed, like --

Q  Did you have an agreement with anyone besides these conversations you
had with Ms. Wren?

A Wouldn't know. But, again, that wouldn't be, like, uncustomary, because
we just literally do it on word. And when you've done that, you know, | don't know,
30-plus times with the same entity, that is a trust thing, meaning, | never had any
problem. They would have me speak, and then | would just send an invoice, and then
that was it.

Q  Butyou've previously done written agreements with Turning Point though,
haven't you?

A No.

Q  Because from Google searches, we've seen there are agreements that show
you and Don Jr. getting paid by Turning Point.

A Well, what do you mean agreements?

Q I'mjustsaying --

Q It seems like there were written agreements that -- for a speaking event,

that you have engaged in an agreement that --

A Oh, I don't --

Q  --that you recall?
A | don't recall ever seeing anything like that.
Q  Okay.

. - this your normal - just out of curiosity, while we're on it -- was
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this your normal speaking fee for Turning Point?
The Witness. Yes.

The Witness. No. Thirty.

Q  $30,000 for each of you for speaking pretty briefly. It was a minute, 2
minutes maybe?
A Yeah. But| make upwards of 75,000.

Q  Perspeaking engagement?

A That's right.

Q  Okay. Yeah. |understand.

A This is for the student groups.

Q  For the Turning Point students -- student groups, you make $75,000 --

A No. | can receive up to an amount, meaning, in general, for a variety of

different speaking. It just depends. Sometimes it's 30, sometimes it's 6.

But because it's, like, student events and Turning Point Action, we usually do, you
know, an amount that is lower. And then also Charlie has bought, you know, purchased
books and things of that nature. It's just all different depending on the venue.

Q How did you decide on 60,000 for this one?

A | didn't decide onit. She sent it and said, hey, Charlie's going to pay you
each -- payyou all. Oh, okay, great.

Q  So did you assume that she negotiated the 60 for the two of you?

A | think that is what | had received before.

Q  Okay.
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A From Charlie. | would get 30.

Q  Was it your understanding that she negotiated that number?

A That was usually the amount that | would get from Turning Point Action.

So | don't know if she negotiated or not or he just offered what he always paid me.

Q Okay. Soitwas either Charlie Kirk or -- excuse me. It was either Turning
Point or Ms. Wren that set the amount?

A Yes. Sheisthe one that cametous. We did not solicit payment. She
said, Charlie is going to pay you all. And we had done an event in November for him,
and so then this got invoiced for this.

Q Okay. Andthen going back to -- oh, | can't even see the page number. |
think it's -- it says, "bullshit, done for life," at the top. So | think it's the page under this.

A Yes, that's me.

Q  There we go, yes.

So you say, "bullshit, done for life, you and me."

And she responds, "Really? | am the one who set all of this up for you and is
constantly looking out for you and | lost to them. If y'all are speaking obviously you will
get paid. Julie has been burned so bad in all of this. So if | have her pay you $60,000 to
speak at an event and then you don't speak, how does that make me look? | just can't
do that. She would never speak to me again. She only cared about you speaking."

And you respond, "Bullshit, and Don is speaking, and | told you, wait one hour."

And she says, "It wasn't up to me to wait. Katrina had a meeting with POTUS at a
set time. | called her as soon as we hung up and told her | reconfirmed that Don and
Kim wanted to speak."

So there's more on the next page, but let's break some of this down.

When she responds, "Really? |am the one who set all of this up for you and is
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constantly looking out for you and | lost to them."

A Yeah. Well, by the way, this is just completely false. | never said and
never had a conversation with her about pay me money if we do for anything like that, or
trying to do something against Julie. This is all completely untrue, nonsense, more, you
know, ridiculous behavior by Caroline.

She's in a complete, like, emotional state of psychoticness at this point. And
that's why | said, | don't want to deal, I'm done, because | can't stand liars, and | can't
stand people that make nonstop trouble, trying to manipulate and trying to poke the
cage, fighting with everyone, making a complete nightmare.

So subsequent to all this happening, | didn't even talk to her for months, because |
don't want to deal with it. | don't need this in my life, because this is ridiculous.

This is for something -- for 4 days, a 4-day window in my life, where | was, like,
okay, yes, we will go speak and support the President, and this is what | end up dealing
with.

That's why | don't respond back to her messages, and that's why | don't call her.
No offense, like, I'm not the only one.

Q  Well, and the context is very helpful, so we appreciate that.

When she says, "and is constantly looking out for you and | lost to them," do you
have any idea of the them that she's referring to there, who she lost to?

A | think she's mad at the guys.

Q  Youthinkit's the guys?

A Like, yeah, Taylor, Andy, and Arthur. |don't know. |just--1don't even
see it that way, meaning, if this is what it's like in her mind, | guess, is a glimpse of it.

But the whole thing was nonsense for nothing.

Q  Well, so then she says -- understandably she talks about how she
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feels -- Ms. Fancelli -- well, actually, do you understand what she means? She says,
"Julie has been burned so bad in all of this." Do you know what she's referring to?

A No idea.

Q  Were you aware of Ms. Fancelli's preference for who would be speaking at
the event?

A Absolutely not, because | had never reached her and | never spoke to her. |
have no recollection whatsoever of speaking to her.

Q Okay. And--

A Meaning, regarding this event.
Q Right.
A Period.

Q Right. And sositting here today, you have no idea what she was referring
to about, "Julie has been burned so bad in all of this"?

A Literally, | don't.

Q  Okay. Andshe says, "l just can't do that, she would never speak to me
again. She only cared about you speaking." And it looks like she's referring to Ms.
Fancelli.

Did you have any reason to think that Ms. Fancelli cared about you speaking in
particular?

A Oh, she really likes me alot. She was always a big fan of mine. She used
to tell me when | talked to her, you know, during the campaign, oh, Kimberly, | loved you
on "The Five", | think you're great. That was it, you know.

So | don't know if Caroline is using this for some -- she's mad, she's upset, she's
being, like -- you know, | don't know what she's doing. |can't -- | can't understand how

she behaves half the time, so it's very hard for me to decipher, but she was in an
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emotional state and upset.

Q  But based on your understanding of your relationship with Ms. Fancelli, you
actually weren't surprised that Ms. Fancelli cared that you would be speaking?

A | doubt that she said that.

Q  You doubt that Ms. Fancelli said that?

A Yeah. |don'tthink -- she's not the type to, like -- she's just a very nice lady.
She's not somebody that plays, like, emotional games and acts, you know. She's 85,
she's a sweet lady.

oY I

Q  Ms. Guilfoyle, we'll come to it, but -- so you're saying Ms. Wren's statements
here are just all fabricated?

A I'm not saying they're all fabricated. 1'm saying, | personally, okay, do not
believe them because it did not comport with what | knew was happening, that we were
speaking, we did speak, and there was never any question of it.

The only people | ever heard this craziness from was Katrina and Caroline. And
they were arguing with each other. And | didn't want to get dragged into their turf war.

Q  But who was in charge of the event, like --

A | believe Caroline, Katrina, the Kremer women, they were running it. That's
what they said. Katrina told me this was her event, she was actually working it. These
people apparently -- again, from subsequent reports in the news -- were on permits and
everything else. So not my event.

Q  Okay. Sodidyou ever speak tothe Kremers?

A | saw the mom at the event backstage --

Q  Okay.

A -- that -- the morning of the 6th.
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Q  Soatthetime --

A But, no, | don't have any relationship with them.

Q  You're talking -- so the people you said you believe are in charge, are the
Kremers, who you didn't speak to prior to the event, and then are Katrina Pierson and
Ms. Wren, who both seem to be expressing consistent messaging to you, and those are
the people that you just said you believe are in charge of the event.

So what would be helpful for us is to understand, you have the people you say are
in charge, they tell you consistent messaging --

A Not really.

Q Well, we both --

A Because then -- you're trying to tell me, oh, did | have involvement, did | run
this event? If | was running the event, why would | be leaving -- hearing any nonsense

from anybody saying stuff about the list or who was speaking? It just all makes no

sense.

Q  Well, respectfully, I'm not suggesting that. What we're trying to get insight
into --

A Yeah.

Q  --is that we've seen that you've spoken -- you've gotten conversations with
Ms. Pierson --

A Uh-huh.

Q  -- and you had conversations with Ms. Wren.

A | had conversations --

Q  If | could just finish.

A Yeah, sorry.

Q  Both those conversations, at least from my reading, have consistent themes
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within them, namely, they both seem to indicate that there were conversations that the
President had about who would be on the speakers list.

And after those conversations, they both expressed that they understand that you
may not be speaking. Of course, you do speak.

So my question is, you just said you believed those people were actually in charge
of the event. Did you go and speak to anyone else or have anyone else speak on your
behalf, whether Don Jr. or someone else, to confirm that you, in fact, would be speaking?

A This was not even an issue. The only time | heard about this was with
Caroline and Katrina, who were at that exact frame of -- frame and time, arguing with
each other. | literally dismissed it.

Q  Aren'ttheyin charge though? What| don't understand is that --

A | guess, but | didn't understand --

Q  --ifthere's an event and two people that you just said are in charge, if
someone invites me to a birthday party and they say, "You're not on the guest list," and |
show up, and it's their party, that seems off.

So it seems like someone else must be in charge, not Ms. Wren or -- purely
Ms. Wren or Ms. Pierson.

A Katrina Pierson told me this was her event. It was the Women for America
First. And Caroline Wren was working on the event as well. Okay? |don't know. |
don't have knowledge of it otherwise because it wasn't my event. This is just what they
said.

Q  Did you ever ask Don Jr. to confirm that you all were speaking?

A No. Because | wasn't worried about it because | knew we were.

Q  Butthe only reason you knew you were speaking was because Caroline

Wren came to you about being a speaker. Is that correct?
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A No, because | always speak at the President's events and introduce Don. |
do it all the time. I'm one of the best speakers out there, along with Don and the
President, who's fabulous.

Q Soisit fair to say then you thought yourself would be speaking because the
President would expect you to speak, because that's what -- you're his usual --

A | always did.

Q  Okay. Sovyou agreethat Ms. Pierson did, in fact, meet with the President?
Is that something --

A And they asked us to speak and we spoke. And | never heard from anybody
with any credibility that we weren't speaking. So this was just nonsense. It was just
noise.

_ Want me to scroll down on this?

__ Yeah, just one second. We were on the page, | think, that
said -- actually, if we could just go back -- I'm sorry, one more second -- just because on
the page before, | believe -- | just wanted to clarify.

Q  Going back to the point that my colleague just made, in terms of who you
thought was responsible, when you are dealing with her and say, "And | will see him in an
hour, you will send the funds as promised, and I'm going to deal with all of these people,"
to the extent that you can remember, what people were you talking about there?

A Just a generic, just all this nonsense.

Q  Just all these people?

A Just all this nonsense.
Q  Okay.
A Because it was just so ridiculous.
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Mr. Tacopina. We're saying to the extent that you told her --

The Witness. Yes. And | think that also everybody was poking the cage and
trying to, like, stir the pot. And they want -- she was in a beef with those guys, and she
was trying to get me to join and jump in her beef. So that's why | took no credibility
with any of this, and it turns out that | was right.

Q  Okay. Soshe says--we were at the bottom of the page -- she says, "l
called her as soon as we hung up" -- and she's talking about Pierson, | believe -- "l called
her as soon as we hung up, and | told her | reconfirmed that Don and Kim wanted to
speak."

And then on the next page, you respond, "She said he gave her a list. | told Don
this is bullshit." She, presumably being Ms. Pierson, and he, presumably being the
President. That's our understanding.

And then Ms. Wren says, "Agreed. Itis bullshit."

And then you respond, "l am speaking here tonight too, and you never said call
Katrina. |told you tellher. Done for life."

A Yeah.

Q  When you said "l am speaking here tonight too," that's Georgia, right, that
you're referring to --

A Uh-huh.

Q  --that you were speaking in Georgia? Okay.

And then she responds, "You're done for life with me because | won't pay you a
$60,000 speaking fee for an event you aren't speaking at?"

A Also, if | may interrupt you for one moment, ma'am, the green that you see

is because all these messages are not going through, and everything's coming in out of

order, just like when | was with Katrina back and forth.

Q  Well, the green is coming in as a text message.

A Yeah. |don't know why, because it didn't come through for WiFi.

A Oh, no, that's not what I'm saying. |'m saying, it wasn't coming through on
blue because things were scrambled, so it was coming in on text message.

A But the ones that | was sending were not coming through, and | had to keep
hitting resend.

Q  Butldon't disagree that you're right, there's something green, blue, WiFi or
Apple iPhone thing or whatnot. But | don't think that impacts the deliverability. It's
just --

A That's not what | was saying.

Q Yeah.

A Yeah.

Q | think we're on the same page.

A It just wasn't coming through with the WiFi.

Q  Soshe responds, "You're done for life with me" -- oh, | just read that one,
that's looking and saying -- and then she says fix asterisk. I'm not sure what that is.
She says, "But as of now, Katrina and Taylor have sabotaged my entire event that | killed

myself working on for 2 weeks."
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A Correct. This is about her.

Q  Anddo you know, earlier, when she was talking about those assholes, those
people, the people sabotaging her, earlier you had, | guess, assumed because she had
complained about Budowich, Surabian, and Schwartz, but is it possible that the assholes
she's actually referring to are Katrina Pierson and Taylor Budowich?

A It's a lot.

Q  Understanding, like, | know I'm asking you to speculate there, but the
context now.

A | wish everybody would just not, like --

Mr. Tacopina. It's possible, correct?

The Witness. It's possible.

Q  Okay.

A It's all -- you know.

Q Did she ever have any --

A This is her having a meltdown.

Q  Anddid she ever have any conversations with you about how they
sabotaged her and sabotaged her entire event?

A No, not that | recall. It was just all this.

Q Do you have any idea whether it was in regards to the speakers that would
be speaking?

A No idea.

Q  Okay. Andshe says, "And | can't even get you to pick up the goddamn
phone and thank Julie after asking you 75 times. This poor woman has donated a

million dollars to" -- if we keep scrolling -- "Don's Senate PAC and $3 million to this rally,
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and you still can't take 5 minutes out of your day to thank her. It's so humiliating. And
then you have the audacity to ask me why | won't have her pay you $60,000?"

A And | never said that, so that's complete nonsense.

Q  You never said what?

A | never said, tell Julie Fancelli, or, get me paid. | never said that. This
never even happened. She's just writing it. That's what happens with her.

Q  Well, so if we pick it apart, | mean, | understand the first part about not
picking up the phone. Let's table that fora moment. You do pick up the phone.

"This poor woman has donated $1 million to Don's Senate PAC." s it your
understanding that that is true or untrue?

A | don't even know what Don's Senate PAC is.

Q  The Save the U.S. Senate PAC. Are you unfamiliar with the Save the U.S.

Q Andto be clear, it's unclear whether he owned or started it. Some of his
advisers may have. But it has been frequently associated as Don's Georgia Senate PAC,
yeah.

A Sure.

Q  And without asking you to say whether you know the numbers, but were
you aware that Fancelli had donated any money to Don's Save the U.S. Senate PAC?

A No, | was not.

Q Okay. And wereyou--

A Until this message.

Q  Until the message.

And did you know that Ms. Fancelli had donated $3 million to the rally until -- like,
before this message?

A Is this the message chain where she says she donated 3 million? I'm
unfamiliar with it.

Mr. Seigel. Right here.

The Witness. No, but is that the first time she says it, or does she say at all prior?

o I
Q  Wecan go back and check that. It's just a matter of going back.

A No, | believe she also said something to me on the phone. [I'm not sure

actually, | don't know. | just know that | remember the amount 3 million.

Q  Okay.

A And | refer to it in that message exchange with Katrina Pierson, which is
where | got that number from, was from Caroline, and repeated it to Katrina.

Q  And you respond to her and say, "And FYI, called many times and texted her
and called her again. She's not answering. Where is she? | have called her a million
times. And | will tell her all of this. You are way out of line."

Is it your understanding that the use of "her" there is referring to Julie Fancelli?

A The use of "her" -- oh, meaning, like, the reference to her?

Q Yes.

A Yes, Julie Fancelli.

Q  Okay. Soreally quickly, we're going to flip to your phone records on exhibit
23.

A Uh-huh.

Q If youlook around that time, so this is, | believe, January 4th, so the only
calls that we have in your records are on page 31, where you, | believe, called her on
December 31st for the 10 seconds.

A Uh-huh.

Q  Andthen the only other call that we have is you called her on January 5th,
presumably the day after these texts, and it was 7 seconds, which suggests that it went to
voicemail. We'll --

A | don't think | ever spoke to her, like, I'm 99.9 percent that | did not speak to
her during this time.

Q Yeah. So actually you produced texts, | believe -- what was the exhibit

number?
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_ Exhibit 8. Oh, excuse me, 9.
oy I

Q Yeah. Soyou produced texts --

A Like, the next one?

Q Yes. These are texts that you produced between you and Ms. Fancelli.
And on December 31st you text her and say, "Hi, it's Kimberly. Called you. Keeps
going to voicemail."

A Pardon me. Wait asecond. Okay. Exhibit9, page 2.

Q  Exhibit9 --

>

Got it.

Q  --top of page 2.

A Okay. Oh. Let me see, there's a page that precedes.

Okay.

Q  Sothis lines up with what we were just looking at on the phone records,
where you text her and say, "Hi, it's Kimberly. Called you. Keeps going to voicemail."

A Oh, okay.

Q  That's why | said, like, 7 seconds usually indicates a voicemail.

A Yeah.

Q  And then she texts back and says, "Can you speak now?"

We don't have a record of you speaking, but do you know if you ever reconnected
with her after December 31st? Did you call her and speak with her after this text?

A No, | don't think that | ever -- like, right after it, between then and
January 6th? | don't know. Looks like the rest of them. But|don't think | ever
reached her is what I'm saying.

Q  Andthen onJanuary 4th, you text her and you say, "Hi, honey. Called you
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many times. Keeps going to voicemail."
A Uh-huh.

Q  Andthen onlJanuary 4th, it says 11:37 p.m., "Please call as soon

as you're" -- "Please call as you're able. We are on our way to" --
A "Please call soon as you're able."
Q I'msorry?
A "Please call soon as you're able."

Q Yes. "We are onourway to D.C. and watching the President. | spoke,
then Don, now POTUS in Georgia, flying back with him. Very excited about Wednesday.
Are you here? XOXOX." And|don't know if you're referring to here --

A Well, it's obviously kind of broken up. It's not, like, a complete sentence
thing. | mean, it doesn't make -- yeah, "Please call me soon as you're able. On our way
to D.C. Watching the President" -- | mean, that was Georgia -- "l spoke, then Don, now
POTUS" -- yeah, "Now POTUS in Georgia. Flying back with him."

Q Yeah. Soldo my bestwith the punctuation issue to readit. Soif I'm
misreading it feel free to correct it.

A Yeah, no, | mean, basically it's me saying -- reaching out to her again. Oh,
call her, tell her thank you, you know, gosh, she's a nice lady, she loves you, like that.

Q Okay. Andso |l will just say in the text messages you
explained -- exchanged with Ms. Wren, when you say --

A But can | show you something? This never even went through. It's
unsent. This is what I'm telling you. Because then | was flying back, and | was trying to
send it. | guess|was on Air Force One. And it's not -- it never went through. She
never got that.

Q  Oh, okay. Sovyou're -- and that actually would make sense because we only
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had the records of the two calls. So that would make sense that it never went through.

A Uh-huh.

Q Sowedidn't have you calling her that many times. We just had the record
of the two.

A Oh, and | didn't call her a million times. That was just hyperbole.

Q  That's what | figured.

So if we can flip back to that --

A That was me trying to get Caroline off my back.

Q  And that is fair.

A Andit didn't work.

Q  And Ms. Wren responds, if we can flip back to exhibit 8, she says, "l cannot
believe you are angry at me. It literally makes no sense. But, yes, please tell Julie that
| booked you and Don to speak at an event. And then Don's political team advised
against it and then told the President you didn't want to speak and that you'd still like her
to pay you $60,000."

So is it fair --

A She's being obnoxious.

Q  And she's certainly suggesting that what happened was that Don's team
suggested he shouldn't speak.

A She wasn't there.

Q  Okay. Buttoyourknowledge, then none of that happened?

A | mean, she wasn't in the White House. She didn't go to speak to them.
There's no record of that, that | was made aware of.

Q Okay. Butwhat!'m--

A | mean, she wouldn't, you know.
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Q  But what I'm referring to is where she alleges that Don's political team
advised against it, do you have any knowledge of that?
A No, because | didn't speak to them directly about it.

Q Andyoudidn't --

All | know is, Don just -- you know, we said we're going to go and we went.
Q  And you had no conversations with Don about what those advisers told him?
A No.

Q  Okay. And he never voiced concerns to you, "Hey, my guys are telling me
this may not be a good idea"? No conversations like that?

A No, not that | recall.

Q  Okay. OnlJanuary 5th, 20- -- oh, go ahead.

Q  Before we do that, so far we've talked about that you had no involvement in
setting this up with Ms. Fancelli.

A Uh-huh.

Q  Can you just give us some more background on why? It seemed initially
you'd indicated that this was Ms. Wren's project and that Ms. Wren was the one who
went to Fancelli -- Ms. Fancelli -- on her own. Ms. Wren set this up.

A | said that | don't know which came first, the chicken or egg.

Q  Okay.

A Did Julie contact Caroline or did Caroline contact Julie?

Caroline has a relationship with Julie Fancelli.

Q  Okay. Andso just here when she's wanting you -- just so we have
some background, just the flavor of it -- when she's wanting you to contact Ms. Fancelli

and reach out to her, it appears that Ms. Wren is kind of framing this as, this seems like a
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kind of a Trump victory kind of thing, if that makes sense.

A It's not whatsoever.

Q  Okay. So help us understand, why is it that Ms. Fancelli, in donating
money, would somehow feel slighted if she doesn't speak to you, as opposed to, if she's
working with Ms. Wren and that's who her contact is and that's who she's working with
and it's not a Trump-related thing?

A So it was in no way, shape, or form anything campaign-related. It had
nothing to do with Trump Victory Finance Committee. It had zero to do with us
whatsoever. The campaign was over.

So | did not go in any capacity other than myself as Kimberly Guilfoyle, to go and
speak at an event with the family, with Don, with Eric, with Lara, and with the President.
That's what I do.  And that's that.

It had nothing to do with Trump Victory, nothing to do with me. | don't
know -- Caroline saying that, does Julie Fancelli like me? Yes, because | treat her very
nicely and with respect, and she's a nice woman. And that's it.

So she's just obviously having a meltdown, and she feels that she's being slighted
by various folks. She's acting out and antagonizing the situation.

Q  But Ms. Fancelli, did you have a sense of who Ms. Fancelli thought she was
donating to?

A No. Because | didn't speak to her.

Again, | don't even know if she ever gave the money. [I'm relying on hearsay
from Caroline Wren that said that Julie Fancelli gave $3 million. | have no direct
knowledge that she, in fact, did so.

| referred to that dollar amount because it was told to me by Caroline Wren, and

then | repeated that to Katrina Pierson in those messages and on those calls that | believe
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transpired during that time when we were in Georgia and getting disconnected. That's
as simple as this is.
Y I

Q  Soif we could turn to page 8 of the exhibit. This is after Ms. Wren. So
this is the next day, Tuesday, January 5th, 12:51 p.m. She sends you a list of presenters.

Now, this we believe to be a list of speakers on the night of January 5th at the
event held at the townhouse. And we were wondering if you could review that and
confirm if that's your understanding of what that list is.

A So thisis 10 -- 12:51 p.m.?

Q Yeah. Sothistextisat12:51 p.m. She'ssending you a list of presenters
that are starting at 6:30 p.m., and the side image is cut off, but it looks to be running from
6:30 p.m. to sometime after 8:30 p.m.

A Yeah, | don't know. |don't know what that is.

Q Okay. We'll come back to that.

The picture underneath it appears to be protesters at the Freedom Plaza on
January 5th?

A | don't know because | was not there. |did not attend.

Q Noidea? Okay.

A | only showed up for the 6th.

Q  Andthen you respond, "At the townhouse. These guys are presenting.
I'm going to rest and Don coming back, said for me to be here to VE with him. He said
yes to tonight, so that's good."

A Oh, yeah, "At the Townhouse. These guys are presenting," is a question.

Q  Okay.

A Like, she sent me that, and as you see frequently, | don't use punctuation
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because I'm typing and talk to text very fast.

Q  Okay.

A And ljust don't doit. And some people complain to me about it because
they like punctuation. And | just, so sorry, but do you want me to respond back to your
text or not respond back?

Q  That's fair.

A So these guys are presenting, like, I'm asking, like, what is she sending me
this, like, what does this mean, because it says presenters. So, "At the townhouse,"
meaning, is that what she's referring to? Because the townhouse, | guess, was rented
out by those people, right? Like, they were running this event to do Save Georgia -- or
whatever it was -- the Georgia watch party for the Georgia runoff, Senate runoff.

So they were watching the results come in, watching the election stuff, and
because it was COVID, they put food out on all the tables. And Don and |, just like
everybody else, had to get our food there.

Q  Okay.

A So that'sit. And | know the rest of what transpired, so.

Q  Did you have any role in preparing or organizing the event on the night of
January 5th at the townhouse?

A No.

Q Okay. And when she -- when you say, "I'm going to rest and Don coming
back, said for me to be here to VE with him," what does VE stand for?

A [ think to eat with him. | don't know if it was talk to text or what itis. I'm
looking at it. | think it's just like a misspelling.

Q  Okay. | mean, we could not figure out an acronym, so we --

A I'm going to rest because we got in so late and | was tired, okay, and | had
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the broken foot that was bothering me so badly in the cold. And so | was going to rest.
He wants me to be here, maybe with him, like he wants me to be with him, and he likes
me to eat with him. That | do know. And he said yes, meaning, to tonight, that we're
going to stop by and we're going to go eat there. And we did.

Q  Okay.

A Had, like, chicken wings, sliders, that type of stuff. There were people
watching in the front.

Don and | walked down from our room on the 6th floor. Townhouse was on the
front floor -- or first floor. We went in, saw the TVs were on. There's some people in
what's called, like, the living room area.

And the back section of the, quote, "townhouse," which is frequently used for -- |
think it was, like, events, or whatever, or family, someone could rent it -- had the all the
food laid out. We ate, you know, some stuff, and that was it. And then Don went up
like a few minutes before me, and | followed him up, and we went to bed.

Q Okay. AndI'm going --

A And neither one of us spoke at that or anything like that.

Q Okay. I'm goingto come back to the events on the evening.

A Okay. But just so you know.

Q  But | appreciate the flag there.

Regarding the -- | don't know if you remember when we were reviewing her texts,
when Ms. Wren says, "l lost to them," we were talking about who --

A Sorry.

Q No, no,no. |totally appreciate it.

Ms. Wren said, "l lost to them," and we were talking about who she meant. |

just wanted to show you exhibit 24. If you have a moment to flip to that and read an
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email.

This is an email between Mr. Budowich and Ms. Wren, and just take a moment to
review it. We're going to put it up on the screen.

A Uh-huh.

Yeah, I've never seen this before.

Q Andto be clear, you are not onit. So we are not claiming that you --

A | didn't even know this happened, and | didn't know Taylor was helping
with --

Q  And that's helpful to understand.

| wanted to ask you, because you did have a number of calls with Mr. Budowich,
and | understand that you used to work with him.

A Yeah, and we're friends.

Q  And actually you literally asked, you had kind of made it sound like you were
friendly. Did he never convey to you his concerns about you and Don sharing the stage
with those individuals that he mentions in that email?

A Yeah, who does he say?

Q  He says, "Ali Akbar and Alex Jones are destructive to what the President is
working towards and terrible for Don and Kim to share a stage with. |don't want to be
involved with that."

A Yeah, | don't -- you know what? | mean, he might have said something to
me about it. But| had no knowledge. |didn't know who Ali Akbar was. And Alex
Jones, | don't even know if those people spoke. No one talked to me about them. |
don't have any personal direct knowledge about it.

| mean, | know who Alex Jones is because he has a show -- or a radio -- or a

podcast, whatever it is, and so | know who he is.

But, again, | don't know. This looks like he just had some conversation with, you
know, her about it. Again, like, showing, | didn't have anything to do with any of this
except for stuff sent to me, you know, by Caroline.

Q  Andlunderstand that. And the Ali Akbar, that is the individual --

A The Ali Alexander.

Q  Ali Alexander. | just wanted to make that clear.

A Uh-huh.

Q | just was curious, it seemed like Mr. Budowich had expressed his concerns
to numerous people --

A Right.

Q  --including this email.

A Yeah. |think he -- he doesn't think that he's a, you know, a good guy or
whatever.

Q  No, he makes it pretty clear. "Destructive to what the President is working
toward and terrible for Don and Kim to share a stage with." That is unambiguous.

A Right. Oh, I'm not saying that statement's ambiguous.

Q No, a hundred percent. What | was concerned or questioning was, as
somebody who is friendly with you and has such clear and evident concerns --

A Uh-huh.

Q  --ljust was surprised, did he not share those with you?

A Oh, he might have. |just don't have a recollection as | sit here today.

Q Youdon't remember having any conversations where he said, do not do this,
or, you should be concerned, or, do you know who these guys are?

A | don't remember anything about this Ali Akbar guy. | only learned about

him later.
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Q  Did he have -- did he raise Alex Jones, Roger Stone? In terms of his
concerns, did he raise with you the speakers --

A Yeah, | hear what you're saying. | don't have any recollection right now
that, as | sit here, that he, like, oh, in my head, that | had this specific conversation or this
specific thing, you know, from him about it.

Q  Okay.

A | do recall he sent me an article that had this Ali Alexander guy in it where
this guy said that he had a conversation with me. And then | was like, who is this guy?
He's like, oh, yeah, this guy, you know, whatever. | still don't really know who he is.

But what | learned subsequently was that that night -- and | do recall, like, people
would, hey, say hi, or FaceTime, or do this. And | recall her putting up the
phone -- Caroline -- and saying, say hi.

And what | was told later is that she said, oh, you don't even know who you were
talking to, but that was that Ali guy. And then he embellished on his podcast to sound
relevant, | guess, that he talked to me, had a conversation. | didn't have a conversation
with him.

Q  Sojustsowe're clear, to the extent that it may jog your memory, | don't
know if you remember we showed you your phone calls on December 31st. But there's
a flurry of calls with Wren and Budowich.

Is it possible that you were discussing the speaker issue, or that does not jog your
memory in any way?

A You know what, it doesn't jog my memory --

Q  Okay.

A -- in any way to be perfectly honest with you. I'm not saying that anyone

didn't bring it up. But you have to understand, | talked to Taylor on the phone about,
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you know, personal stuff in general.

| do know, subsequent to the fact, that all these guys were very annoyed by this
Ali Alexander guy. And so then when he said that on his podcast in an article or a tweet,
or he tweeted, or whatever, about me, it was just annoying.

| think that's what those other emails and text exchange are -- whatever -- they go
back and forth with Taylor and Andy because they were, like, frustrated. Wait, you
talked to that guy? |said, | don't even know who this guyis. Okay?

And then, you know, later on, and then Katrina was coming, oh, can we have a
moment. Really? Inthe back of a, you know, was it Air Force plane? It's literally Air
Force One is [withess makes sound], it's deafening loud there.

So | was just, like, really? Soit's a lot of this back and forth, he said/she said
nonsense.

B And there's a point right here where if we can go maybe 10 more
minutes, we're reaching a good comfort break, but if you needed a comfort break, we
could stop now. So are people okay just powering through just a little bit longer?

Mr. Tacopina. I'm okay, as long as you're okay.

The Witness. Yeah, I'm fine. Yeah.

Mr. Tacopina. Okay.

Mr. Tacopina. Obviously, Kimberly, you know, if there's ever a point where you
need to consult with us --

-_ Yeah, please don't hesitate to --

Mr. Tacopina. Not that you need it. | mean, so far we've been fine.

Q Yeah. Solwasn't going to ask you a bunch of questions on an email that
you weren't on.

A Yeah. |wasjust reading it.

Q  Butyou're right, she propounds a list on January 2nd at 2:05 p.m. for
Mr. Budowich to put on the website.

A To promote, yeah.

Q  Andthe list includes Ali Alexander and Alex Jones, which seems to be the
ones that he primarily objects to.

A Yeah.

Q  So was there anything else in that email that --
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A No, that was it.

Q  Okay. Soif we could turn to exhibit 9. These are the emails that we
discussed earlier. These were texts that you produced between you and Ms. Fancelli.

And a moment ago, we talked about page 2. You noted that the one at the
bottom was unsent. But if | could turn you to page 3.

So | will represent that our belief is that your texts are on the right and
Ms. Fancelli's are on the left.

Actually, it is a really good time to take a break and just figure some stuff out.
We like to kind of pause and assess to have an idea of how much is left.

We just wanted to tie up
some questions and kind of round out what happened on January 4th, which | believe
was when you were in Georgia and you were coming back then.

A Yes.

Q  While you were in Georgia, did you have any discussions with anyone
regarding anything that would happen on the 6th about the election certification
process?

A While | was in Georgia, did | have any discussions with anybody regarding --

Q  What was gonna happen on the 6th?

A Oh, what was gonna happen on the 6th with the certification. No, not that
| recall.

Q  Earlier we talked about how you flew back from Georgia on Air Force One, |
believe, you mentioned with Don Jr. and the President?

A Well, there's a whole, you know, White House whatever.

Q | know there were more people than three on the plane. | just was picking
out a couple of them.

But there were a number of campaign and administration officials on the plane.
Do you remember speaking with anyone about what would happen in D.C. on January 5th
or January 6th? Any conversations with those folks?

A No. Have you been on there before?

Q  On Air Force One?

A Yes.
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Q | would definitely remember that, and that's a strong no.

A You would remember it.

Q |would. Some people have said | don't recall things that | am shocked by.
But | guarantee you, if | flew on Air Force One, it would be in my memory.

A Yeah. No. That's why|remember that | flew home on Air Force One, but
| was, like, how did | get there to Georgia? So anyway, it's divided in different sections,
right? So POTUS sits up in the front where his office is on Air Force One. So he sits up
there, and you go back further and there's like segments where everyone sits based on
whether you're, you know, an admin, whether you're this, or that, that reporters sit all
the way in the back. Soit's separated out.

Q  Isthat the pool?

A Yeah.

Q Okay. |haveseenthatonTV.

A Yes. Sothat's whatyoudo. So like me, Don Jr., et cetera, will be in, like,
the little family dining room type of area. There's like a -- kind of a boardroom, like a
table area. And so you'll see people in there like me or Don or Eric and Lara, you know
that type of thing.

Q | think you said you got back to D.C. very late that night, like after midnight
they landed at Joint Base Andrews. Do you remember that?

A Yeah. |just know it was late. That was kind of late my recollection like,
Oh man, we got back late that night. | know | was tired. My ankle hurt bad.

Q  Real quickly, what you're talking about, about Air Force One is actually kind
of helpful in terms of you said, POTUS has the front and then there's an area -- I'm
assuming there's a restricted area where you were?

A Oh, no. People can come in, but I've never seen the press go in there.
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Q  Can people in the back just kind of walk up to the front?

A Yeah. You can walk up to the front or to exit, you know, like, the hallway
thing.

Q  Butyou guys are on the plane, there's no conversations about what's gonna
happen tomorrow on the 5th? There's no conversations about, oh, the rally? People
weren't excited? There was no conversations about what was gonna happen in the next
couple days?

A No, not really, tired. |don't even know that we got anything else to eat or
whatever. It was so late.

Q  And when you got home --

A It's not that long of a flight, but it just ended up being --

Q  Two hours, does that sound about right?

A It's about -- it's not -- yeah. To California.

Q  And when you get back, | know you said it was really late. I'm assuming
you just go home after Joint Base Andrews?

A We went to Trump D.C.

Q The hotel?

A Which is essentially, yes, our residence here.
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Q  Soyou were there basically late that night and then basically stayed there
until presumably the event the night of the 5th?

A What night of the 5th?

Q  Soyou remember earlier we were talking about the event that Ms. Wren
was texting you about, the event the night of the 5th?

A | thought you meant in Georgia.

Q No. No. So leave Georgia, Air Force One --

A Yup.

Q Youcome late to D.C,, go to the hotel, get there really early, probably on the
morning of the 5th because it's so late --

A Yes.

Q  Andthen you're there at Trump Hotel until the event at Trump Hotel that
night on the 5th?

A It was the watch party for the Senate race.

Q  Anddoyou remember anything -- well, actually were you in D.C. on the 5th?
Did you visit the White House during that time period from when you arrived to the
hotel?

A Not that | recall, but there would be a record if | entered the White House.

Q  Sothere actually was. There's a White House visitor log that has you
coming for an appointment at 11 a.m. lasting all day with three people to visit someone
named Austin Ferrer.

A Who?

Q  He was the special assistant to the President, an Oval Office special assistant.

A No, | didn't go there. |don't think | went there. Maybe they logged me

in, but | don't know who that is.
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_ He sat right outside the Oval Office, so he may have just been
somebody involved in WAVE'ing you in.

Mr. Seigel. Who is this person? [I'm sorry. What's the name?

I /ustin Ferrer, F-e-r-r-e-r.

The Witness. | wasn't at the White House all day. There's no way.

o I

Q  You were not at the White House on the 5th?

A Listen, if somebody says that | signed in or was -- maybe they might have put
me in WAVES? Is there a system they put you in, what do you call it, where they
authorize you -- they put you in the system that you're coming in, you're authorized to
come in.

Q  Butyou don't necessarily come in?

A Well, | don't know, but | don't recall being at the White House, and |
certainly wasn't there all day. I'll tell you that much.

Q  That's the important thing is there's a record that says you're coming in.
The relevant thing is, were you there on the 5th?

A Right.

Q No? [I'm hearing you say no.

A | was there on the 6th.

Did that meeting ever happen?
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A Yeah. ldon'tevenrecalll No. Thisisthe first-- I'm like reading this right
now. | actually don't -- | mean, Larry Kudlow is a friend of mine. So | don't know what
that would even be. We're friends. | don't know why | would need to have a meeting
with him.

Q  Butsitting here today, you cannot remember that meeting occurring?

A | cannot, no.

Q  Okay. And let's turn to exhibit 10, and we're gonna talk about the event
that was held at the townhouse that night.

Does this sound about right, that it started at 4 p.m.?

A | don't know. | know that | was not there early. | came a little bit later.

Q  What time do you think you arrived if you had to ballpark?

A I'm trying to think if it was dark out already or not. | really don't know.

But | was definitely not there by 4:30, as far as | recall because if it was like watching the
Senate race and stuff, that would be early.

Q  So Ms. Wren says, "On Tuesday night in the Trump townhouse, |'ve got 10 of
our largest donors, a million-plus each, flying in, and I'm doing a briefing for them 6 to
8" -- I'm assuming that's p.m. -- "to discuss funding priorities, says they can help, et
cetera, and I'd like Rudy to come and speak to them." And then she corrects and says,
"ways they can help, and I'd like Rudy come speak to them."

Then Ms. Christianne responds, "Yes, that should be no problem. What time?
What's the setup? Dinner, casual sit down?"

Ms. Wren says, "It's basically a speak-easy for indoor dining. |I'm gonna have
food catered to the dining room area, and then folks will be sitting in living space, and
we'll have the Georgia results on any time between 6 to 9, but | think early is better
because Georgia polls close at 7."

So to your point, this is the watch party aspect of it.

A Yeah.

Q Do you remember whether Mr. Giuliani spoke that night?

A No, because literally | walked in, and | went to the back to eat, right? |
didn't speak atit. Don didn't speak atit. We were not there very long at all. Like |

Q | was gonna say -- was it low energy from you because you were exhausted

or did everybody there have low energy?

A | think it was kind of like chill you know when you're in an environment, and
it's not fun to watch election returns, and then, Okay, we went there and spoke and we
try to help these guys.

Q  Actually, to --

A Meaning candidates running for Senate.

Q  So |l think you know where I'm going, but to Mr. Tacopina's point, help paint
us the picture of -- the polls close at 7.

A | wouldn't even call it a meeting. It's kind of just like this, people are

Q  Sadly, no. [I'mdisturbingly apolitical, but the question is more kind of, if
you're watching the results of the Republicans presumably losing the Senate around a
bunch of people who wanted the opposite to happen, was there like a -- you a moment
ago said depressed.

Q  --to many people, regarding an extension -- basically, a letter that someone
named Brandon Beach sent to Vice President Pence.

Can you tell us about this email?

A | literally don't even remember this email, and I'm sure | did not read it.

Q  Did you have any discussions basically with anyone regarding this issue of
what Vice President Pence is gonna do on January 6th?

A To my recollection, no.

Q Do you remember having any discussions with DJT or any of the family
members regarding the legal options available on January 6th?

A No, because that wasn't something that | would have gone over or discussed

because | actually didn't understand it myself.

_ Could I just interrupt? When you say you didn't
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understand it, because as a casual observer, it was pretty clear the President spoke
publicly and constantly about wanting people to object for the votes not to be certified.
He lobbied people publicly. This was discussed all over the news leading up to
January 6th.

So understanding then -- | don't think any of us, the lawyers consider ourselves
constitutional scholars, is it fair to say you had a general understanding that the President
wanted legislators to object and for Vice President Pence not to certify the electoral
votes? s that fair?

The Witness. Yeah, information out there like that. But what | do know is that
the President felt that the election was rigged and stolen, and that he wanted all legal and
lawful votes to be counted and for unlawful votes not be counted. So that's - where his
head was in general from the election.

A No. But she is close the with Steve Bannon, but | don't know why my name
was put into this. That's my honest to God, like, | have no recollection and this is
actually surprising. | mean, I'm not saying it's bad. I'm just saying | don't know what
this is.

Q No. |totallyunderstand. When you say that she's close with Mr. Bannon,
what is her relationship with him to the extent that you know?

A | believe she has worked for him before like as an executive assistant. |
don't want to mischaracterize it, but she has worked for him in some capacity. |don't
know what her official job title was, or if she's still working with him.

Q  Soyoudon't remember having any conversations with Ms. Preate regarding
Stop the Steal efforts or changing the election results?

A No. But, in fact, if | wanted to say or ask for something like that, | could
have texted myself.

Q  You could have texted whom?

A | could have text whomever. |don't even know why she wrote Johnny.

Like | don't know.
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Q  You could have connected Steve Bannon and POTUS without her?

A Alternate elector?

Q Do you have a general understanding of what people mean when they say
that or what they're referencing?

A Not really. No, | don't.

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- So in seven States where the outcome of the election was disputed
and the state authorities certified the Biden electors, the Trump electors also met on that
same day when the electors cast their votes, cast their votes, signed a certificate saying
they were electors and submitted those. Thus, they're referred to as alternate electors.

The Witness. Okay. So they exist. At the time, they just didn't put their votes
because there weren't enough votes for them to cast them. They didn't win.

- And they were not the official ones that were certified by the State
authority, but they were submitted to the Vice President and to the archives.

The Witness. Yeah. Idon't know.

Mr. Tacopina. Submitted, but not counted.

The Witness. That's very complicated and confusing.

B hat's correct.  They were not counted.  Some people said
because there are two slates, that's why the Vice President should either reject elector
from a State or send it back to the States for further consideration.

Mr. Tacopina. Okay.

The Witness. What | do know, is oftentimes people will use my name for

something because it will carry weight.

Q  Well, the reason | ask is actually because you have two calls with an
individual named David Shaeffer who actually is one of the alternate electors in Georgia?

A Oh, is he?

Q Do you know Mr. Schaeffer?

A | know Mr. Schaeffer.
Q Who do you know him as?
A Like a Georgia party official. |don't know he's alternate -- | didn't know
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that part. | know he's someone on the ground in Georgia and has some capacity,
otherwise he would be around at all the Georgia events.

Q  Today, sitting here today, did you have any knowledge that Mr. Schaeffer
was also an alternate elector?

A To the best of my recollection, no. | just knew he was a Georgia -- in some
way, Georgia-related party official or on some board or entity. | don't know.

Q  Canyouthink of --

A | don't know what his official title is.

Q  Andthat's fair. But can you think of any reason why you would be
contacting him January 9th and January 14th?

A No, | don't.

Mr. Tacopina. Amanda, these are calls you're saying?

__. Yeah. These are exhibit 23, page 38 and page 44. I'm looking
up -- it looks like Ms. Guilfoyle placed the call on January 9th to Mr. Schaeffer, and it
lasted a few minutes. So it was a conversation, and it wasn't like a text or a voicemail.

The Witness. |don't recall.

- And then on January 14th, if you look at page 44, it was again a call
placed for Ms. Guilfoyle to Mr. Schaeffer, and this one was a solid 5 minutes,
conversation.

Q  Anyrecollection of that?

A It's not ringing any bells, but again, he was like a pleasant guy. Otherwise, |
think | met him one time in Georgia, either before the election or after, something like
that. |just know he was around at Georgia party politics but | don't know what his

official capacity is.
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Q  Anddid you ever have any conversations with Don Jr. about the plans that
were being generated after the election with regards to overturning the election results
either on -- either before or on January 6th?

A No, | did not.

Q  Did you ever talk with Mark Meadows about it?

A Not that | recall, had no specific conversations, and | know Mark Meadows.
We campaigned for him when he was in office in North Carolina and then Chief of Staff
for the President.

Q  Did you ever talk with Don about his conversations with Mr. Meadows
regarding that topic?

A No, | did not.

Q Okay. Were you aware that Don had texted Mr. Meadows about it --

A No, I'm not aware of what he texted him about. What|am aware of is
there's a recent news report that there's a text that Don sent to Mark Meadows, but |
know that they're friendly, and they've known each other for a long time and they would
text on occasion.

Q  If you could turn to exhibit 29. | just wanted to ask you, these are texts
with Mr. Meadows, some of which are on, some of which are not.

A Okay.

Q  And if you can see on here -- and I'm sorry.

A Oh, hereitis. There. Yeah.

Q  Soitlooks like some of these are direct individual chats, and then it looks like
some of them may be group chats. But it looks like you sent Mr. Meadows a text on
November 4th, and it appears to be a tweet maybe by David Litt?

A | don't know.
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Q Do yourememberthat?

A No. Do you have it?

Q  Wecould probably pull it up. | honestly don't even remember what it was
about.

A Yeah.

Q | think it was about something involving the election?

A | rarely, if ever, texted with Mark Meadows. Just didn't do it.

Q  Sothatis -- if that is the case that you rarely text with him, | was hoping that
maybe that one stood out in terms of why you texted him then?

A Let's see if we can look it up.

Q  When you say that you couldn't or you didn't?
A Oh, | was saying let's look it up. | want to see what it is.

Q | mean about the talking to Mark Meadows?

A Oh, | said | rarely, if ever, texted him. | just always thought | wouldn't want
to bother him because he's busy. | really didn't have anything to kind of text him about.

Q It looks like it's a tweet, if you could pull it up. We can't -- it's on this
computer. But it's -- David Litt says, "Anyone in Georgia, team Joe needs people to go
door to door helping voters fix their mail-in ballots so they count, sign up?"

And it looks like right after you send that maybe the next day, Don sends a text
saying, "This is what we need to do. Please read it and please get it to everyone that
needs to see it because I'm not sure we're doing it."

So it sounded like maybe some efforts regarding that?

A | don't know what it means.
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No recollection?

Q Okay. Andthen--

A | don't even know what it means. Does it mean like, they're doing this, we
should do this?

Q  Actually, it looks like your text may be completely unrelated because what
Don Ir. texts at 12:50, "this is what we need to do, please read it and please get it to
everyone" --

A Okay. So these are Mark Meadows' texts.

Q Yes.

Got it. So he has a text from me and then separate --

Q  And the next day?

A -- another text from Don.

Q  Exactly. Don texts, thisis what we need to do, and then he texts a lengthy
description.

Were you aware of these texts?

A | was not aware of them. The first that | heard of it was when -- it became
public or was in the press. Wasn't this just in the news?

Q  The reference to texts between Mr. Meadows and Don Jr.?

A Yeah, that this vote -- State's vote, whatever, this just was in the news, was it
not a week ago?

Q  Honestly, there's been lots of articles of Mr. Meadows' texts and | could not
tell you the day it came out.

A [ think that was the first time | heard of this.

Q  If you notice, there's texts between Don Jr. on November 5th?
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A Uh-huh.

Q  Andthen there's texts between Don and Mark on the 6th, and he says, "Sis,
you see this -- my guess is that was did, did you see this and what do you think."

| don't believe he's calling Mark Meadows "sis."

And then Mr. Meadows responds, "Much of this had merit, working on this for PA,
Georgia and North Carolina already."

A Okay.

Q  Andthen Don responds on November 6th, "I'm in Georgia right now. | flew
down yesterday to hold a presser and help organize the team, going to meeting shortly
with Nick Ayers, Sonny Perdue, who's gonna be our leader in Georgia and also bring in Lin
Wood who really wants to help."

Were you aware of anything he was talking about in that text? Did you have any
conversations with him about it?

A Yes, because we went to Georgia, but I'm not sure exactly when, but
it was -- oh, yeah. That's in November. That's November 6th. So after the election,
we flew to Georgia. | was reading that as like 1/6. | was like this doesn't any make
sense. We werein D.C.

So on November 6th, we did go to Georgia. |accompanied him. And he went
down and there was a press conference with like Ronna McDaniel and some other
Georgia people. | don't remember exactly who. But we were there very briefly, and
we flew out.

Q  So Mr. Meadows responds and says, "Connect with Cleta Mitchell who is on
the ground there. | will send you a contact. She can work with Cleta."

A Yes. She was there.

Q She was at the event?
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A Yes. She was in Georgia, there was like a building right where the event
was. So it was inside, and then the event was -- the presser was outside.

Q  And Don responds back to Mr. Meadows, "Great. She's apparently
meeting us now."

A Yes.

Q  So were you present at those meetings to discuss efforts post-election?

A Yes, | was. | was in -- it was kind of like a conference table like this. They
were talking about where does the election stand in Georgia? Have all votes been
counted? Just that type of thing, summarizing what happened, what's transpired,
where do votes, you know, stand, basically to see if there was a pathway or something
where it was close enough that Georgia would go Trump essentially.

Q  Andwas it your understanding at that meeting, that Sonny Perdue was
leading that charge, or did it seem like Cleta Mitchell was?

A | don't know the name of who was leading the charge. We weren't there
very long. Sonny Perdue came in. | recall Cleta Mitchell. Eventually, Lin Wood came.
I'm not sure. | want to say maybe David Perdue. | don't know if Kelly Loeffler stopped
by. It was kind of that type of thing where people dropping in and passing through.

- Do you have any additional questions on that regarding that time

period in November?

Q  There's additional texts here regarding January 6th. But we're going to
come back to those because we're kind of sticking to that timeline order?
| don't think there's anybody online. Okay. Great.

So sticking with the events on January 5th, that night, do you remember speaking
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with Ali Alexander on the phone?

A | do not. But | subsequently learned as | stated to you earlier today, that |
was told by Caroline Wren that she held up the phone to me and said, say Hi.

Q  Oh, okay. Soitwas Ms.Wren's phone that called Mr. Alexander and she
told you to say hello to him?

A Allegedly. This is, again, what she told me, that well, actually, | held up the
phone, | don't know if you knew who you were talking to, | told you to say hi. This is not
uncustom for me. People do it all the time. Say hi to my Aunt Susie, say hi this person,
say hito that person. And | don't know the guy. So, you know, it's not like | ever
talked to him or called him or had conversations in any way that | can recall. So that
was the first time, and then he talked about it on his podcast and tweeted about it. So
then | recall Taylor asking me, and that was during that around January 13th or
something, | don't know, saying, Oh, Did you talk to this guy, and I'm, like, who is he?
Then I'm, like, okay, Carolyn said that she put me -- he said Carolyn, | think, put you on
the phone or something like that.

Q Yeah. |thinkthis was in your production, the January 15th text exchange.
This is exhibit 13. | think that's what you're referencing is the text you produced with
Mr. Budowich. He sends you, | believe, the tweet where Mr. Alexander says that, and
says, These people are nuts, very bad -- this is on page 2, These people are nuts, very bad,
should avoid at all costs. You respond, | don't even know him, and he writes back,
Caroline's friend she was working with.  Did she put you on the phone with him or
something maybe? And you respond, | have no idea who he is. She said, say hi to
someone. Who knows.

A Right that's what she's saying, and that's what she told Taylor.

Q Yousaid, so tired of her nonsense and she's off on vacation posting every
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second, making a spectacle. That's consistent.

So | think that's the conversation you were talking about with Mr. Budowich. |
just want to make sure.

A Yes. Andthenldidn't talk to her for like 3 months because | was too
annoyed.

Q  Sothe otherthing | want to talk to you about is there were witnesses that
reported that you and Ms. Wren were on another phone call calling organizers that night.
There had been, | believe, either Megan Powers or Maggie Mulvaney and that Ms. Wren
and/or you were screaming that Ali Alexander, Roger Stone, and Alex Jones needed to be
on stage the next day because the public lady donor wanted them to be on stage?

A Absolutely not. | have no recollection of that. | didn'tdoanycall. |
wasn't involved with this. | didn't organize it.

Q Okay. So now we're going to get to January 6th, and | know it was a busy
day and it was over a year ago. We're just going to walk through it the best we can from
beginning until end. | think you said it was a very, very early start. Can you tell us
what do you remember the first thing that day?

A It was early because | know we had to go to the White House.

Q  Okay.

A Okay. So like | just -- we asked our Secret Service, Hey, what's the
movement for the day? Meaning they'll tell us, okay, Hey, this is what we're tracking,
we're getting you guys over here doing this, this, and this. We went over to White
House. |don't know the exact time. But it should be available to you for the logs.
Don and | went over there and basically, you know, we were there prior to going over to
speak at the Ellipse.

Q  Okay. Andif you had to guess, are we talking like dawn or just sometime
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early in the morning before?

A | think it was early. Not dawn, but like | don't know, 8 or 9. You would
have better access to that information than me because | don't know.

Q  You would be surprised at the reliability of some of those logs or possibly
not. That's why I'm just asking for your best recollection to the extent that you
remember what time you arrived at the White House?

A It was definitely morning.

Q  Okay.

A Okay. So it was before noon. | would say some time. |don't know if it
was 8:30, you know?

Q  Definitely before your speech, right?

A Oh, yeah.

Q Okay. Soyoustart at the White House, and I'm assuming your detail --

A | was never at the White House after. | gave my speech. We listened to
President Trump, but really didn't hear it all because we were over in the back inside the
tent with the heaters and stuff, and then we left.

Q Okay. So vyour detail drives you to the White House if | understood that
right?

A That's my recollection.

Q  Okay. So vyourdetail drives you to the White House, and at this point in
time, is this the, kind of quote, Oval -- are you there, and you just jump right into an Oval
Office meeting with the President?

A | wouldn't call it a meeting. We always go in and see him. That's his
father, like, you know? He always says, Hi, kids, come on in.

Q  So let's pause for a second there, because you make an interesting point.

You said it's his father. He's walking in. If he has that relationship with his dad, why
does he --

But with regards to when you get to the White House, where are you? What are
you doing?

Where you have the area
before you go in, where the secretaries are, where Scavino is, et cetera, before the Oval.
| don't recall exactly where we were, if we were sitting out in the hallway, what we were
doing, but eventually went in to say hi to him.

Q Okay. Soforaframe of reference since this appears to be kind of, like,
where we're at. Let's put up exhibit 16 really quickly. This is the -- this is in your
binder. And this is actually -- this is the actual only document with the handwriting.

Is this the document you remember seeing? Because you said, Oh, my name,
Kimberly Guilfoyle, is handwritten at the top?

A Yeah. Maybeitis. Because | remember seeing all of our names on here.

Q Do you remember where you would have seen this?

A Yeah. It wasinthe press.

A | believe so. There's, like, a screenshot at the top of it. Maybe somebody
leaked it.

There's a lot of calls, and if you look at page 2, there's a meeting
that's logged starting at 11:11 a.m. where the President was meeting with Don Jr., Eric
Trump, Ivanka, Lara, you, Stephen Miller, and | believe that's the people who are present
as listed.

Do you remember attending that meeting?

A Yeah. Butlguessit--1didn't consideritto be a meeting. We just go in
and sit with him. It says the President met with, because we were physically present,
but we weren't summoned for a meeting.

Q Sowere you in the room --

A It would probably say that exact thing any of the other times we go into the

Oval Office.
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Q  Asyou can see earlier, there are other places that he goes, he's not
necessarily in the Oval at that point.

A Uh-huh.

Q Thediary log has him going into the Oval Office at 11:08, and then you all are
present in there meeting with him at 11:117?

A Okay.

Q  Now, you may have been in there and he came in. | don't know. But
whatever the circumstance was, do you remember speaking with him around that time
that morning?

A | don't know. |saw him 100, percent in the Oval that -- we were all in
there, me, Don, Eric, Lara. | remember Ivanka in there. Jared was away. |don't
remember Kellogg, but --

Q  Sojust clarifying the difference between the two?

A Uh-huh.

Q  That's helpful.

A Yeah. Okay.

Q  And if you could just tell us, what do you remember about that meeting?
A Yeah. |just want to read the rest of this real quick.

Soit's from 11:11, it says they met with us, and then he left to go to the south

lawn at 11:38.
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Q Yeah. Soifyoulookatthem in order, as you said, you're in the Oval Office.
He comesin. There's a group of people that he's meeting with --

A Well, | don't know the order, which is, | don't know if -- like, | don't think we
would just go into the Oval Office without -- | don't know if he was in there, and we
walked in, or they put us in there, and then he came in just to be clear.

Q  Oh, and | appreciate the clarification. So let's assume that as of 11:11, all
of you are present in Oval Office together?

A As notated in the daily diary, yes.

Q Yeah. Ifyoulookon the next page, he takes a call with an unidentified
person at 11:17 according to this, and then he leaves and goes to the South Grounds of
the White House at 11:38. He motored from the south grounds to the Ellipse, and he
arrives at the Ellipse and goes to the tent at around 11:41.

A Uh-huh.

Q  So during that time period, during that meeting with you're in the Oval
Office, did you hear Mr. Trump discuss the remarks that were prepared for him that day,
January 6th? Do you remember him discussing that with anyone?

A No, | don't. You mean his speech?

Q  Hisspeech. Mr. Miller was present.

Do you remember him discussing with Mr. Miller the remarks that were
prepared?

A He might have. |don't have like a distinct recollection that he was, oh,
discussing his remarks per se, but he often will review or go over his remarks prior to him
speaking at a rally or anything like that.

Q Do youremember whether Mr. Meadows was there?

A Yeah. |recall Meadows being there at one point. People sometimes
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come in and out.

Q Do yourecall Mr. Kellogg being there?

A Yeah. |don'trecall. Butagain, | see subsequent articles that say Kellogg
was in there. But | don't recall him being in there.

Q  What about Herschmann, Eric Herschmann?

A | recall Eric Herschmann --

Q  Beinginthe room at some point?

A Yeah. But like | just remember | was seated next to Don and Eric was over
here and we're like this, so | wasn't going like this all the time. You know what | mean, |
wasn't thinking we need to keep track of who's in here. | do remember, Oh, okay, you
see someone.

Q Do you remember then President Trump talking about what was going to
happen at the Capitol later that day in terms of the vote or anything that was going to
happen at the Capitol later that day?

A | don't have a recollection of that.

Q There's a book titled "l Alone Can Fix It." And in that book, it says that
during that meeting, you told the President referring to the crowd of people that were
out at the Ellipse, They're just reflecting the will of the people. This is the will of the
people.

Do you remember saying that?

A | don't remember saying that. | do remember reading about that in a press
article, and | was like, | don't remember saying that. And every everybody's like, yeah, |
don't remember you saying that. But | don't know if | said it or | didn't. | have no
recollection of saying it but.

Q Okay. The book also reports that lvanka didn't agree and was really upset
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at what | think Rudy and others had been telling the President. At one point saying
during that meeting, this is not right, it's not right.

Did you hear her say that, or did you get that impression from her?

A | did not hear her say that. But | think her opinion probably was -- well, |
don't want to speculate about it to be quite honest. | mean | don't recall her saying that
exactly, but it doesn't mean she didn't say it.

Q  Did she seem upset about what her father was about to say on the Ellipse?

A No, nothing -- she didn't say anything to me, no.

Q  Shedidn't speak that day. | think she was one of the -- primary children,
sorry, but one of the main children that didn't.

Do you remember having conversations with Don or any of the other family about
the ramifications of that or the relevance of that or her feelings, why she wasn't
speaking?

A Not really because then we just headed over there. But she was
administration. We're not administration. We speak at all these rallies and do that
type of thing.

Q  So did something give you the impression that the reason she wasn't
speaking was because she saw her role as administration different than the folks that
were associated with the campaign?

A Not necessarily, but at past occasions, perhaps she might not speak at
something, you know?

Q Did something give you the impression that that was the reason why she
chose not to speak at times?

A | don't want to speculate on it quite frankly, but | mean, | kind of didn't think

about it because | was saying, okay, she's not going to go up. It was just me, Don, Eric
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and Lara.

Q | just wanted to ask, still on exhibit 17, but at the top of page 3, there's a call
at 11:17 where it says the President talked on a phone call to an unidentified person.

Other witnesses have said that around that time, that was probably when the
President called Vice President Pence to, you know, try to convince him to not certify.

Were you present when the President made a call around 11:177

A | don't recall him, like, making a call. | recall he was on the phone with Vice
President Pence at some point during that time.

Q Do you remember anything that he said in terms of his side of the
conversation?

A | couldn't really hear 100 percent of what he was saying, and | definitely
didn't hear anything on the other line that identified that it was Pence, but it seemed like
he was speaking to the Vice President.

Q  Did you see Ivanka try to speak to her father at all while he was in the dining
room?

A Oh, | wasn't over there.

Q  Okay. Didyou see Keith Kellogg talk to Ivanka at all?

A | did not.

- Did you have questions on that before we -- we're going to move to

How did you know it was the Vice President?

| just remember like -- you're asking my recollection?
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Q Yes.

A To the best of my recollection, that he spoke to Vice President Pence. |
don't know whether it was something, oh, he's on with VP Pence or if there was some
word or something he said that it was the Vice President.

Q Okay. And by then, | think it had been fairly well reported in the news that
the President and the Vice President had a difference of opinion about what the Vice
President's role should be at the joint session of Congress later that day.

Do you recall them having a disagreement about that on that call that started at
11:207

A No. But | do recall him saying Mike, like Mike Pence.

Q  Okay. Others have reported that the President got heated with the Vice
President.

Is that consistent with your recollection?

A The President seemed actually to be in pretty good spirits that day, and he
was excited to go speak, and he thought that there was a large turnout at the Ellipse for
the rally. So he seemed to be happy about that. | think he was unhappy in general
about the election and the outcome, and | think that's still the case.

Q  But specifically, during that call with the Vice President, did it sound like he
was getting angry or frustrated with the Vice President?

A No, it really didn't. He actually keeps his voice down, kind of more soft
spoken.

Q Do youremember anything that he said on that call?

A Not really, but | did remember when you said that about Mike, like he was
talking Mike, more -- | remember him saying his name, but | don't know the context or

the conversation, and | didn't see the Vice President.
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Q  And were you listening to the President, or were you engaged in
conversation with other people?

A | was turned sideways talking to Don. | got up and | was using the restroom
to touch up my makeup because we were going to speak. | was getting up to walk
because my foot kept going numb. That's why | didn't hear the full President's speech at
the Ellipse. | was going to stand back. Ivanka said go stand by the heater to try to get
the feeling back in my right foot.

Q  The heater in the Oval Office?

A No. Inthe outside --

Q  When you were at the tent?

A The white tented area where they have the heaters and stuff.

Q Do you remember when you were in the Oval Office and the President was
talking to the Vice President, and | know you said you didn't always look behind you to
see who was there, but do you remember where lvanka was sort of in the back with
General Kellogg?

A | don't. | remember, like, lvanka kind of over on this side. As far as my
recollection goes, it went me, Don, either Lara, Eric, or Eric, Lara, and then Miller, other
people, towards over this way in the back.

Q  Were they standing or sitting?

A | don't remember if | saw Stephen Miller ever sit. He's not a real sitter.

He stands and walks.

Q  Andyou --just so | understand, was lvanka towards the back also?

A | recall her -- | wouldn't say towards the back. | recall her on the left side of
the room versus, say, the right side of the room. Does that make sense?

Q Yes. The left side as you're facing the resolute desk?
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A That's correct.

Q  Okay. Afterthe President finished his phone call with the Vice President,
do you recall whether he said anything about the call with the Vice President?

A No, he didn't really. He just hung up the phone, and | think we had to leave
because we were heading over ahead of him.

Q Do youremember him saying anything after the call with the Vice President?

A | really don't. No.

Q  During the call with the Vice President, some people have reported that he
called the Vice President a wimp. When you realized that it was Mike Pence that he was
talking to, did that stick out in your head, like, the use of any kind of derogatory terms
towards the Vice President?

A No. But ifl heard that, that would have not been good.

Q No. lagreed. Butdoyouremember him saying that?

A | do not remember him saying that, honestly, because when you just said
that, that surprised me. Because he always really liked Mike Pence, and they had a
really nice relationship always. They're just friendly. They had a really nice, cordial
relationship for the 4 years.

Q  Butyour recollection when he hung up with the Vice President was that he
seemed relatively calm, not upset or pissed off?

A Not pissed off. He was kind of quiet, you know? But | also try to be
respectful, and, like, mind my own business, you know, not to be nosing into his business
and listening and being inappropriate.

- That's just a white noise machine outside.

- But just so | understand, you testified earlier that while the President
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was talking to the Vice President, at times, you were having side conversations, so you
wouldn't necessarily have heard everything the President said?

The Witness. That's absolutely true. That's a fair statement, and | can tell you |
have a memory like a visualization of where people were standing or sitting. And
then -- but that doesn't mean they didn't move around and went to a different position?

o [

Q Do you remember being able to see the people on the Ellipse from inside the
Oval, like the visual of it?

A I'm trying to think if | could see something out to the left or not, or we saw a
TV, you know, what I'm saying? | don't know if | -- through the window or through the
television or something, like, looking out to see, you know, where it was or who was out
there.

Q | think part of what's been reported was the fact that from the Oval, people
in the office or the President could see a lot of the people that were on the Ellipse.

A Yeah.

Q | think that's right. I'm curious if the people who were in the office,
especially given the quote that was attributed to you, presumably it would have been a
sight in terms of all the people on the Ellipse. | was just curious if that stuck in your
head at all, if you remember?

A | did tell you that the President made some remark or was happy about Oh,
wow, the turnout.

Q  Theturn out, sure.

Q  The turnout.

A Sure. He likes turnout.

Q  Yeah, that is really clear that he's very excited when people come to his
rallies and his events. So do you remember any discussion about how great the turnout
was, all the people, like who was saying that other than the President?

A | think everybody was kind of just remarking, oh, wow, it's a big turnout.
There's a lot of people out there. And that was kind of cool. It was nice to see support
for him after a very, you know, tough campaign and election and outcome. Andsoiit
was just nice to see. Anyone would feel that way.

Q Do you remember any discussion with the people in the meeting about, you
know, anyone that was present that you overheard talking about goals in terms of what
to say at the rally or what they hoped to get out of the rally or just kind of what was going
to happen at the rally when they got there?

No discussion
about what was about to happen?

A No. Butwe do a lot of speeches, so this isn't something --

o I
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Q | know you mentioned you didn't recall stating the line in the book
reference, but did you, in fact, speak to the President during that meeting?

A Oh, we just went back and forth. Oh, hi. He says, you know, hi, honey, hi,
kids. You know, he refers to us as the kids. And that, oh, yes, a big crowd out there or,
you know, something positive to that effect.

Q  Did you say anything that -- not necessarily the wording that's noted in the
book, but did you say anything in the same sum and substance, anything about why the
people were there, the will of the people, the intention behind the crowd, the goal of the
crowd?

A Yeah, | don't recall saying anything about that, about the will of the people
or it's the will of the people, meaning, you know, if the people are excited to show up for
him, | think that says something, but | don't recall using that exact verbiage or semantic.

That's my recollection as we sit here today. I'm not saying it's impossible, but |
actually don't ever remember saying that. And | didn't when | heard about it when that
book came back at the time, and | still do not remember ever saying that.

- If | could ask you a small favor, because they turned the white noise
machine up and my hearing is terrible. Would you mind speaking up just a little bit
louder? It got difficult to hear you when they turned that machine on.

The Witness. | apologize.

- No, you couldn't know. It's just definitely on this side of the room.
o I

Q  And | guess just, rather than getting just to the language specifically, I'm
asking something more broadly, right?

A Sure.

Q  Because when | hear the will of the people, that is in a sense, it's -- to me at
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least, it's speaking about the intention behind why the people are there. Like, the
people are, as in this, it's a political statement to some degree. The will of the people
speaks to you're seeing what the American people politically want.

Did you talk to the President about anything like that?

A | did not.

Q  Okay.

A No, | did not.

Q  There seems to be in capturing -- to my colleague's point regarding you
saying they're just -- you being alleged to have said, they're just reflecting the will of the
people, this is the will of the people, and then the contrast with what lvanka is quoted as
saying, this is not right, it's not right. There seems to be --

A Are you saying that those two things coexisted in direct response?

Q No.

>

Because there was nothing like that that ever happened.
Q  No, that's not what | was saying.
A Okay.

Q  What | was saying was in the quotes that this book uses, there seems to be
capturing a different dynamic between people at the meeting who may have been saying,
this is great, there's tons of people, everything about this is fantastic, and some people
saying, this is not a good idea.

Did you get that vibe or --

A | didn't -- so essentially you described it. | did not get the sense that there
were like polar extremes in there. It wasn't that type of thing. It was just it was a cold

morning. It was early. We were there for not that long a period of time before the
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President -- we even then took off. He might have been there longer than we were,
because we went ahead of him to the event and to the rally, when he left to go to the
South Lawn and we went.

And that's why I'm saying to you that those events, by virtue of the -- what do you
call them, the agendas or whatever those documents were, that it shows those -- that
happened very early. They started apparently it looks like at 7:30 or something in the
morning. So we missed all of it except for when we spoke, you know, before the
President's arrival.

Q  We're going to come back to the when you leave, but | just want to go back
for a moment where when | was describing the vibe you said, well, it wasn't those
extremes. But was there anyone in the room who was indicating some concern that
there was maybe a negative aspect or a concerning aspect of a crowd that was really riled
up and they're protesting a stolen election?

A | didn't see it that way. | mean, | was there and it was very peaceful, and it
was like -- I'm very surprised by what happened, based on --

Q No, | understand.

A -- my personal experience at the rally. It was like a nice rally and people
were very respectful. There was no violence at the rally or anything like that.

Q  Let mejust clarify, just in the interest of time, because you answered a
question | didn't ask.

My question was, in that meeting in the Oval Office, was there anyone present
who was expressing their concerns about the people being there, about the signs,
about -- was there anyone expressing any negative feelings about what that crowd
indicated?

A Not that | recall or heard.
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Q  Okay.

Q  Did Ivanka Trump ever in your presence express any concern about the
President's continued challenges to the 2020 election?

A | think Ivanka was concerned in general about that, yes.

Q  And how do you know that?

A | just have that recollection, but | can't tell you from exactly when or where
that it was stated.

Q Do you remember anything about what she said to that effect?

A | think she was just concerned about continuing to challenge the election
results. It was just basically sort of that general feeling or consensus.

Q  Anddo you know what Jared Kushner's position was on that?

A I'm not sure. | mean, | would have to speculate, but maybe the same, you
know.

Q No. No, youdon't have to speculate, but did he ever express to you what
his views were?

A Not that | recall that | had that conversation or, you know what | mean,
spoke to him on the phone or anything like that. He also wasn't there.

Q  Did anybody ever convey to you that Jared had had concerns about the
President continuing to challenge the 2020 election?

A Yes, | recall something like that. But like not a direct conversation with me
and Jared, but it sounds familiar hearing something like that.

Q Do you remember who you heard that from?

A | do not.
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ov I

Q Do you remember whether Don shared those concerns, whether he was in
agreement with what you perceived lvanka's concerns to be?

A | think, you know, Don is actually just, you know, a pretty, despite Twitter,
measured guy. You know, he actually will evaluate something and say, okay, this
is -- despite his Twitter -- is going to evaluate something, say, this doesn't, you know,
seem like it's good or that. He's not afraid to speak up to his father. So -- and that's a
good thing.

Q  Where did he fall in terms of the -- let's say Ivanka's on one end of this may
not be the best idea challenging the election this far versus other people who wanted to
challenge it forever. Where do you think he fell in terms of the --

A | don't know. Yeah, | don't know the challenge it forever people, but |
mean, you know, you look at facts, you look at evidence, and he would want to make sure
that the election was, you know, fair and that were -- legal ballots were cast.

And | think it was concerning, and it still is concerning, that President Trump, you
know, received 13 million more votes in the 2020 election than he did in 2016. So that
would make him the first, you know, American President to lose an election receiving
more votes than he did in his first term.

And having been traveling across the country with him at all of these rallies, all of
these stops, | mean, we did thousands, and seeing the enthusiasm and just the lines all
the way out, down streets, down freeways, people waiting days ahead of time, it was
unbelievable the amount of enthusiasm, more so than, you know, we even saw in 2016,
and the people and the support that he had.

So it just did not make a lot of sense to see that Joe Biden, who could barely get

like hardly any people to come to any of his events, all of a sudden turned out all of these
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votes.

Q  Well, so here's -- and | don't want to cut you off, but | will say this: We
could spend a bunch of time explaining to you how it makes sense, but it's 6 p.m. And
so rather -- | don't want to contest, like, your beliefs.

A No, no, no, but you asked me what were people -- so it wasn't two polar
divides. It was sort of like, hey, well, let's check this out. I'm talking about November
3rd and they're still counting votes, and you want to make sure that valid, legal votes are
cast and they'll actually be counted. [f | give a vote, | would like my vote to count. |
would like to not have someone vote twice, or | would like to not have machine errors or
malfunctions or whatever.

| don't know. It wasn't my purview or responsibility to investigate, you know,
the election. | was there to raise money during the 2020 campaign, which, you know,
ended on November 3rd.

Q  As of mid-December, it's pretty well established that President Biden is going
to be the next President. Do you remember having conversations with Don around that
date about whether it was over or whether there was still a fight to fight?

A What date?

Q The mid-December, we'll say.

A Not specifically, but Don and | have a lot of -- you know, a lot of things going
on and we help a lot of different candidates. So it was a pretty, you know, busy
schedule. We didn't sit down and have specifics about that kind of conversation.

And that's why that text was surprising, because | don't ever remember Don
saying anything like that. | don't think he knows how that process worked. So I'm
sure -- to me, it seems like he copied and pasted it from someone else.

Q  So earlier you said that you left and went to the Ellipse before the President.
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Do you remember how you and Don get to the Ellipse?
A Secret Service.

Q Okay. So--

>

That's my recollection. They then took us over and we motorcaded over.

Q  Isthat with Eric and Lara?

A They have their own detail.

Q  Okay. Soyourdetail takes you, their detail takes them?

A Yes. We go together, they go together, like each family.

Q  And what happens when you get to the Ellipse? Woalk us through that.

A We're just trying to make the movement to get through. Like | said, it was

extremely cold and it was like adverse conditions, basically. So we went into the hold,
which we called the hold. And we were just, you know, waiting to see when we were
going to go on. But it was pretty quick.

We were right there up at the front. And then it was -- the order was already
decided. And it was like Lara, Eric | think. I'm not -- I'm trying to remember the
exact -- yeah, yeah. | think they kind of were up together at one point, and then she's
saying him -- or said, oh, wish my husband happy birthday. And then Eric said, Kimberly.
And then | was going on after Eric. And then Don.

And then | think -- | don't know if somebody else spoke in between or not. I'm
trying to remember, because there's also a little bit of a gap for the President. But then
we were over in the back, because it was cold, yeah, and | wanted to go to the heater.

Q Sowe're goingto come back. There's a video that Don takes in the tent. |
don't know if you remember. It was on YouTube. At thattime, | believe the President
is in the tent.

Do you remember, when you were in the tent, about how long it is between the
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time that you arrive and the time that Eric and Lara get up and then you successively get
up? So basically, from the time that you arrive, how long is it until you speak?

A It was pretty quick.

Q  Quick, okay. And that makes sense. Sothey get there, they get on the
stage. You guys get on the stage.

A Well, we were all there together. Like, because we left the White House.
And | think they motored over, we motored over, and then we're all there and then it's
boom, boom, boom, boom, boom.

Q Okay. Solet'sjustjump right into talking about your speech. Earlier, |
think you mentioned that Caroline Wren emailed you a proposed speech to use, and |
think you produced that in your production maybe.

A Yeah, | think we --

Q  It's like exhibit 14 | think, if you look at it. Yes, the email is 14. The speech
is 15.

A Oh, yeah.

Q Sothisis onJanuary 6th. | believe she's sending this to you. So | actually
think that that time may be wrong, because if you look at the next email, which is a copy
of that, it says January 6, 2021, at 7:43 versus 12:43 p.m. |think that may be the UTC
difference.

Do you remember getting the speech early that morning from Ms. Wren?

A | don't, because | never asked her for a speech. And | didn't give this
speech. |didn't even basically look at this speech or read it. I've done it now to look at
it, but | gave my own speech. And if you play it, you will see that | just got up and
extemporaneously gave my remarks. | don't need a speech from --

Q  Yeah, I'm going to come back to that in one moment, so let's just pin that for
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a second.

In looking at the email that she sends you, first off, who are the ccs Kyra Schaefer
and Cassidy Kofoed?

A Oh, those are the people | believe that were on that memo.

Q  Okay. They're like organizers or people helping organize?

A | don't know how to classify the staff or what their official title was from that
event. It said that Caroline, Maggie, | believe, and it said Kyra and --

Q  Kyra Schaefer. And Cassidy Kofoed, is that -- earlier we were talking about
a Rick Kofoed. Is that any relation?

A That is the daughter -- one of the daughters of Rick and Stacy Kofoed.

Q Okay. And when Ms. Wren attaches the speech and sends it to you, it says
KG SPEECHvV2, suggesting that it was a second version?

A Yeah. Idon'tknow.

Q  Did you ever get a first version?

A Not that | recall.

Q  If you could look and check into that just to see if there's a first version that
she ever sent you, that would be really helpful.

A Yeah. |mean--

Mr. Tacopina. We will. We'll do that.

- Yeah, that would just be helpful followup.

Q And if we could look at the text of the speech that she sent you. So this is

doc 15 -- excuse me, exhibit 15. And she says -- let me just read a portion

that -- because it's long. But if you could turn to, let's see, page -- let's see.
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A It's only three pages. You're referring to this here?

Q Yes. |ljustdidn't want to read all three pages into the record. But
somewhere there's a point where she says -- oh, here we go, in the middle of page 2.
Apologies. There's a sentence that starts, quote, "whether or not they will win." So
she says: "We must take back this country from the machine and STOP THE STEAL!"
Do you see the all caps STOP THE STEAL?

A Yes.

Q Okay. Soshesays: We musttake back this country from the machine and
Stop the Steal. It's the people like you, real American patriots, who must take back this
country from the machine. As we have seen, the Democrats will lie. They will cheat.
And yes, they will steal. But whether or not they will win is up to you. Will you roll
over like the country club Republicans of the past? Or will you stand with President
Trump and Fight Back? Will you fight for freedom?  Will you fight for the Second
Amendment? Will you fight for life? Will you stop the steal!? God bless all of you
fighters. God bless our law enforcement, first responders, soldiers, and veterans. God
bless President Trump and the entire family. And God bless America. We need you
to -- all caps -- GO FIGHT! Fight for America. Fight for your future. And fight for
President Trump. Now it gives me great pleasure to introduce the hardest fighter |
know, Donald Trump, Jr.!

Q  And actually, that is my question. Did you have concerns when you read
this and say, no way am | using that?

A When | see this now and read it, | would never give this speech. And|don't
even recall ever opening or receiving it and seeing it, because | was never going to use a
speech from her to begin with.

A | don't need her to write a speech. This is not a speech that | would

approve or ever write. Like, it's just -- and to me, it's like why is she sending me this
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nonsense.

Q  And your speech was very different from this.

A Yes.

Q  There was a line that you said, though, in your speech: We will not allow
the liberals and the Democrats to steal our dream or steal our elections.

What were you referring to when you said the Democrats were stealing our
elections?

Q  AndI'mtrying to figure out the timeline. At this point, when you finish
your speeches, you're hanging out in the tent, right?

A Freezing and dying and hoping he comes soon.

Q  And | think this is when | believe the video happens that Don is filming, right?
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A Yes, because so they're playing music, right, which is the President's
approved sound track of songs. And one of them that plays at all his rallies besides
YMCA is Gloria. | don't know what the name of the song is.

Q | thinkit's actually --

Mr. Tacopina. YMCA by the Village People?

The Witness. Have you not watched any Trump rallies?

_ No, it's actually a song | believe called Gloria. | believe the name of
the song is Gloria.

Q  Oh, that's probably just the bandwidth issue.
A Okay.

Q  But at the end there when you say, have the courage to do the right thing,
fight, what did you mean when you said that?

A Meaning like fight for what you believe in. Like, people say fight, fight for
your rights, fight for your -- like | did as a prosecutor. Fight for protecting child abuse.
Fight for victims of domestic violence. Like, fight for what you believe in.

Mr. Tacopina. What didn't you mean?

The Witness. | didn't mean anything about any insurrection or inciting any kind
of violence. |abhor anything like that happening.

Q You mentioned lvanka was in the tent. There were witnesses who said that
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she may have seemed a little uncomfortable. Did you get the impression that she was
uncomfortable being there or that she got flak from any Trump supporters for not being
on the stage?

A | didn't -- no, | did not.

Q  Okay.

A You know, because she was just being lvanka, nice and --
Q  She kind of stood there neutrally?

A Yes. She'sjust-- yeah. She's a classy lady.

Q Do youremember -- I'm sorry, | didn't mean to cut you off.
A She's a classy lady.

Q Do youremember interactions with -- | don't know if you remember earlier
we spoke about the Kremers, the women from America First?

A Yes.

Q Do youremember seeing Amy Kremer, the mother, in the tent?

A | recall her at the time around when we went to go speak, right? And she
was there with Katrina and | think her daughter. | think that's her daughter.

Q  And witnesses characterize that you may have given her the cold shoulder.
Did you have any issues with Ms. Kremer?

A Absolutely not.

Q Okay. When --

A I'm always very polite to her, to everybody. | --you know, a nice lady.

Q  When the -- there were some witnesses that heard then-President Trump
talking about going to the Capitol before he went on stage. Did you hear any of those
discussions?

A | did not.
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Q  Andthen he mentioned it again, actually, when he came off. Did you hear
him say anything about that?

A | did not, because | was in the back, all the way in the back of the tent. And
Ivanka was by the heater, and she knew that my foot had been like really, really hurting
and it was going completely numb. It was so cold on the ground and | just had the heel
on. And so she said, Kimberly, come stand over here where she was so that | could get
warm and heat my foot and leg up.

Q  Soyou were in that back of the tent area during his entire speech?

A Yeah. We moved around a little bit, but like, you know, quite frankly, it
was really, really uncomfortable and hard to be there at that point.

Q  Did you talk to anyone regarding the march to the Capitol or the plans to
march to the Capitol?

A No. |didn't know anything about it.

Q At what point do you understand that people are marching to the Capitol?

A Well, | left immediately. When the President was done, we took off. |
went back to Trump Hotel, grabbed my bag -- | think it was downstairs -- and went
immediately to the airport with the Kofoeds and flew back to Florida. And Don left. |
think he had to go to work in New York. He did not fly back with us. And so -- and that
was that.

Q Okay. Andsoyou leave immediately with the -- on the Kofoeds' plane, you
said?

A Yes.

Q Anddid you hear the President say, I'm going to march with you to the
Capitol? I'm paraphrasing, but the part where he says we're all going to the Capitol?

A No, | did not.
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Q Youdidn't hear that?

A No.

Q Do youremember hearing, at any point prior to the speech, that the plan
was for people, for everyone to march to the Capitol?

A Who's everyone?

Q  The people at the rally.

A Okay.

Q Do you remember ever hearing anyone, organizers, Ms. Wren, anyone say
the plan was going to be to march to the Capitol?

A No.

Q Okay. When it was called March for Trump and March to Save America and
the website was TrumpMarch.com, what did you understand the march part of that to
be?

A | never went on the website or did any of that, so | didn't understand it to
mean anything. | thought it was a Save America rally to go and speak, and that's what |
did, meaning | didn't -- | wasn't going to march to go do anything and | didn't hear
anybody talking about going to do marching, but you have to understand | was in sort of a
very limited environment.

Q Anditjust --

A | wasn't out in the crowd. | wasn't talking to people or anything like that.
| wasn't there early in the morning. We went from Trump D.C. Hotel, White House,
Ellipse, speak, hold, wait for POTUS to arrive, POTUS arrive, POTUS speak, leave, depart,
and motorcade back to Trump D.C., and then direct to the airport.

Q Okay. Anddoyouremember --

_ If | could just note, the graphic that Ms. Wren sent to you
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that everybody saw, that did say march, correct?

The Witness. I'd have to see it again. | mean, if you say so, yeah.

B Oh, it said march like three times. It said like march for Trump,
march --

Mr. Tacopina. Isn't that the first one that she said, no, don't use that one?

I The one that she said no, yeah.
oy I

Q  Andthen | think but also the itineraries, if I'm not mistaken, those also
indicated marches that were sent prior to the 6th.

A Yes, | understand what you're saying. I'm saying that I'm not -- as | sit here
today, and | don't have any recollection of, okay, there's a march or anything like that. |
mean --

Q  Was your understanding that when the rally was complete -- was your
expectation that this rally, that the idea was that the President would speak, and at that
point everybody would kind of go home and life would move on to the Biden Presidency,
or what was your expectation?

A That is usually what happens. After every single rally, you know, people
then try to exit and leave and go about their business. | mean, we've done, you know,
hundreds of them.

Q  Butdid you have conversations? | mean, this rally seems quite different in
that Congress is at that time engaging in a process by which it's going to certify the next
President. President Trump has been publicly for weeks talking about people doing the
right thing, and by that he's meaning object to the certification of the vote.

You in your comments in that video replicate the exact same language in saying to

fight and to do the right thing, right?
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A | think the right thing is to stick up for yourself, for your personal and
political beliefs, fight for what you believe in. That's just in a generic term.

Q  You mean that is not connected to anything that happened that day, but if
you believed Biden was President, that you meant fight for that? If you meant Trump
was President, fight for that?

A It meant nothing whatsoever in connection to certification or Biden/Trump.
What it was referring to is like stick up for what you believe in, make your voice heard, in
a good way, meaning we've lost the election, but you should still stand up for what you
believe in. And, you know, that's all | meant.

And in no way do | condone, as a former prosecutor, any kind of violence on the
Capitol or violence being committed whatsoever. And you asked me what | expected
that day. | expected that the election was going to be certified. And, in fact, that it
was.

Q  And when you went in that day, was it your view that President Trump had
lost the election? | think you just used the term "lost." Was that fair to say that you
believed -- when you said what you said there, but at that point you believed he had lost
the election?

Mr. Tacopina. | need clarification on that question. Do you mean factually lost,
like according to the United States Constitution or the electoral votes, or are you asking
her her personal opinion as to whether or not she thinks there was validity to the
election?

I V<!l what I'm trying to understand is that she used
phrasing there that --

Mr. Seigel. In other words -- if | can just interject -- are you asking her based on

the electoral count or that was projected, or are you talking about her personal beliefs?
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_ Well, I'm not asking whether -- | think we can all count the

electoral college, so we know how that ended up. |I'm not asking about that.

Mr. Tacopina. You're asking her personal belief.

! Well, when | say personal belief, it's not because we have
interest in where she comes down politically. But what I'm trying to understand is that
when you're -- is like the intention behind the rally for those who participated, those who
spoke, what you expected the rally would -- an effective rally, where that would end up,
right, or the aim?

Mr. Tacopina. |don't mean to interrupt you, but | think she said several times
that she did not participate in this rally with the anticipation that this rally would
somehow upend the votes, would prevent the certification. She said that many times,
that she did not participate in the rally thinking that or even thinking that the rally itself
would cause that to happen.

The Witness. That's correct.

Q  Was it your understanding that President Trump had, in speaking with Don
Jr. or anyone else in that orbit, that he had an intention that the certification -- that the
objections would lead to obstructing certification that day?

A Absolutely not.

Q  So are you saying that it was your understanding that Don Jr. also thought
that Joe Biden would be certified the President by the end of January 6th?

A Absolutely.

Q  Andthen did you talk to Don Jr. about his father's expectation about that
day?

A | think the President thought it was going to be certified as well. |don't
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think there was --

Q  Soisit fair to say that, as you're saying, everyone that was involved believed
that nothing would change after that day was the intention and the rally was just for
show?

Mr. Tacopina. Well, everyone else's intention is something | don't think she can
speak to.

The Witness. Yeah. |can't speak to everybody's mindset or intention, but |
know what | believed and what | thought. And what transpired and then the aftermath
was nothing that | would have ever, ever anticipated or expected.

o [

Q  Butlwant to put aside what happened, because I'm not making a suggestion
that you were intending for violence.

A No, | getit. And | was physically not present. | was already on a plane.

Q  Butwhat I'm trying to understand is, in leading up to the event, you -- there
it looks like that's quite a joyful, happy time that we're watching. Would that be fair?
You all looked pretty happy.

A Yeah. Woe're listening to the music. We're backstage. It's nice to see all
those people. It was very peaceful there, it really was. You had to be there to see.
And it wasn't any different from any other rally at that point that, you know, we would
do. And you have the crowds out there and people are excited.

Q  So when President Trump is telling people to keep the fight and whatever
else, what did you understand that he meant, if you're saying that you believed and Don
Jr. believed that the votes would be certified and Joe Biden would be President and
nothing would change?

Mr. Tacopina. Protesting. Protesting and standing up for what they believe.
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_ Well, if | could ask Ms. Guilfoyle's opinion on that, if |

could hear from her.

The Witness. Yeah. |mean, no, when | say, okay, you got to fight, fight for your
rights, fight for what you believe in, that's what | did as a prosecutor my whole life. Sol
always use that terminology. It had nothing to do with any march. It had nothing to
do with any insurrection. It had nothing to do with any attempts to overturn the
election or to try to obstruct a certification of a valid election in any way, shape, or form.

- So Don Jr.'s speech, just a piece of it, he yelled: It should be a
message to all the Republicans who have not been willing to actually fight, the people
who did nothing to stop the steal, this gathering should send a message to them. This
isn't their Republican Party anymore. This is Donald Trump's Republican Party. This is
the Republican Party that will put America first. If you're going to be the zero and not
the hero, we're coming for you, and we're going to have a good time doing it.

So there's definitely a sense that something -- | mean, who did he think -- who do
you think that was addressed to other than the Republicans who were about to certify
the election?

The Witness. I've heard him give a ton of speeches, and | know that he did not
think anything but that that certification was going to happen. And we thought that
already before that day.

But nevertheless, like, that's even not something that is egregious for Don to say.
He's talking about Republicans in name only. Like, RINOs are people that don't fight
hard to try to win elections or put the right people in place to, you know, put together
good teams to win races. That's the type of thing he's talking about. And he still talks

about stuff like that to this day.

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Q  Andjust so we're clear, you're saying in speaking with Don Jr., your
understanding is that President Trump also believed that the vote would be certified and
nothing would change, again, that day with regard to the winner of the election?

A That's my opinion.

Q  Well, I'm not asking for your opinion. I'm asking is that informed by your
conversations, your private conversations you had with Don Jr.?

A That was what Don Jr. and | believed when we were talking and having our
conversations for sure. And | didn't get the sense that day that the President thought
the election wasn't going to be certified.

Q  Sotothe extent that observers of Don Jr.'s speech left, let's say if they would
have left thinking that there was something that could happen that day, they would have
reached the wrong conclusion, because you're saying that's not what he intended them
to think?

A Well, in no way, shape, or form was Don condoning any kind of violence or
any insurrection, anything like what transpired that day. We were all horrified and
upset and saddened by what occurred at the Capitol, and that should, yes, never happen
again.

But it was very different at that rally. |t was very peaceful. It was a nice rally
and people out there just having a good time. And then seeing the aftermath hours and
hours later after landing, it was, you know, shocking and upsetting to see, obviously, for
anyone.

Q  So, actually, if we could on that point, and I'm skipping ahead just because

we're here, | think you said you immediately after the President's speech left, went back

to the hotel and boarded a plane.
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A Uh-huh.

Q  Public reporting had you taking off from Dulles International Airport at 3:47
p.m. Does that sound right?

A | actually don't know the exact time, because | know that we were like held
up for a little bit on the plane, but | don't know the exact --

Q  |just mean ballpark. That was what aviation records said so --

Mr. Seigel. What time did they say?

Q  Just ballpark, does that seem right?

A | mean, | guess. |don't--Idon't know exactly what time it was.

Q  Anddoyou remember Charles Herbster, | believe he's a Nebraska
gubernatorial candidate, do you remember him being on the plane with you?

A | think, yeah, he was on the plane.

Q Do you remember how many people were on the plane?

A No, | really don't, because | was like exhausted and frozen and tired and tried
to close my eyes to sleep to bit and just, you know, that's it.

Q Wasit all -- it was Rick Kofoed, obviously, and then were all the Kofoeds on
the plane?

A No. | think it was just Rick and Stacy.

Q The wife?

A Yeah.

Q  Okay. And Herbster, you, and was Don Ir. on the plane with you?
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A No. He went back | think to New York. He had to go to work or do
something.

Q  Ah, okay. So, to the best of your knowledge, he stays in D.C. that day?

A No, | don't think he stayed in D.C. | think he left for the airport to go to
New York. He hadtoflyout. He did not stayin D.C.

Q  Okay. Do you know if his flight was later that day, like --

A [ don't know.

Q Okay. AndI'm goingtocome back. So you were not with -- as of
presumably, let's say around sometime between the end of the speech, which | think is
like at 1-something, and 3:47, from the time that you leave, you are no longer with Don
Jr. at that point, correct?

A Correct.

Q  You go back in the hotel by yourself?

A No. We both went back to the hotel and then parted separate ways. |
mean, we left, motorcaded out. And then | got my bag, and | think he got in his car and
they went to the airport.

Q  Okay. Are you with him leading up to when -- like, if we flip really quickly
to exhibit 29, this is the Meadows text again. If you look at the text on January 6th,
which is | think the sixth from the bottom maybe, there's two blue ones very close
together. One's November 6th, one's January 6th.

Mr. Tacopina. That is too small, look on the screen.

ov I
Q Yeah. Ifyoulook on the screen, it's much easier to see.
But on January 6th, at what looks like 2:53 p.m., it looks like Don Jr. texts Mark

Meadows and says: He's got to condemn this shit ASAP. The Capitol Police tweet is
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not enough.

A Yes.

Q  And Meadows responds back: | am pushingit hard. | agree.

Just out of curiosity, going back to your point earlier where you said, you know,
it's his dad, is there a reason why he wouldn't have texted his dad directly and he would
have texted Meadows this?

A Yes, because you can't text the President of the United States.

Q That'simpossible? He doesn't have a phone to text?

A | don't know anybody who's texted him. Do you?

_ No, no, no. I'm saying | agree.

_This is helpful to understand. We're just trying to get your
understanding.

The Witness. If you want to reach him, you would have to call White House
operator to try to get through, or you would contact like chief of staff or someone that
you think might be around him.

Q  Somebody standing with him?

A Yeah.

Q  Okay. No, that's very helpful.

And then about it looks like 4 minutes later, Don texts Mr. Meadows again and
says: This is one you go to the mattresses on. They will try to fuck his entire legacy on
this if it gets worse.

And immediately again he texts: |I'm not convinced these are Trump supporters
either, by the way, so we should be looking into that.

And then 2 hours later, | believe at 4:05 p.m., Don texts to Mark Meadows: We
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need an Oval address. He has to lead now. It's gone too far and gotten out of hand.

A Uh-huh.

Q  And 6 minutes later he says: Now Biden beating us to the punch.

Were you present with Don at any point during this time when he's sending these
texts to Meadows?

A No. But like | also don't know if | was or | wasn't, if we were leaving or
what was happening, | don't think so, because -- no. And, again, we were in separate
areas. But, you know, later, then | know that that's, you know, how Don felt, obviously,
and --

Q  So |l will proffer to you that there is a series of phone calls where Don Jr. is
having calls with Schwartz and Surabian around, I'll say, 4:17 p.m. Were you with him
when he was having those calls?

A No, | wouldn't be privy to that.

Q  Okay. Didyou talk with Don at all regarding the situation or conversations
he had with his advisers about the situation?

A | just knew how Don felt about it. So they're his friends, and they -- you
know, they say they're advisers, et cetera. But, you know, it's not like -- you talk to
people that you're close with. Oh, hey, what's going on with this? And they probably
discussed it.

But | know what Don's opinion was. | can't, you know, speak to them. [I'm --

Q  What was his opinion?

A That this was totally out of hand.

Q Anddoyou remember him being -- | mean, was he -- to the extent that you
remember -- well, | guess you weren't -- you weren't with him at that point.

A No.
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You had already boarded the plane. Okay.

Really quickly, | just want to go back. That day, January 6th, do you

remember having any conversations or interactions -- and I'm just going to read you a list

of people.

Q  What about Attorney General Ken Paxton from Texas or any of his staff?

A | remember, | think, seeing him and his wife earlier on around the front of
the tent, briefly.

Q  Pleasantries?

A You have to understand the context. It's absolutely bone-chilling cold and
no one's like [indicating].

Q  What about some of the individuals we mentioned earlier? And |'m just
going to read them as a group. Ali Alexander, Roger Stone?

A No.

Q Alex Jones?

No.
Q  General Mike Flynn?
A No.

Q Okay. And understanding -- outside of the questions that we've already
asked regarding President Trump or any of the other family, did you have any
conversations that day with a family member about the events that transpired on the
6th?

A | might have talked to Don later, you know, when -- after | landed, after he
landed, because | didn't have WiFi on the plane. And then, like | said, | was just like, you
know, resting and stuff because | was in a lot of discomfort. And then, you know,
obviously finding and seeing what happened.

Q Sowe'll pause for a moment there since you brought it up, but when do you
remember becoming aware of what was happening in terms of the attack on the Capitol?

A | don't know if it was when we landed and started to get cell reception back
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or seeing videos. And then | wanted to, you know, get home and turn on the TV and see
what the hell is happening here, because it was like really upsetting.

Q  Did you talk to Rudy Giuliani, Boris Epshteyn, or John Eastman that day?

A | don't even know if I've ever spoken to John Eastman. | don't really -- |
mean, I've heard of him, but | don't really know him.

Q  What about Mayor Giuliani or Mr. Epshteyn?

A And | don't recall that | spoke to them that day.

Q  Did you see or talk to any members of President Trump's Cabinet or staff
that day?

A We saw Mark Meadows and said hello to Mark, and he was there at the
White House and in the tent. And | think you see with the video you see who's around.

Q  There was a call that morning that you had with Dan Scavino at 10 a.m. If
you want to look at exhibit 23, page 36. Do you remember what you would have called
Mr. Scavino that morning about at 9:45 a.m.ish?

A No, | really don't.

Q | mean, you rarely ever talk to him. | was just curious if you --

>

No, but we're friends.

Q  Okay.

A But, you know -- he's really busy nonstop, so he's not the kind of guy you
should be bugging.

Q Yes. Sogoing back a moment, the plane's takeoff | think is at 3:47. The
Capitol breach -- | mean, people had already started going to the Capitol, | think, before
the -- before even the President said to march. But the Capitol breach | think is around
1:30ish, give or take.

So is it -- and you said you didn't hear until the plane landed. So is it your
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position that you didn't know about the attack until 3 hours-ish after it started?

A No, | don't know exactly what time. Like, when you say the attack, like,
what actually transpired there and the full extent of it, | didn't know that, all the whole
full story, till after. You know, there was a lot of people | saw when we were leaving like
just in the streets in general, like even over by the hotel and, you know, that type of thing.

So it was like just people on the streets, which you do see at rallies. But | don't
remember the exact moment when | was like, wait, what's going on, right?

Q  Solcantell you, | mean, just -- | remember my phone blowing up, because |
live six blocks from the Capitol, and people literally telling me what was happening,
because | had no idea that anything was even happening that day. | can tell you exactly
where | was when | first learned of it just because it was a big deal.

A Right.

Q  Atext, you know, Capitol overthrown, some dramatic people in my life.

But do you remember where you were when you became aware that the Capitol had
been attacked?

A | don't. |don'trecall like being, like, attacked. | saw people in the street.

Q  Breached, whatever the word is you prefer, but something is going terribly
wrong at the Capitol beyond people marching.

A | don't recall, | really don't.

Q Okay. Andyoudon't remember any of the conversations with Scavino that
morning, what you would have talked about?

A You said there was just one call?

Q Yeah, | believe it was --

A | don't recall what it was. It might have been just logistical for us to go over

there.
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Q  Anddid you have any contact with Members of Congress that day at all,
either in the tent or afterwards?

A No, not that | recall. I'm trying to think. No, because | saw Ken Paxton,
but he's AG.

Q  Andyoudidn't have any conversations with any Congresspeople
about -- including Senators -- regarding the actions they were going to take on January
6th?

A Not that | recall. Are you saying on that day or just in general?

Q  Justin general.

A Yeah. No, not that | recall.

Q Okay. Solwanttoturnto some fundraising emails that went out that day.
If you can look at exhibit 18, | believe this is from your production.

A Okay. Can you give me a time estimate? Because I'm already missing my
one flight. My son's home alone.

Q Yeah. No,lunderstand. |think we can be done, I'm going to say 30
minutes, because we gave the court reporters a stop of no later than 7:30, and we are
trying to end earlier than that.

A Okay. |understand. Thank you.

Q  Sothat's - if it seems like I'm speeding, that's partially why, just because |
want to be respectful of everyone's time, but there are a couple of things we wanted to
run through with you.

A Okay, go ahead.

Q  Soifyou could look at exhibit 18, this is an email that's sent, | believe, at
12:09 a.m. on January 6th, and it says: Is it true that voting machines were not working

earlier in certain Republican congressional districts for over an hour? If so, we must
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remain vigilant.

And it's raising money, if you look at --

A Right.

Q  It's raising money for the, | believe the Election Defense Fund somewhere.
Oh, actually, this one may not say it. It's just 1,000 percent impact: Activated!

Oh, there itis: Please contribute S5 immediately to protect our Republican
Senate majority and to defend the election.

To the best of your knowledge, do you know if it was true that voting machines

were not working?

A | have no idea.
Q  Okay.
A But | didn't send this email out. I'mjust --

Q No, you received this.

A | know. [I'm on the receiving end because I'm signed up for emails.

Q Right. Andif you -- actually, let's just flip through really quickly. Just take
a look at exhibits 18, 19, 20, and 21. And these are actually four emails that you
produced in your production. So it may be all of them. It may be some of them. But
these are four emails that you produced on January 6th alone, starting at 12:09 that
morning going until 2:25 p.m. on January 6th. And just like read the text of those.

A Okay.

Q I'mjust going to -- if you look at exhibit 20 on the first page: The Vice
President is right. Today will be crucial. Over a hundred Members of Congress plan to
object to the election results, because they share the concerns of millions of Americans
about voting irregularities. This is our last line of defense, Kimberly. For a short time,

when you contribute to the official Defend America Fund, you can increase your impact
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by 1,000 percent.

And then if you look at the next email, thisis 2:25 p.m. that day: We're six days
into 2021 and | can't defend this election alone. Making sure we have enough resources
to save America, especially when the left and fake news media are working overtime to
take us down.

A Uh-huh.

Q  And | believe this is the last one you receive.

Did you have any problems with the content of these emails?

A | never even read these.

Q  Did you read any of the hundreds of emails that you would have gotten if
you were subscribed to this between November -- between the election -- so you didn't
see the theme of --

A No, | did not.

Q Youdidn't read any of these emails?

A No, | did not. I'm reading them now because it was part of the production.

Q You never had any -- did you have any conversations with anyone about the
email content?

A No, | did not. Again, I'm just on a database like signed up for emails, and so
these are just coming in. And, no, | don't open them or read them.

Q  But periodically, not in these four, periodically the digital fundraising team
would actually want to send emails out that sounded like they were coming from you,
correct?

A Yes, I've seen some emails come out from me. Me, Don Jr.

Q  Okay. | believe they call them surrogate emails, right?

A Uh-huh. Yes.
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Q  Okay. Andif you look at exhibit 32, | think this is the one that you're
referring to.

A Uh-huh.

Q Soifyou look at -- the emails go in reverse order, so the most recent is at the
front and the oldest is in the back. So if you look at -- the earliest email actually starts
on page 2. And this is a draft email from Donald J. Trump for President, Inc., but the
email address is kg@donaldtrump.com.

A Yes.

Q  And the subject is, Call with Rudy Giuliani today at 5 p.m. Eastern. And this
looks like it's a proposed email to some individual.

A Uh-huh.

Q  And it looks like to be from you, as the national chair of Trump Victory.

>

Uh-huh.
Q Do you remember reviewing this?
A No.

Q  Isthis pretty -- is this similar to emails that you would have received as
a here's an email that we'd like to send as a Trump surrogate?

A Yeah. But, | mean, they don't always contact me and very rarely to say,
okay, do you approve this to go out? So stuff gets generated and sent out from the
database.

Q  Sodoyou know if you were sent these to review before they went out?

A | don't believe | was, no. I'm reading it now, looking at it.

Q  Take alook at exhibit 33.

A Uh-huh.

Q So this is an email where -- I'm not sure. Falicia Mandel is finance director
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for Trump Victory Finance Committee. Does she work for you?

A Yes. She's one of the people that worked for me.

Q  So she asks the next day -- the exhibit 32 emails are on November 9th.
Falicia Mandel asks the next day: Can we send to Kimberly for approval? Thank you.

And Alex Cannon responds on November 10th: Yep.

Do you remember actually getting this email to review?

A No.

Q  To the best of your knowledge, was it common for Ms. Mandel to request
that if something was coming out from you, that you be allowed to review it first?

A Yes. Usually they were supposed to, but that didn't always happen. |'ve
seen emails go out that are just from the database versus if something is sent out from
me specifically as in Trump Victory Finance Committee versus the Donald J. Trump for
President database.

Q  Did you draft these emails, or who would have drafted --

A | did not draft them and | don't know who did.

Q  You have no idea who drafts your surrogate emails?

A | have no idea who drafted this email. | don't know for each individual
email who drafts them.

Q  When you did review these emails, if they did send them to you, what did
you review them for?

A | always -- if we sent an invitation or something out to a Trump Victory
Finance Committee event, | approved those. Those are very specific. And to donors
that, you know, say there's an event in Alabama or wherever. And we'll target who we
think we want to send an invite to. These are just -- this is just mass mailing, what

you're looking at here.
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So the email that they send in exhibit 32, on page 2, looks to be like they are

proposing a meeting for people to attend, a call, with Rudy Giuliani, regarding legal

efforts, an update on the legal strategy for election integrity.

Do you remember organizing that or having any role in organizing an event like

that?

So when you produced the emails that you produced -- | think there were

four of them, and | believe maybe number 18 or 19 was the last one --

-- 21 actually -- do you remember having any discussions with anyone or
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anyone ever discussing with you that fundraising emails should stop after the January 6th
attack?

A No. But | was not working for the campaign.

Q  No, |l understand that. | just was curious if either Don Ir. or any of the
family members, or if you remember ever having any discussions with anyone regarding

the decision to stop all fundraising on January 6th.

A No.
Q  Okay.
A I'm not aware of it.

Q  There were witnesses that said that you and Don stopped doing media
appearances after January 6th until after inauguration. Do you remember that?

A | know we weren't on the air doing any media appearances.

Q Do youremember --

A | don't recall what date, if any, that | went on the air again or he went on the
air again.

Q  Okay. Butdoyouremember at least having conversations with people
saying that you were not doing media appearances after January 6th until after the
inauguration?

A | don't have a recollection of that as | sit here today, no.

Q Okay. Do youremember talking with -- let me go to exhibit 27. | think
this is Mr. Budowich.

So if you take a look at exhibit 27 -- and actually, if you look in the book, there's a
phone number,_

A Uh-huh.

Q  We have that number as Lea Bardon, who | believe was your executive
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assistant. Do you recognize that number?

A | don't recognize the number, but Lea Bardon was my executive assistant
and helped out with campaign events.

Q Do you have any -- | guess what I'm asking is, is are we wrong in that that is
not her number, do you know?

A | have no idea.

Q Okay. Do you happen to know her phone number?

A | don't know her phone number by heart, no.

Q No, | was just -- some people pull out their phones and check their contacts
just because none of us know any phone numbers without our phones. But | was just
curious, we were hoping you could confirm that we have the correct person involved in
these texts.

A Yeah, I'm trying to read them to see. Let'ssee. |don't know. Letme
read here.

What is this about?

Q ldon't know who he's talking about. | have no idea. But what we have
starts here. And then if you scroll down to page 2, | believe.

A Oh.

Q  So Ms. Bardon says on January 18th, "Hey, KG had said they aren't doing any
media until after inauguration but wanted to double-check that hadn't changed because
Newsmax Greg Kelly called me and wanted to see if Don or KG could do a hit on
censorship."

And Budowich responds, "Yeah, | just told her no. Jessica."

And Lea says, "Yes, her. Cool. Thankyou. Thankyou."

A Yeah.
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Q Soljust--

A That sounds like Lea. And there's also the reference to Chris up above
somewhere, and that's her boyfriend, is Chris, so that sounds like Lea.

Q  But did you have conversations with Ms. Bardon saying that you and Don
would not be doing any media until after inauguration?

A No, not that | recall, but it's possible she could've reached out to me to say,
hey, somebody -- because people knew she was my assistant from before -- she was no
longer my assistant -- but they would say then, because that was pursuant to the
campaign.

But it's not, you know, unexpected that someone would reach out because they
had, there was a POC before, if they made an inquiry for me for a press appearance or a
hit.

Q  Whydid you guys make that decision?

A | just don't even recall at the time.

Q Youdidn't have any discussions about it?

A No. It's not something|, like, remember right now why we said we weren't
or we were, but | think it's, in retrospect, it's probably a good idea.

Q Well, it seemed like earlier you were saying that you made a portion of your
income off of speech, which | thought -- speeches -- which | thought fell under media.

So it seems like you would be going without income during --

A No. Youdon't get paid to go on television.

Q I'm going to take your word for it.

A No, speeches are, like, get up and giving a speech to a group versus, oh, I'm
just goingon. Unless you're a contributor and you have a signed contract, you don't get

paid for a media appearance, like on, you know, Newsmax, OAN, or FOX.
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Q  Okay.

A You have to be signed as a contributor or anchor.

Q  Sothiswasn't a loss of income, this was just a choice not to do any media?
A Yeah. No, | mean,|--youdon't -- | don't get paid for that.

Q  And | may have asked this, but did you and Don have conversations about
this? Did you decide to do this?

A You know, | don't recall. | mean, just thinking about it now, | think it
seemed like a good idea, right, because in the aftermath of what occurred, to be
respectful, and then wait until the President is sworn in.

Q Okay. Andthen what communications regarding January 6th -- so I'm
talking specifically about the day, January 6th, and the events on there. |I'm just going to
ask some people, regarding whether you had any contact with them pertaining to
January 6th.

Did you have any contact with Ali Alexander, Roger Stone, or Alex Jones?

A No.

Q  General Mike Flynn?

A No.

Q Okay. What about any of the Trump family members, excluding for the
moment Don?

A What do you mean? Contact with them prior to January 6th?

Q No, no. Contact after January 6th where you talked with them about
January 6th.

A Oh, yeah. Don and | spoke about it, but | don't have any recollection of
speaking to the other family members about it.

Q  There was a call that you and Eric had on January 20th. You guys don't -- it
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doesn't seem like you speak to each other that often, so | was just curious if you
remember what you may have talked with him about on January 20th.

A He and | have a really good relationship, and so, you know, we'll text or talk
back and forth. And sometimes when he's trying to reach Don, he calls me, says, "Hey,
KG, is Don there? Can you put him on?" That type of thing.

Q Oh. Okay.

A Or we'll say hi or what's going on. Sometimes he might ask me for help,
you know, like, "Hey, we need a babysitter. Do you know one?" Like that type of stuff.

Q A moment ago you said you did talk with Don. What conversations have
you had with Don about the events on January 6th, to the extent that you can remember
any of them?

A Not a lot, quite frankly. | mean, it's not like we sit there and talk about it all
the time. We have so much, you know, going on.

Obviously, we're both very upset with what happened, and we both would've
liked the media response to come out, et cetera. So it's just one of those things. It's
not something that we are talking about every day.

Q  Did you ever have any conversations with Giuliani, Eastman, or Epshteyn
after January 6th?

A No, not that | recall.

Q  Any Members of Congress?

A No, not that | recall.

Q  Did you ever talk to any of the Women for America First, the Kremers?

A No.

Q  What about Caroline Wren?

A | might've talked to her in some time frame, but | also didn't speak to her for
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a very long time, | think probably a few months.

Q  Even when all of the reporting and everything was coming in and questions
were coming in about the funding and the organization?

A You're talking about right after January 6th? Yeah, there was a period of
time there that | didn't speak to her because, you know, obviously | was still upset about
what happened with that whole thing. And just everything that transpired was very
disappointing and people's behavior.

Q  Did you have any conversations with Katrina Pierson after January 6th?

A Not that | recall.

Q  What about Taylor Budowich?

A Taylor, probably yes. | mean, | have spoken to Taylor since January 6th.
We're friends, we speak.

Q  Sothe day after, on January 7th --

A He also works for the President now, so --

Q  Oh, I'm talking about kind of like in the aftermath.

But on the day after, on January 7th, you spoke with him for 12 minutes. It was
probably actually one of the longest calls -- it was a long call in terms of call length.

A Uh-huh.

Q  Did you discuss the day before at all?

A | don't recall. | mean, it might've come up, but | don't have a specific
recollection, it's a year and a half ago, of exactly what we talked about.

Q | thought maybe if there was a "l told you so" or something to that effect,
that maybe it would kind of stand out in terms of --

A Yes. No, he's, like, | think, like, yeah, no. And like | said, he and | have a

good relationship, and so he's always been very good to me after that. | think he was
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given some misinformation there from Katrina.

Q  Sothe day after, to the best of your recollection, you don't remember
discussing with him January 6th at all?

A No. Butldo recall that he sent me a text with that Twitter of something
about Ali Alexander, and then we both, you know, figured out what happened. And
Caroline said, "Yeah, | held the phone up to you, and, did you know who you were talking
to? |said, say hi."

Q  Did you ever have any discussions with members of President Trump's
Cabinet or any of the administration officials after January 6th?

A Not that | recall.

Q  Sothere's a specific call -- there's actually a few calls. If you look at exhibit
23, page 47, there's a little flurry on January 19th where Scavino and Meadows both call
you and then you call them back. And | think you have, like, three calls with Meadows.
And then you talk to him again on January 20th.

And the reason | ask is because these are, for your call records, these are
anomalous. And so | was just curious if you remember January 19th-20th time period?

A Wasn't that inauguration time?

Q Isthat what it was about?

A | don't know. ButI'm trying to jog my memory to see what would | be
talking to them about. The only stuff | would really, like, get on the phone with them
about is logistics, you know.

Q  Okay.

A Like, "Oh, where are we going to be?" or, "What's going on?" | don't know.

Q  Well, and that's possible because -- my brain is so fried -- January 20th may

have been the date of the inauguration.
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Bt was.

January 20th was the inauguration.

Q  Soisthat what you think it was in regards to, the inauguration?

A Because remember we were with the President, and we flew home to and all
came home to Mar-a-Lago.

Q  Okay.

A Because that's where the President moved since he left the White House.
And we all went. And he did a little goodbye at the airport. And we got on the plane.
And then we came to Florida. And then that was it.

Q  And so briefly | just want to talk with you about conversations that you had
with Ms. Fancelli or her staff after January 6th.

Do you remember attempting to contact Ms. Fancelli at any time after
January 6th? Just if you want to refresh your recollection, the texts that you provided
with her are on exhibit 9.

A Okay.

Yeah. Sojust--thisis when | wrote my thing that there was another subject that
| wanted to go back to after | -- Kevin had asked something -- he's not here now, but -- so
Julie Fancelli and | spoke prior to, you know, any January 6th stuff, back, | think, or | tried
to reach her. Was it -- I'm trying to look at the dates to see.

But basically | had contacted her and reached out, because the only thing that |
was kind of working on, besides trying to find a house for us, was a media opportunity, to
be able to do something in media and put something together that would be not biased,

you know, good reporting, good people, not an extreme, not a CNN, not a FOX, but

something that actually was doing quality reporting with a good variety of news.

And | had talked to her about that before, because she was talking about the
media and how sometimes the media was so disappointing, meaning on prior occasions
on the calls with her.

She's
like, "Oh, this sounds really interesting, and | want to talk to my husband Mauro about it,"
and et cetera, et cetera.

And so that's what | had talked to Julie Fancelli about. | never spoke to Julie

A -- because | had written the note that | wanted to make sure to tell you guys,
because you didn't ask me about that, but | provided whatever documents because |
thought that it was responsive and that you had asked about Julie Fancelli. So this was
the extent of my conversations, and I'm telling you the content.

Soljustwantto understand, you're saying that before January 6th
you reached out to her to propose, like, a media opportunity?

Oh, | think that's
the heart button. It just writes out, like, loved her message.

After these texts on January 30th, do you have any conversations with Ms. Fancelli
or her staff?

A | believe that | reached Julie Fancelli -- and | can't read these too well,
so -- on one occasion, and it was after receiving an inquiry from ProPublica that they had
received text messages between Katrina Pierson and myself that we have referenced
during this proceeding.

Q  The "oh, that's my donor Julie, | raised that much money," yeah.

A Yeah. Julie gave 3 million.

And then after that | was like very unhappy that ProPublica was publishing
something that was false and putting out a false narrative about me. And my attorneys,
| told them that that was not the case, that | did not raise money for January 6th.

And then | requested, and | said, "Well, Julie, would you be willing to give a
statement?" Because they had told, | guess, my attorneys that, "Hey, we would like to
have a statement. Can we have a statement that that's, in fact, true?"

And so | reach out to Julie, and she said, "Yeah. You never asked me for any
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money for January 6th. We never spoke about that whatsoever."

And | said, "Would you be willing to put that statement out?"

And she said, "Yeah. Let me send out to my attorney or my team or whatever
and ask them to do it."

And then that was sort of the last that | heard about it.

Q  Okay. Soljust wantto make sure | understand --

The Witness. Perhaps you can summarize it because | didn't --

Mr. Seigel. No, | think you did.

o I

Q  Yeah, yeah. |just wantto make sure, you spoke to Ms. Fancelli and asked
her, and said, "Can you put out this statement? ProPublica is about to say something
false." And she indicated that she was amenable to that?

A Yeah. And that she said, "Kimberly, you never called me or asked me for
any money for any fundraising for January 6th."

| said, "Yes, correct." |said, "They're trying to say that | did."

And she's like, "Well, that's not true."

| said, "Would you be willing to put out a statement?"

But then she checked, you know, with her lawyers. And so | can only surmise
that they did not want to do that.

Q  Anddoyou remember talking to anybody else on Ms. Fancelli's staff, with
the LU Management Services company?

A | don't recall.

Q Do you remember anyone named Marianne Parsons?

A Oh, Marianne Parsons is like a -- | think, like, an assistant person for Julie

Fancelli. And | talked to her regarding the media opportunity in the fall of last -- of
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And what was her reaction? Did she seem amenable to it?

Yes.

Did she think it was a good idea for Julie to do it -- excuse me -- Ms. Fancelli?
The media opportunity.

Oh, I'm so sorry.

Right.

The investment opportunity.

Yes.

Did you talk with Ms. Parsons after January 6th regarding the statement that

you wanted Ms. Fancelli to put out?

| don't have a recollection of that. | might've tried to reach her, because

the way you reach Julie is you try to reach Marianne, or you try to call her, that type of

thing, because oftentimes she is in Italy as well, so it can be difficult to reach her.

Q  If you get -- because | don't know, | was hoping you knew -- but to the extent
that you get a salary, are there separate payments that would go to KGT Global

Consulting?

The Witness. Oh, well, you know, they had name changes. So now | think it's
just MAGA Again and MAGA Policies.
